Shall the City Council adopt a Resolution to enter the assessments of costs for nuisance abatement into the docket of city liens as stated in the Reedsport Municipal code Title 6: General Regulations, Chapter 6.08 Nuisances 6.08.190-6.08.230? 
City Manager Scott Somers presented the following information:

New procedures have recently been established for nuisance code enforcement utilizing Police Department volunteers.  Enforcement is governed by the Reedsport Municipal Code Title 6: General Regulations, Chapter 6.08 Nuisances.  When a complaint comes in to the City offices a volunteer is dispatched to investigate the violation.  The volunteer then documents the violation using a digital camera and brings it back to City Hall for enforcement.  The City Manager sends a certified letter to the owner or person in charge of the property and posts the premises, directing the person to abate the nuisance. 

If, within the time allowed, the nuisance has not been abated by the owner or person in charge of the property, the City Manager or the City Manager's designee causes the nuisance to be abated.  The City Recorder keeps a record of actual expenses and may create an assessment of costs including an additional 20% for administrative overhead.  This notice is mailed to all known addresses.  

At the expiration of 30 days from the date of the notice the Council may adopt, by Resolution, the assessment of costs and shall thereupon be entered in the docket of city liens and upon being adopted, shall constitute a lien upon the property from which the nuisance was removed or abated.    

The property at 721 Crestview Drive, Reedsport, Oregon has been abated by the City of Reedsport's Public Works crew and all efforts to contact the owners have been exhausted. 

Staff recommends that Resolution 2009-019 be adopted causing the property located at 721 Crestview Drive, Reedsport, Oregon to be assessed with a lien against the property in the amount of $240.42 and to declare the Resolution an emergency because the subject property is currently being foreclosed upon and will be sold at auction.  

Council is in favor of adopting a standard charge so that the billing is consistent.  

City Manager Scott Somers said that staff is working on having a complete City fee schedule Resolution for adoption in January. 
Councilor Tonya Wahl moved that the City Council adopt Resolution 2009-019 to enter the assessments of costs for nuisance abatement into the docket of city liens, declaring an emergency.

Shall the City Council enter into an agreement with the Department of Land Conservation and Development (DLCD) for a grant to complete a design plan for Rainbow Plaza for the City of Reedsport? 
City Manager Scott Somers presented the following information:

In July of 2009 staff submitted a grant application to DLCD in order to fund a design plan for Rainbow Plaza. The grant application has been approved and to receive the funding, an agreement between the City and the State agency must be signed before the project can begin. The draft agreement with the project scope of work is attached for the Council’s review.

This grant award will enable the City of Reedsport to hire a design professional to create a master plan for Rainbow Plaza. The plan is intended to provide enough detail to serve as the basis for preparing construction documents to implement the plan. The project funding consists of $10,000 from DLCD, $2,000 from private sources and $4,050 from the City in the form of staff time and supplies.

A supplemental budget will be prepared.
Somers said that if the private sources aren't able to contribute to the project it could qualify for Urban Renewal District funds. 

Councilor Ginger Anderson gave an overview of background information on plans that have been presented for the Rainbow Plaza area in the past.  She said that in 1996 the first plan was drawn. She said that it was unrealistic.  The second plan was inclusive to the Discovery Center project but was never funded.  Anderson said that she is in favor of grassy spaces and a town square concept.  

Councilor Bill Otis said that he is not in favor of funding this project at this time.  He feels that the City is putting the cart before the horse.  There should be community input into the design before a contractor is hired.  

City Manager Scott Somers said the contractor hired will lead the community in an information gathering process before a plan is presented.  

Otis asked if these plans will make the area unusable for the festivals that are held there currently.  

Councilor Ginger Anderson moved that the City Council enter into an agreement with the Department of Land Conservation and Development (DLCD) to accept a grant to complete a design plan for Rainbow Plaza for the City of Reedsport and authorize the City Manager to sign the agreement.
Councilor Mike Macho seconded the motion.

Miscellaneous Items:

Councilor Bill Otis said that there are concerns from citizens about the Tsunami alarm testing.  The decibel and frequency on the siren is annoying to animals and people.  

Mayor Keith Tymchuk said without sounding it citizens wouldn't know what it sounds like in the case of an emergency.  

Interim Police Chief John Smart said that Douglas County has never sounded their alarm; they test it in silent mode.  

Otis asked if the City has the ability to test it silently like Douglas County tests theirs.  

City Manager Scott Somers will research.  

Council is invited to a meeting with staff and Oregon Department of Transportation representatives on Thursday, October 15th at 9:00am in the City Hall Conference Room to discuss area transportation issues.  

Somers said that in a new development in the City levy certification, the United States Forest Services has determined that the building they currently lease from the City of Reedsport is in a flood zone.  Federal regulations require that the USFS be protected against a 100 year flood event.  Therefore, if the levy is not certified to protect against the 100 year (or 1% base flood) they would need to relocate their entire facility.  The USFS has decided that it would be cost effective to contribute to the recertification 10% of the cost, approximately $4,000 of the current estimate for the work.  By partnering with the USFS the Army Corp of Engineers could then complete the project rather than having to go out to private bid, saving the City $40,000 to $80,000.
