Shall the City Council accept of a $25,000 allotment from the Oregon Department of Transportation Special City Allotment Program for street improvements and authorize the Mayor to sign the 2005 Special City Allotment Agreement? (Council Letter 005-013)

At its June 7th, 2004 meeting, the City Council unanimously adopted Resolution 2004-008 authorizing the submittal of an application to the Oregon Department of Transportation's Special City Allotment Project.  The Special City Allotment Project funds improvements to "city streets that are not a part of the state highway system, that are within cities with populations of 5,000 or fewer persons, and which are inadequate for the capacity they serve or are in a condition detrimental to safety up to $25,000."  

The City submitted an application in the amount of $25,000 to fund Improvements on Longwood Drive beginning at the Reedsport High School and continuing south toward Highland Drive.  This street was selected because it best fit the criteria for this program.

Competition for these allocated funds is very high, with cities rarely receiving funding the first year of application.  Reedsport was very fortunate in being awarded a $25,000 grant for the paving of Longwood Drive.  

It is recommended that the City Council accept this allotment award and authorize the Mayor to sign the 2005 Special City Allotment Agreement #22174 on behalf of the City.

Street? (Council Letter 005-015)
Every year the Oregon Department of Transportation through its Traffic Safety Division offers a competitive engineering grant. These engineering grants can be used by cities for traffic safety improvements.

Councilor Bill Otis has had experience with these grants and suggested the City write a grant request for the purpose of striping 22nd Street and possibly Frontage Road. The grant is up to $5,000 and would be used for permanent reflective striping on 22nd Street between Arthur and Ridgeway. The striping would be for the center line and stop bars. Once the striping is completed, the remaining funds from the grant would be used for striping on Frontage Road. This is the same product currently being used for our crosswalks on Highway 101 at 20th Street and 21st Street. The expected life of the striping is 8-10 years. The grant requires no matching funds by the City.

It is staff’s recommendation that City Council authorize the application for an Oregon Department of Transportation Traffic Safety Division engineering grant for striping of 22nd Street.

The heat pump in the natural history wing at the Umpqua Discovery Center is in need of replacement as it is no longer repairable. The heat pump has been in need of replacement for the last few years, but due to budget restraints, its life has been extended by frequent repairs. Currently, the Umpqua Discovery Center Treasure Chest is constructing a series of new natural history exhibits in this wing. We have worked with the exhibit construction contractor to identify the type and size of heat pump that will be necessary to support the new exhibit space and exhibits. At the current time, there is no heat in that wing. In order to meet the exhibit construction schedule, the new heat pump will need to be installed and operational in March 2005.

 

At the City Council meeting on January 3, 2005, the Council approved the advertising of bids for replacement of this heat pump. An advertisement was placed in The Umpqua Post and The World Newspapers on January 12, 2005.

Shall the City Council adopt an Ordinance establishing procedures for Measure 37 
claims? (Council Letter 005-017)
On January 24, 2005 the Reedsport City Council held a work session for reviewing a proposed ordinance to establish procedures for handling Measure 37 claims.  As a result of the work shop the following changes were made to the Ordinance:

· Section 10.212 (1) was changed to add that notice will be sent out with a proof of mailing certification from the post office.  (According to the post office the fee is .90 per item.)

· Section 10.212 (5) was changed to read:  A decision by the City Council to remove or modify a land use regulation shall be transferable to a future purchaser of the property only to the extent required by Ballot Measure 37.

· Section 10.222 was amended to establish a deposit of $400 plus actual costs.  The language was changed to read:  The City Manager shall charge a $400.00 deposit to be paid at the time of the filing of the claim.  Following the filing of the application and deposit, the City Manager shall maintain a record of the city’s costs in processing the claim, including the cost of obtaining information not provided by the property owner.  Following final action by the city on the claim at the local level, the City Manager shall either send the property owner a bill for the actual cost including staff and legal time that exceed the $400.00 deposit or refund any unspent portion of the deposit, whichever is appropriate.

A copy of the ordinance with the noted revisions was attached to the council letter.  The effective date of the ordinance is immediately and that the Council is declaring it necessary to preserve the public health, welfare and safety.

