 Shall the City Council approve a wastewater project at Cross's property located at 
1500 Winchester Avenue? 
Public Works Superintendant Floyd Dollar said that this is a project that was brought to Council during the rainy season last year.  At that time the proposal was that the City of Reedsport would provide the pump if the business owner provided electricity and future maintenance of the pump.  The owner of the business, the Cross's, did not feel that they hold any responsibility for the problem.  Dollar said that it is a combined responsibility, however, in order to fix the problem he is proposing that the City assume all responsibility.  
Mr. Aeron Blackman said that when the manhole at the Cross's building overflows a manhole at the Bridge also overflows.  Blackman asked if this pump would fix that problem also.  

Dollar said that when the pump is installed at the Cross building, the remaining line would be sealed off and pressurized.   This will stop the overflow at these locations.  Dollar said that even if all of the infiltration of water into the system was identified the budget would not be large enough to fix the entire problem.  This is a permanent fix.  

Councilor Bill Walker said that he felt the property owner should take some responsibility.  

Councilor Tonya Wahl moved that the City Council approve a wastewater project at Cross's property located at 1500 Winchester Avenue not to exceed $10,000.
