Regular Business:
1.
Presentation by ODOT regarding Hwy. 101/20th Street Intersection.
Mr. John Oltman and Ms. Lori Clinton, ODOT representatives, presented the Council with information regarding the Highway 101/20th Street Intersection.  
Mr. John Oltman presented a letter to the City which states that they will work with the City to come up with some solutions both short term and long term to help resolve the issue.  ODOT has been working with City staff for some weeks taking videos, researching crash files and getting pedestrian counts.  

Oltman advised that ODOT would like to set up a group comprised of City of Reedsport Staff, Members of the local community and ODOT staff to both take input and work through possible solutions and identify possible funding.  There are a couple of major items that are in their favor in resolving this issue, (1) the community is ready for working through solutions and, (2) The City of Reedsport is preparing to develop their Transportation System Plan.  The solution will require efforts by all who use, work on or live by the Hwy. 101 facility.  Traffic problems are resolved by the combination of Engineering, Enforcement, and Education.  Any solution will need elements of all three to be successful. Oltman was hopeful that a solution would be reached by the first of the year.  

Discussion followed with some suggestions on possible short term and long term solutions, including signage, lighting and additional street markings.
2.
Shall the City Council adopt a Resolution to accept the FEMA grant designated for 
purchase of Reedsport Volunteer Fire Department safety equipment? (Council Letter 
003-113)
At the April 7, 2003 Council meeting, the City Council approved a FEMA grant application for the purchase of personal protective clothing and decontamination equipment by the Reedsport Volunteer Fire Department (RVFD).  The RVFD had identified a strong need to replace outdated turnout clothing with NFPA/OSHA approved turnout clothing and the required turnout decontamination equipment.  The NFPA/OSHA approved turnouts provide protection from blood borne pathogens and improved reflective garment visibility.  The purchase of turnouts to protect all Reedsport’s volunteer firefighters and the purchase and installation of a washer and dryer to support the decontamination of the turnouts are estimated to cost $46,500.  The grant has a ten percent match requirement.

On October 31, 2003, FEMA awarded the Reedsport Volunteer Fire Department a grant for $41,850.  The ten percent match of $4,650 is proposed to be withdrawn from the Capital Fire Equipment Fund (014).  The RVFD has supported the Capital Fire Equipment Fund by contributing the revenue realized from the responses to motor vehicle accidents.  It is their desire that Council authorize by Resolution, to accept the FEMA grant and meet the ten percent match of $4,650 from the Capital Fire Equipment Fund.

Councilor Hash moved that the City Council adopt a Resolution accepting the FEMA grant of $41,850 to be used for the purchase of personal protective clothing and decontamination equipment by the Reedsport Volunteer Fire Department with the authorization for withdrawal of ten percent match of $4,650 from the Capital Fire Equipment Fund (014) and that Resolution 003-021 be assigned as the title.

Councilor Williams seconded the motion.

Receive the monthly departmental report:  Fire Chief Tom Anderson

Fire Chief Tom Anderson advised that over two-thirds of the department has recently completed the testing for anyone who wears an SCBA or respirator, which is required by OSHA.

Anderson advised of a grant that was received from OHSU & Rural Health which provided the department with two heart monitors at a value of $2,250 ea., with two-thirds of the department being trained in their use.

Anderson said that the department is at full capacity, which is 41 members, and have a waiting list.

City Recorder Jay Cable read the following ordinances by title:

CERTAIN PROVISIONS OF THE REEDSPORT MUNICIPAL CODE, DELETING 
THE FEE AMOUNT AND DEFININGTHE LOCATIONS WHERE  GARAGE SALE 
SIGNS ARE PROHIBITED. 

Miscellaneous Items:

(Mayor, Councilors, Student Councilors, City Manager, City Attorney)

Mayor Keith Tymchuk advised that he attended the League of Oregon Cities - Water Management & Conservation Plans session, which reinforced that meters are required to show water conservation.
Councilor Oba also attended the League, along with Councilor Pollard, and the session stressed the importance of Staff and Council working together.

Councilor Ekstrom requested updates from Staff on previous issues.  
City Manager Pro Tem Jay Cable advised of the cost saving efforts that have been implemented, along with Central Lincoln PUD, to upgrade our lighting at City Hall and the Police Dept.
Cable said that wood cutting permits are being issued for the back side of Crestview.  So far, $1,000 has been received from the sale of the permits.

Cable advised that the drop box has been installed to receive City Hall payments and the conduit has been installed between City Hall and the Police Department.  

Cable said that due to the electrical requirements of the new pump at the 7th Street pump station, Fimilian Northwest Pump Co. will reduce the cost of the pump by $3,000.

Cable advised that City Hall will be closed the day after Thanksgiving, November 28th.

Cable said that the auditors were here from Nov. 4 – 12.  When the City went out for bid, there was no mention of an A133 single audit, however the waterline project is well over the monetary threshold for such an audit.  This audit will be performed.  

Cable mentioned that Ms. Jeanne Plagmann was hired has Municipal Court Clerk and Police Chief Bob Gross was appointed to Director-elect for Special Olympics.

Cable said that an extension with Charter Communications for the franchise agreement has been signed and will extend the old contract until May 16, 2004 or until a new contract is signed.
