Shall the City Council approve a Municipal Judge Employment Agreement with Mr. John 
D. Cable? (Council Letter 004-055)
In 1983, Mr. John D. Cable was appointed as Municipal Court Judge for the City of Reedsport. At the time of his appointment the City Council entered into an employment agreement based on Mr. Cable’s full time employment with the City.

On July 5th Mr. Cable notified the City of his intent to retire, however, he wished to remain in the position of Municipal Court Judge. The City Council met on July 19th and discussed the terms of a new employment agreement. Based on those discussions, a new Municipal Judge Employment Agreement was agreed to.

It is recommended that the City Council approve the Municipal Judge Employment Agreement with Mr. John D. Cable.

Shall the City Council award a personal services contract for computer systems 


maintenance?  (Council Letter 004-058)
The City’s computer network system frequently requires the services of a maintenance technician.  That capability is not currently available in the city staff. The rapid changes within the computer industry does not lend itself to keeping a city staff personnel trained for this type of computer support.  It is important to maintain the technician that is familiar with the network systems as providing service to the network systems is not easily performed by the average computer technician.

JBA Computer Service is the company hired by the City of Reedsport to provide support for the network system on an hourly basis.  JBA Computer Services provides service to all of the City operations with the exception of the Umpqua Discovery Center.  It is important to continue with the same service provider, as the network servers require trained and knowledgeable personnel for quick repairs and updates.  

At this time, JBA Computer Services bills time and materials for all service calls to the City.  The hourly rate is $65.00 plus $40/trip for mileage.  JBA Computer Services has been paid by purchase order for the last 12 months $5,071.  Computer support for the last several years has exceeded the $5,000 per year.  The City would be saving money by agreeing to the $410/ month rate and would ensure that the City is the first on JBA Computer Services list for emergency response.  City Attorney Steve Miller has reviewed the contract agreement. (attached)

The yearly contract amount would be less than the $5,000 required for the advertised bid process.  If an unforeseen special time consuming computer project need arises, it would be considered outside the contract amount and would be done per purchase order.

The contract of $410 does not cover weekend emergency calls but is designed to keep those calls to a minimum.  By providing systematic network maintenance and software upgrades, the emergency calls will be minimized. Mr. James Freshman of JBA Computer Services has provided excellent services during past two fiscal years.  It is recommended that the City Council award a one-year personal services contract for computer systems maintenance to JBA Computer Services.

School District #105 to continue for provision of the School Resource Officer Program? 

(Council Letter 004-054)
The Reedsport Police Department implemented a School Resource Officer program with the assistance of a Federal Grant in 1996. The grant ended in 1999 and funding to continue the program has come from the Lower Umpqua Hospital, Reedsport School District #105 and the City of Reedsport. The City and Reedsport School District #105 have drafted an Intergovernmental Agreement (attached) to continue the SRO program during the 2004-005 school year.

It is recommended that the City Council approve an Intergovernmental Agreement with the Reedsport School District #105 to continue to provide for a School Resource Officer Program during the 2004 -005 school year.

Councilor Hash asked if the School District has funding for the SRO position.

City Manager Pro Tem Bob Gross advised that the School District removed $20,000 from their budget because Lower Umpqua Hospital provided $20,000 through a grant for the SRO position, so the funding is available.

Shall the City Council award a contract for the Logging of the area east of Scholfield 

Road near the Douglas County disposal site? (Council Letter 004-059)
Moore Mill and Lumber Company was requested to create a proposal for the logging of the area east of Scholfield Road near the Douglas County disposal site.  The proposed harvest area has some difficulty with limited access, unfavorable topography and power lines.  A few loggers were shown the harvest area with one response, Rob Schaffer of Schaffer Logging.  The lack of volume and other difficulties of the harvest area are reflective in Mr. Schaffer’s price.  

The proposed harvest area is 10.75 acres.  The City’s logging revenue share is estimated at $24,622.55, depending on actual volume of timber delivered to the mills.  The reforestation costs would be about $5,500 and the 20% management  fee to Moore Mill Co. would be $4,924.51, resulting in a net of $14,198.04.  

Mayor Tymchuk said that a policy should be adopted regarding windfall funds.
City Manager Pro Tem Bob Gross advised that staff has discussed this issue and that a formula should be developed, with some money going to reserves and some to the capital improvement fund.  

Councilor Williams said that the logging of the site should be put on hold until the City has a specific need for the funds.
Mayor Tymchuk said that when the need does arise, then the process would take months before it could be done again and funds collected.

Councilor Ruth Hash moved that the City Council award a logging contract of the area east of Scholfield Road near the Douglas County disposal site to Schaffer Logging with a completion date to be set at the time of signing of the contract; and authorize the Mayor to sign on behalf of the City.

Letter 004-060)
Ms. Dana Campbell, from the Church of God on Birch Street, has requested an event permit to hold an outdoor concert on Saturday, August 7, 2004 from 8:00pm to 11:00pm at the Wild by Nature parking lot.  There will be three different bands playing.  The stage will be set toward the bowling alley and away from the apartments.  

Reedsport Municipal Code 6.08.120 – ‘Unnecessary noise’  reads as follows: 


11.
The use or operation of an automatic or electric piano, phonograph, gramophone, victrola, radio, television, loudspeaker, or any instrument for sound producing or any sound-amplifying device so loudly as to disturb persons in the vicinity thereof or in such a manner as renders the use thereof a nuisance. However, upon application to the Council, permits may be granted to responsible persons or organizations for the broadcast or amplification of programs of music, news, speeches, or general entertainment as a part of a national, state or city event, public festivals, or outstanding events of a noncommercial nature. The broadcast or amplification shall not be audible for a distance of more than one thousand (1,000) feet from the instrument, speaker or amplifier and in no event shall a permit be granted where any obstruction to the free and uninterrupted traffic, both vehicular and pedestrian, will result;’

The Reedsport Municipal Code allows the amplification of music for special events with Council approval.  

It is recommended that the Council approve an Event Permit from the Church of God for August 7, 2004 from 8:00pm to 10:00pm for an outdoor concert located at the Wild By Nature parking lot.
Councilor Macho asked about the parking of vehicles for Parkside Office Building.

Ms. Dana Campbell said that the bowling alley was contacted and that the restrooms and parking lot would be available.

Councilor Williams said that the Parkside Office Building should be contacted for permission.  
Williams advised she will abstain from voting, since she works at the Parkside Office Building, but she will talk to the owners in support of the concert.

City Manager Pro Tem Bob Gross advised Ms. Campbell to notify the residents in the area of the event and who to contact if complaints should arise.
