Shall the City Council adopt an Ordinance amending certain provisions of the Reedsport Municipal Code, establishing a stop sign at Fernwood Place and Westmont?  (Council Letter 006-101)
At the October 2005 City Council meeting Shirley Wilson of 289 Westmont Dr. voiced her concern and presented a petition from neighbor residents regarding speeding in the area and the need for a stop sign at Fernwood Pl. and Westmont Dr. The City Council directed staff to contact Ms. Wilson and neighbors to learn more of their complaint and request for a stop sign.

A meeting between Chief John Smart, Ms. Wilson, along with area several neighbors took place. Their complaint was that vehicles that turn onto Westmont Dr. from Fernwood Pl. do so at an unsafe speed and they believe that a stop sign would help slow down this traffic in the neighborhood.

Chief Smart referred this issue to the Traffic Safety Committee for their review and a recommendation to go to the City Council for consideration. 

The Traffic Safety Committee recommended after review and discussion that a stop sign be placed on Fernwood Pl. at the Westmont Dr. intersection.

Shall the City Council adopt an Ordinance amending certain provisions of the Reedsport Municipal Code, establishing no parking zones in the City of Reedsport? (Council Letter 006-102)

Chief John Smart referred an issue to the Traffic Safety Committee after being contacted by Delaine Humphreys representing Lower Umpqua Hospital. Delaine informed me that the hospital’s Patient Relations Committee had discussed the issue of senior citizens who live across from the hospital and have voiced their concerns about crossing Ranch Rd. at Regents Pl.

Chief Smart met with Delaine and they both looked at the area from both directions of travel on Ranch Road and both concluded that the issue is one of “visibility for the pedestrians” while crossing the street at the above location. It should be noted that the crosswalk has been freshly painted and there are crosswalk warning signs for motorists in both directions of travel.

Chief Smart then referred this issue to the Traffic Safety Committee for their review and recommendations. 

TSC Recommendations:

The Traffic Safety Committee recommended after visits by members of the Committee and discussion by the Committee to have an additional 20’ of yellow painted curb on the east side of Ranch Rd. at the Regents Pl. intersection. The recommendation resulted from the discussion where it was believed that this additional space would allow those using the crosswalk to have better visibility of traffic traveling north on Ranch Rd.  It should be noted that visibility for the south traffic is not at issue and that both pedestrians and drivers have good visibility of the crossing.

The Hospital’s group had a very similar recommendation for the same safety issue. It is safe to say that the hospital has no objections to the painting of an additional 20’ of yellow curb on Ranch Rd. at the intersection of Regents Pl.

Shall the City Council adopt Ordinance 2006-1061 updating the Reedsport criminal code? (Council Letter 006-103)
Within the Oregon Revised Statues is the allowance for the Municipal Court to exercise jurisdiction over misdemeanors committed or trialable in the City of Reedsport.   This is a new level of allowance where our existing code actually listed the 10 pages of various elements of the ORS what was allowed to be enforced. This update means that all misdemeanors can be enforced and there will no longer be a “laundry list” of various elements of crimes committed as a part of our city code.

Shall the City Council adopt Ordinance 2006-1062 amending Chapter 5.04 of the Reedsport Municipal Code Traffic Regulations? (Council Letter 006-104)
Within the Oregon Revised Statues is the allowance for the Municipal Court to exercise jurisdiction over violations, traffic crimes or misdemeanors committed or triaable in the City of Reedsport.   This includes some new regulations and definitions which if adopted by the City will make our code the same as the state’s code as changed by the Oregon Legislature .

City Manager Rick Hohnbaum requested that the following four items be removed from Regular Session to Consent Calendar.

7.
Shall the City Council authorize the purchase of a police vehicle from the Portland Police Bureau? (Council Letter 006-111)
Recently police vehicles purchased for the City of Reedsport, from the City of Portland and others, have been serving us well.  By purchasing the past vehicles at such a discounted cost, as compared to new, it has allowed the City’s “fleet plan” goal to remain a realization.   The fleet program is a benefit to the city of Reedsport, and by allowing an officer to take home his vehicle he can respond quicker, need not return to the Police department facility to respond to an emergency, he takes better care of the vehicle, and over all wear on the vehicle is reduced over time.


