Councilor Macho seconded the motion.

He said that he has nothing against Mr. Cable and feels that he would do a good job, but the City could save money by having the three staff members work together.  Councilor Walker and Pollard agreed with Hanson.  He noted that the majority of the Council feel that one person should be in charge.
