The City of Reedsport currently has a Risk Management Plan that was created by City staff and our insurance carriers.  The goal is to complete items listed on the plan to minimize risk for the City or Reedsport.  One of the items that had not been completed was a Resolution declaring recreational immunity for the parks and outdoor recreational areas in the City of Reedsport.   That Resolution has now been completed and is being presented to the City Council for approval.  It is the recommendation of staff that the City Council adopt this Resolution declaring recreational immunity for parks and other outdoor recreational areas.

Mayor Tymchuk declared the motion passed unanimously.
3. Shall the City Council adopt a Resolution approving Douglas County Order to Initiate Formation of County 4-H, Master Gardener and Extension Service District? 
Douglas County has given notice to OSU Extension services that they will no longer be providing financial support to the OSU Extension Program as they have traditionally done for many years.  Supporters of the OSU Extension Program approached Douglas County with the concept of initiating the process for creating a county-wide special service district.  In order for cities within the county to be a part of the special district, the city legislative body (city council) must approve a resolution to be considered a part of the district.  The decision before the council is whether or not the City of Reedsport wants to be a part of the special district providing OSU Extension Services which will be voted on in May by all registered voters within the approved special district.

A group of people representing Friends of OSU residing in the Roseburg area spoke in favor of Reedsport joining the effort to create a OSU Extension District.  

Mr. John Punches, a professor of OSU that currently manages the Extension Agency located in Roseburg spoke on the pros and cons of creation of a District.  If Reedsport chose to participate it would cost approximately $13,000 a year.  While Mr. Punches could not guarantee that exact amount of money would be spent in this area he did say that Reedsport is currently an underutilized area and there a plans to change that.  Every dollar that the City of Reedsport produces is leveraged with money from other agencies and volunteers.  In theory, the City of Reedsport should get more than the amount of money spent.  

Mayor Tymchuk had asked that Mr. Punches provide the Council with numbers of members and OSU presence in the City of Reedsport at the previous Council work session.  
Mr. Punches said that currently there is a 6 member horse club here.  He also notes that there are master gardeners in the area that were certified from OSU Extension training and also that several members of the community participate in exhibits at the County fair. 

Councilor Bill Otis asked if the Council decides not to support the District tonight can the City join at a later date?  

Mr. Punches said that yes, through a process of annexation the City could join at a later date.  

Councilor Stan Washington spoke of unfavorable dealings with the extension agency.  Mr. Punches said that they rely on volunteers and it is not always adequately staffed. 

Discussion of other County services that may come forward to try and form a separate district such as the libraries and the Sheriff’s office. 

Councilor Stan Washington asked what would happen if the Council votes to join the District and the majority of the citizens of Reedsport vote no.  Washington also noted that there were no citizens from the City of Reedsport speaking in favor of forming the District.  

Mr. Punches said that in that case if the District passes on a County wide level then the City would still be included in the District.  There is no mechanism in place to provide for a city by city vote.

Councilor Bill Walker moved that the City Council adopt a Resolution approving Douglas County Order to Initiate Formation of County 4-H, Master Gardener and Extension Service District.

4. Shall the City Council adopt AN ORDINANCE GRANTING TO CENTRAL LINCOLN PEOPLE’S UTILITY DISTRICT, A MUNICIPAL CORPORATION, ITS SUCESSORS AND ASSIGNS (HEREINAFTER DISTRICT), A NON-EXCLUSIVE FRANCHISE TO CONSTRUCT, MAINTAIN AND OPERATE AN ELECTRICT UTILITY ALONG STREETS AND OTHER PUBLIC WAYS IN THE CITY OF REEDSPORT; AMENDING THE PRICE OF SUCH FRANCHISE; repealing Ordinance 527-B (1994)? (Council Letter 007-080)
Central Lincoln PUD (District) holds a non-exclusive franchise to operate an electric utility within the City of Reedsport.  Proposed Ordinance 2007-1079 is amending Section 2 of the current franchise agreement which specifies the terms of the franchise and specifies options for increasing the franchise fee.  At the October 9th Council work session, discussion was held for the consideration of increasing the franchise fee.  Council directed staff to place on a future council agenda an ordinance addressing the options of increasing the franchisee fee.

The current franchise was granted for a term of 20 years with a 3.5% franchise fee of revenues from electric service usage for all users.   Proposed is an increase to 5.0% for the customer base located within the City limits.

Section 2: Term gives the option for the City to increase its franchise fees. It states that the City is entitled to a greater franchise fee if the District has agreed to pay another city a franchise fee greater than the adopted fee of Reedsport, and the City agrees to the same conditions and terms which the increased franchise fee entails.

One of the conditions and terms is that Reedsport must participate in the cost incurred for a change in the data base programming allowing for the increase of franchise fees.  This cost for Reedsport is approximately $2,045.

Councilor Mike Macho moved that the City Council adopt Ordinance 2007-1079 authorizing an increase in the Central Lincoln PUD franchise fee rate to 5% to be designated for City streetlight operation, and the mayor sign on behalf of the City.
Councilor Bill Otis seconded the motion.

5. Discussion of Franchise agreement for fiber optics.  
City Manager Rick Hohnbaum said that the City of Reedsport has been in negotiations with Comspan Communications for approximately four months.  It is intended to have a franchise agreement ordinance on the December 3, 2007 agenda relating to fiber optics for the City of Reedsport.  Comspan originally came to Reedsport and did the work relating to the Hospital and the School District facility with the City’s permission.  The agreement is that the moment that they go outside of dealing with those two facilities they would have to enter into a franchise agreement with the City.  Hohnbaum said that the proposal is a 5% charge on revenue for the first five years and a 7% charge from that time forward.  Initially the agreement will be five years however the expectation of the increase will be in the agreement.  This is the first franchise agreement proposed since the Council adopted the telecommunications ordinance.  This company currently serves the Bandon and Coquille.

6. Discussion and planning for 2008 council goal setting session and process.

A goal setting session was set for Saturday, December 8th, 2007 at 9:00am at Umpqua Discovery Center.  

Mayor Keith Tymchuk said that consultant Caryn Tilton had recently had a workshop with the senior staff and has provided information on a session she does on Council Goals.  Information was provided to councilors to look over and comment on at a later date.
