Shall the City Council approve a short term interfund loan to the Street Fund? 


Financial Officer Vera Koch presented the following information:

The Street Fund began to show signs of a diminishing balance in the last two fiscal years as annual funding from the Douglas County Street and Bridge Grant is no longer available.  Further, with the downturn of the economy in the last fiscal year, less Gas Tax Refund revenue was realized than budgeted thus reducing the beginning fund balance in the Street Fund.

The Street Fund experienced several large expenditures early this fiscal year before an adequate amount of revenue had been received.  This is partly due to annual insurance premiums being paid at the beginning of the year and an unexpected repair cost of the street sweeper.  Also, the City expended funds in order to purchase resurfacing materials for a portion of Winchester Avenue.   Please note that that County provided the labor.  In terms of revenue, 15% of the Gas Tax Revenue has been received by the end of the first quarter.  It is anticipated the expenditures and revenue will hit a balance in a few months.  

An informal inter-fund loan was been processed in October from the Street Capital Fund (026) to balance the deficit in the Street Fund (002).  Repayment of these funds will occur when an adequate operating balance is reached in the Street Fund, which should occur in several months.  

Councilor Otis asked if the transfer was necessary since the funds would be deposited into the Street Fund in the future.  City Manager Somers said that the Council had previously passed a resolution requiring this action to avoid having deficit funds.  

Councilor Tonya Wahl moved that the City Council ratify the actions of the Financial Officer for processing an informal inter-fund loan in the amount of $20,000 from the Street Capital Fund to the Street Fund.
Councilor Mike Macho seconded the motion.

2.
Shall the City Council adopt Resolution 2009-020 adopting a Library Art Exhibit 
Policy? 

The City of Reedsport has an agreement with the Douglas County Library system.  The agreement requires the City to establish a Branch Library Advisory Board.  One of the Board’s tasks is to formulate and adopt rules and policies for the use and maintenance of the branch library, which includes an Artwork Display Policy.  The policy would be used to guide the Branch Librarian and Library Advisory Board to determine if an artwork display meets the intended purpose or mission of the art policy, which is to increase the community’s awareness and appreciation of art by local residents.    

City Manager Scott Somers said that he did not necessarily agree with the City Library Advisory Board being charged with creating this policy because it is a branch of the Douglas County Library System and the City of Reedsport simply owns the building.  Upon research and discussions with Douglas County, however, it was determined that because of the way the board was created, it is charged with these types of functions of developing policy and rules.   

Somers said that the draft policy that has been proposed has been borrowed from another City with some minor wording changes.  

Keith Tymchuk asked if there were any concerns by the Library Advisory Board.  

Somers said that there were discussions with the board and minor changes made but overall there weren't any concerns. 

Councilor Ginger Anderson asked about the portion of the policy concerning the location of the art.  She said that it refers to only the lobby of the building.  She noted that at the time the library was designed there was a hanging rail put in place to display art and in the early years it was put in use to display art including children's art from the schools which was quite popular.  This rail was also used, upon approval from the local board, to display private artist's paintings.  Anderson recommended that other viewing areas be included in the policy.  

Mr. Somers said that he doesn't think it was the intention of the Board to limit the display area.  

Councilor Bill Otis said that he has a concern/question about the restriction of the art to Douglas County residents.

Somers said that it is the intention of the Board to display local art; therefore, the policy restricts displaying art to Douglas County residents.    

Library Advisory Board member Lee Bridge said that they were not aware that they had recently displayed a piece of art from an artist in Eugene, Oregon.

Mayor Keith Tymchuk said that he doesn't see where it is clarified what is allowed and what is not allowed.  Such as a local resident requests to display a highly controversial piece of artwork.

Somers said that provision was withheld from the policy since the decision to allow or not allow art to be displayed is up to the Librarian, with guidance from the advisory body and needs to be consistent with the purpose of policy, which is essentially to promote the arts locally.  

City Attorney Steve Miller said that he thinks that this policy would open the City of Reedsport up to potential litigation and recommended tabling passage of the resolution until a review of the Douglas County policy for other branches of the Library System can be completed.  

Somers said that he suspects each branch has individual policies drafted from their perspective library advisory boards. 

Councilor Anderson said she thinks the Roseburg branch is different; it is not only a City Library but the headquarters of the entire library system.  From memory she believes that in Roseburg it is a County Board that governs the library.    
Councilor Anderson said that if the attorney has reservation then the Council should listen to him and also the policy refers to a mission and wondered if the library has one or needs to create one.  

Councilor Wahl said that the Council should compare one other branch library's policy, such as Sutherlin.  

Council directed staff to do additional research.