It is staff’s recommendation that Council adopt ordinance 2005-1051 establishing procedures for measure 37 compensation claims.

4.
Shall the City Council ratify temporary investment of 2005 Water Revenue Bonds 
proceeds until March 31, 2005? (Council Letter 005-018)
At the December 6th Council meeting, Ordinance 2004-1048, which authorized the issuance of Water Revenue Bonds in the principal amount not to exceed $1,005,000.00 for the purpose of refunding the City’s outstanding Water Revenue Bonds, Series 1994 and providing for related matters was approved by Council.

On January 11th the transaction of refunding and reissuing the 1994 Water Revenue Bonds was handled through the Paying Agent and Registrar, US Bank National Association.  Purchaser of the 2005 Water Revenue Bonds on January 11th is LaSalle Bank.  The proceeds from this purchase are being held in trust by the Paying Agent and Registrar until the redemption date of April 1, 2005 at which time the 1995 Bonds will be redeemed and retired.

After conferring with the City’s Auditor Paul Nielsen of Isler & Company, City Attorney Steve Miller and City manager pro tem Bob Gross, the proceeds from the 2005 Water Revenue Bond sale have been temporarily invested in a treasury note through the US Bank National Association.  The Treasury note will be due on March 31st, 2005 for the proceeds then to be available for the redemption date of April 1st.  Interest to be realized from this temporary investment will be approximately $4,800.

Since the City of Reedsport does not have a financial investment policy in place allowing the financial officer to invest funds without Council approval, it is recommended the Council ratify the temporary investment of 2005 Water Revenue Bond proceeds until such sum of money is needed for the redemption of the 1994 Water Revenue Bonds on April 1, 2005.

Finance Officer Vera Koch advised that the City will be working on an investment policy to present to the Council in the future.

5.
Shall the City issue a Request for Proposals to obtain an engineering firm for the 

design and construction of the proposed wastewater improvements? (Council 

Letter 005-019)
On February 23, 2001, the City received a notice of permit violation, from Oregon Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ), for the operation of the Wastewater plant.  The notice of permit violation listed numerous problems and violations at the plant, and requested to be notified what action(s) would be taken to mitigate the operating permit violation.  Within the required 5-day response time, the City provided notification that the items in question will not be quickly solved and requested that the DEQ enter into a mutual agreement order (MAO) with the City.

On April 6, 2004 the City of Reedsport entered into a MAO with DEQ.  The MAO protects the City from DEQ enforcement for past violations, establishes interim discharge limits while improvements are being made to the system and provides a schedule for completion of the required system improvements.

Now that a wastewater facility plan has been completed by Brown & Caldwell and approved by the City Council it is time to begin design and construction of the proposed improvements.  Since the project is more than $400,000.00 and the City is receiving money from the state, we must do a Request for Proposals (RFP).

According to the MAO schedule a preliminary design needs to be submitted to DEQ by April 2005.  It is staff’s recommendation that we begin the RFP process as soon as possible.

Community Development Director Janelle Evans presented background information on the Reedsport Wastewater Project.  She advised of the numerous notices of discharge permit violations that the City has received dating back to over 20 years.  She also advised of the significant wastewater system deficiencies (1) Sewer system overflows and (2) Treatment plant performance.  She also noted that four town hall meetings and ten public meetings were held regarding the Wastewater Facilities Plan.

Evans said that the following options were considered during the facilities planning:

· Regionalization with Winchester Bay – determined not economical for 
Winchester Bay, due to the pipeline cost for pumping wastewater to Reedsport.   

· International Paper Lagoons – More costly due to acquisition costs, construction of line under river, pump station, concern about the condition of the ocean outfall and cost for replacing, also potential liability for groundwater contamination and long-term leachate treatment from IP’s landfills.

· Existing Plan Upgrade – Four liquid treatment alternatives and three biosolids handling alternatives were considered.