We now wish to purchase another vehicle with the capitol improvement funds remaining in this years budget.


Once again we have researched available vehicles in agencies throughout Oregon finding a suitable vehicle through the Portland Police Bureau. The vehicle is a white 2002 Crown Victoria sedan, for an amount not exceeding $9000.00. It has all of the necessary emergency equipment except a radio and car decals which will be purchased with the remaining “Capitol Improvement” funds.  This vehicle has been placed in a "hold" status pending our purchase.

There is currently $13,000 allocated in the Capital Improvement fund for vehicle replacement in the Police Department during the 2005-2006 budget cycle. These funds will allow the purchase of this vehicle and the above additional items, with $1,500.00  remaining in the Capital Improvement fund. 


It is recommended that the Council approve this purchase in accordance with Ordinance 81-533-A, Section 3(1).  This allows for the purchase from a public or Federal agency without requiring competitive bids.  It is further recommended that Council approve this purchase at this time as the window of opportunity to make such a purchase will close and it is not known what vehicles will be available at a later date or the condition of such vehicles.

Shall the City Council adopt Resolution 2006-005 authorizing the Reedsport Branch Library to seek capital improvement grants? (Council Letter 006-112)
The facility owned by the City and used by the Douglas County Library Reedsport Branch needs some capital building improvement including replacement of siding, completion of a roof project started several years ago, interior lighting and carpet replacement.   The City has not had the finances available for these capital improvements they are requesting.  The library staff would like authorization from the city to seek outside funding opportunities including applying for grants.  Prior to acceptance of any potential grants, Council will have to authorize any and all grant contracts including addressing any required matching funds in order to accept grants.

The City has a draft water master plan which can be used for the purpose of establishing a system development fee structure for the City.  Per Council direction and proposed Council goals, our City Engineer can create a Water System Development Fee Plan for Council consideration.  In order to do this, the City Manager is requesting authorization to expend $7,000.  The City Council will have to approve and adopt the completed plan in order to change the existing water system development fee of about $340.

The City has a draft storm water master plan which needs some modifications per staff review, but then could be used for the purpose of establishing a system development fee structure for the City.  Per Council direction and proposed Council Goals, our City Engineer can create a Storm Water System Development Fee Plan for Council consideration after the draft plan is completed, which may occur prior to your next council meeting.  In order to do this, the City Manager is requesting authorization to expend $7,000.  The City Council will have to approve and adopt the completed plan in order to adopt a storm water system development fee.

1. Public Input on City Council Goals.

Shall the City Council adopt City Council Goals and Objectives – 2006-2007? (Council Letter 006-105)
On Friday, February 10th and Saturday February 11th, the Council met in a work session format with a professional facilitator to create the goals and long-term direction for the municipal organization.   On Friday evening Department Heads and the City Manager shared various projects, proposals and goals outlining departmental planning and direction.  Saturday morning the Council met, listed all the proposed goals and projects that individually each foresaw as potential long term direction resulting in 21 proposed goals.  Saturday afternoon the council discussed and prioritized the list and reached a consensus of 5 goals for the City of Reedsport for the next two years.  The Council directed staff to submit the resulting consensus to the local media for public review and consideration and to place the draft goals on the next Council agenda in order to allow formal public input and Council adoption of the goals.  Following the adoption of the goals, staff has been directed to conceive an action or strategic plan to address each of the goals and the necessary steps in order to obtain the goals as adopted.

2.
Shall the City Council adopt a resolution for re-designation of the Enterprise zone? (Council Letter 006-106)
The City of Reedsport is currently a member of the Lower Umpqua Enterprise Zone that was established in 1996.  The zone includes most of Reedsport, parts of Gardiner and Winchester Bay. The purpose of the zone is to encourage businesses to make new or additional investments that will improve employment opportunities, spur economic growth and diversify business activities.

The primary benefit to qualifying businesses is a 100 percent tax abatement for at least 3 years.  A copy of the eligibility requirements has been included in the packet for your review.  It is important to note that this is not available to residential development, entertainment, tourism, health care, child care, serving meals, financing, property management, leasing space, construction and sales of goods and services at the retail level.  