Evans said that the Council held a work session in April 2004 and a public hearing in June 2004 on the new Systems Development Charge (SDC) and then approved the new SDC based on the facility plan in July of 2004.  
Evans said that the MAO stipulated that the City obtain funding for the necessary improvement by December 31, 2004.  The Council entered into an agreement with DEQ for funding in December 2004.

Evans advised of the remaining steps to be taken:

· Select an engineer for the pre-design and construction of the required improvements.

· Present pre-design and construction plans for value engineering.

· Incorporate results of value engineering into the design and submit design and construction plans to DEQ for review and approval.

Councilor Otis asked what established penalties would be assessed for not meeting the improvement schedule?
Evans advised that for not meeting the schedule, according to the MAO that was signed by the City, it would be $250.00 a day.
Councilor Walker said that he understood that when the plant was built, it was intended for a capacity of 15,000.

Mr. Jack Detweiler, Brown and Caldwell Engineers, said that sometimes the plants don’t perform the way that they were originally expected and this is one of the problems with the current plant.  When the flows are high, the plant cannot meet the discharge requirement.

Evans said that much of the high flows are from leaking laterals and old deteriorated pipes.  There have been some storm drains attached, that have been removed.  
Councilor Pollard said that the leaking laterals should be fixed first and possibly the current sewer plant would be adequate.

Mr. Detweiler said that fixing the leaking laterals will be done first.  The City will work on repairing the cracked sewer lines that allow the excessive water to enter, but this will not completely take care of the problems.  There is one tank at the plant that is settling and tilted and does not perform the way it was when it was originally built.  

Councilor Walker was concerned that the whole plant will be replaced.

Mr. Detweiler said that the policy will be to try and get the best use of what is currently there.  They will try to repair many of the structures.  The tank that is settling and tilted could be rehabbed, so that they can get the best use out of it. Some new tanks and facilities will still need to be built.

Mr. Jon Gasik, DEQ, said that there are a number of serious violations that they are trying to correct.  There are sanitary sewer overflows and raw sewage discharges to the Umpqua River, that are a concern both commercially and recreationally.  There are concerns with meeting the permit limits, with numerous violations.  The current system cannot handle the high flows of water and during these high flows all of the micro-organisms are immediately washed out of the treatment facility.  It can take weeks for them to rejuvenate.  
Mr. Gasik said that it is not an option to do nothing.  The City needs to move forward.  DEQ will work with the City and look at different options, especially when the value engineering portion is done.  If the City were not to move forward on this, then April 1st the City would be in violation according to the MAO.  

Councilor Pollard said that the new plant would be subject to overcharge of the stormwater if we don’t do something about that first. 

Mr. Gasik said that there is a certain amount of I & I that is cost effective to remove.  To eliminate all of the I & I was estimated to cost $34,000,000, but you would not have done anything to the treatment plant to assess these other issues (screening, siltation of sand removal).   There are some upgrades that will be needed at the treatment plant anyway and they try to make it the most cost effective for the City.  

Mr. Merv Cloe said that this issue should go to the vote of the people, due to the large obligations that the City may assume by proceeding with the sewer plant rebuild. 
Mayor Hanson asked Mr. Gasik what would happen if this were to go to a vote of the people in September.

Mr. Gasik said that he sees no reason why the City cannot go ahead and move forward on the engineering.    

Mr. Cloe agreed, that the City should move forward on the engineering.

Mr. Jeff Vanderkley said that he is concerned with the waterways and the impact on the oyster plants, etc.  He said that the City Council should do its job and vote to move forward.

Mr. Jim Wells said that the City Council is voted in by the people to look at all the facts and represent the people to make the best decision. 

Mr. Keith Tymchuk said that the City Council should fulfill their oath of office and that they are the best informed on the issue.  The public receives a lot of misinformation. 

Mr. Ike Launstein, Chairman LUEDF, said that the Council should move forward on this issue.  American Bridge is planning to employ more people and there are currently not many homes in Reedsport.  Also, the LUEDF is currently marketing the International Paper site in Gardiner, which is prime property for an employer and could bring many people to the area.    
Mr. Tom Tymchuk said that prior to 1970, raw sewage was dumped into the Scholfield River and Umpqua River.  The current sewer plant was built to last 30 years, not 15,000 capacity.  The issue did not go to the vote of the people, the Council knew what had to be done.