Some concern was expressed by the Urban Renewal Consultant that Enterprise Zones are a detriment to Urban Renewal Districts.  However, it seems that an over lap in the zones would not be detrimental since there are only certain businesses that would qualify for tax abatement. If it is determined that they conflict, the enterprise zone could be amended later.  Amendments to the zone are done frequently according to the zone manager which is Coos Curry Douglas Business Development Corporation.

Staff recommends that Council adopt Resolution 2006-002 to apply for the re-designation of the enterprise zone within Reedsport as proposed on the attached map.

Community Services Director Janelle Evans said that there was a concern whether property could be located in an Enterprise Zone and Urban Renewal District. The Urban Renewal Consultant, Al Benkendorf, submitted the following written comment: “I understand that the City is required to renew the existing Enterprise Zone within the next few days.  We wish to assure the City Council that if they choose to renew the Enterprise Zone, that the Zone will not restrict placing specific properties within the Urban Renewal District.  Enterprise Zones contain a range of tools which the Council can utilize to attract new businesses.  The prudent use of those tools will minimize any financial impact on the viability of the Urban Renewal District.”

Larry Andrews, Zone Manager, advised that every action will require County, City, and Port approval.

Councilor Washington requested that the City should get the Enterprise Zone information out to the public for developers.

Councilor Walker moved that the City Council adopt Resolution 2006-002 to apply for the re-designation of the enterprise zone within Reedsport as shown on the attached map.

3.
Shall the City Council authorize the Mayor and City Manager to sign an application to GMAC for approval to seek additional funding? (Council Letter 006-107)
In 1980 the City of Reedsport issued a sewer revenue bond to Farmers Home Administration in the amount of $1,200,000.00 at 5% interest for a term of 40 years.  Ordinance #566-A which outlines the terms was adopted in August 1980.  In Section 5 of the Ordinance the City agreed to special covenants that applied to the bond as long as it remained unpaid.  Item (f) specifically says that the City will not borrow any money from any other source or enter into any contract or agreement or incur any other liabilities in connection with extensions or improvements to the facility exclusive of normal maintenance without first obtaining prior written consent of the Farmers Home Administration.

Since 1980 these bonds have been resold many times.  The current owner is GMAC financing and they have chosen to enforce these special covenants.  Therefore we must submit the appropriate paperwork in order to obtain permission to enter into the loan agreement with Oregon Economic Development for the wastewater.  Receiving approval is not anticipated to be a problem since the amount we owe GMAC is so low.

It is staff’s recommendation that the Council authorize the Mayor and City Manager to sign the GMAC paper work requesting approval to enter into a loan agreement with Oregon Economic Development.

Councilor Macho moved that the City Council authorize the Mayor and City Manager to sign the required paperwork for GMAC in order to obtain their approval for entering into a loan agreement with Oregon Economic Development.

4. Public Hearing on accepting Oregon Economic Community Development Department funds. (Council Letter 006-108)

Mayor Hanson declared the public hearing open.

Community Services Director Janelle Evans presented the following Staff report:

At the October 4, 2004 Council meeting, staff was authorized to apply for a $2.25 million loan and $750,000 grant package from Oregon Economic Community Development Department (OECDD).  An application was completed and submitted on December 8, 2004.  On February 24, 2005 the City was notified that an award would be forth coming.  However, an actual award notice was not sent to the City until September 6, 2005.  The notice of award has allowed us to proceed with the project and get reimbursed for the costs after the loan agreement is signed.

We have just received the actual loan documents from OECDD.  However, the documents cannot be signed until we receive approval from GMAC financing.  Staff is requesting that Council authorize the Mayor to sign the loan agreement as soon as the approval is received from GMAC financing.  This will eliminate the need for a special meeting and save time in processing this loan.  

Mayor Hanson asked if anyone in the audience wanted to speak in favor of the resolution.

Mr. Keith Tymchuk said that the City needs to move forward.

Mayor Hanson asked if anyone in the audience wanted to speak against the resolution. None indicated.

Council removed ‘or City Manager’ from the Resolution and added 4.66 percentage.

Mayor Hanson declared the public hearing closed.

There will be a full evaluation in June.