Mr. Sid Boddy said that to delay for an election would cost money and the problems with the wastewater plant would still be there.  There is a lot of misinformation in the public.

Mayor Hanson asked Community Services Director Janelle Evans if the Value Engineering could be done more up front, rather than later?

Evans said that the plan has always been to do the Value Engineering before any of the planning designs.  Tonight staff is requesting Council permission to go ahead and do Request for Proposals for an engineering firm to do the design and construction.  She also noted that construction of the collection work has been planned to begin this summer.  

Councilor Macho moved that the City Council direct staff to prepare and advertise a Request for Proposals to obtain an engineering firm for the design and construction of the proposed wastewater improvements.

Councilor Hash seconded the motion.

10 Year Resolution Review (Council Letter 005-020)
Every year, Ordinances and Resolutions are reviewed on a ten year cycle.  As in the past, staff reviews Ordinances and Resolutions, makes comments or recommendations and presents them to the Council for their review. Resolutions are usually single purpose, meaning they were created for a singular act or commitment and may not have bearing upon current City operation.  Resolutions are normally reviewed and kept in tact for historical purposes.

Council received the Resolution List  from 1995 for review.  No action taken.

(Council Letter 005-021)
At the November 18th meeting of the Traffic Safety Advisory Committee a suggestion was made to install a stop sign on Winchester Avenue at 5th Street. The following discussion indicated that seasonal visitors in recreational vehicles and heavy duty towing vehicles were using Winchester Avenue as a shortcut to Highway 101 to avoid traveling Fir St. to Highway 101. This heavier traffic has increased the traffic flow on Winchester Avenue and   is increasing the deterioration of the roadway.

The Traffic Safety Advisory Committee feels that a four way stop at Winchester Avenue and 5th Street will discourage most of the recreational vehicles and heavy duty towing vehicles from using Winchester Avenue and return to traveling on Fir Street that was designed for the heavier vehicles. The Committee also feels it will serve to break up the traffic flow on Winchester Avenue helping to achieve lower speed levels.

At an earlier Committee meeting, they also looked at the increase of both vehicular and pedestrian traffic around the new skate park and especially at the intersection of 21st Street and Elm Avenue. They feel that a four way stop is need to slow the through traffic affording the motorist a better opportunity to see any pedestrians and increase pedestrian safety at that intersection. 

At the January 3, 2004 City Council meeting the Chairman of the Reedsport Traffic Safety Advisory Committee presented to Council their recommendation to install four way stop signs at both Winchester Avenue and 5th Street and at 21st Street and Elm Avenue.

It is recommended that the City Council authorize the establishment of an ordinance to be passed at a future meeting that directs the Public Services Director to install four stop signs at 5th Street and Winchester Avenue and at 21st Street and Elm Avenue. 

Council requested that Staff research the crosswalk located between City Hall and the Senior Center, as this may need to be eliminated if a new four-way stop is installed on the corner of 5th Street and Winchester Avenue.

Councilor Pollard moved that the City Council table this issue and direct City staff to conduct additional research.

City Manager Pro Tem Bob Gross reported on the following:

The painting, carpeting and tiling of the Dunes NRA was completed in January.  The Mayor and City Manager met with the new Forest Services Area Manager and toured the facility, who was impressed with the work that had been done.
The City received some good news this past month in receiving two grants: 

Portia Harris reports the Coquille Tribal Community Fund approved a $5,000 grant request for the UDC Treasure Chest for the purpose of developing Cultural and Natural History Programs for the Umpqua Discovery Center.  


Diane Novak also reported that the Senior Center received notice that they too will be awarded a $3,400 grant from the Coquille Tribal Community Fund that will go toward the purchase of a new commercial range. 

Floyd Dollar completed the scheduled fire hydrant flushing throughout the City and even had time to order the pick-up Council authorized earlier.  The City will be getting a 2005 Ford F250 Extended Cab with all the needed equipment for $18,117.
