Conduct public hearing for the City of Reedsport to receive state revenue sharing during Fiscal Year 2009/010: [note: A hearing is needed in order to comply with the ORS 221.770 regarding revenue sharing]

Chair Mark Bedard opened the public hearing.  

City Manager Scott Somers presented possible uses for State Revenue Sharing Funds as per Ordinance 2001-1022 establishing the process for electing to receive the annual distribution.  

The proposed uses are as follows:


General Fund- $96,400.00 (including $25,000 in 911 tax funds)

Street Fund- $170,000.00

Bicycle/Foot Path Fund- $1,700.00

Total of $268,100.00

These amounts may be adjusted prior to the Budget adoption if revised estimations are made available.  

Chief Shawn Essex said that he would like to point out that the $25,000.00 in funds from the 911 tax do not stay in the City but are a direct pass through to Douglas County.  

Chair Bedard asked if there is any testimony in support or opposition of receiving the revenue sharing money.  

There was none.  

There were also no staff comments.  
2.
Continue Review of Proposed Budget.

Committee Members began review of the proposed budget. 

City Manager Scott Somers said that he intends to put forth a very conservative budget.  He noted that gas is now back at 2.00 a gallon but he does not anticipate it staying at that price, therefore the budget will reflect the larger amount.

Public Works Director Janelle Evans said that Wastewater Utility Division Fund-004 includes a proposed sewer rate increase.  The new flat rate will be $57.00, an increase of $2.75 a month per Equivalent Development Unit (EDU).  She also noted that a new fund was created for debt services and the money was transferred out of this fund directly into the new fund.  The new fund includes a loan for the work that is being done currently at the plant and is an interest only payment.  
Mayor Keith Tymchuk said that the Council had a tough decision to make regarding raising the rates this year with the slow economy.  He said that they tried to make the increase as minimal as possible.  

Somers said that the Gardiner Sanitary District will be paying approximately half of what the last year's monthly bill was.  This is due to the City crediting the district for some overcharges.  

Public Works Superintendant Floyd Dollars said that there are some culverts and  tide gates that need to be repaired on the dike system. 
Mayor Keith Tymchuk asked why the Bicycle and Foot Path Fund-007 couldn't be used to make the repairs to the Dike.  He said that it is a dedicated foot path.

Evans said that there are no real rules, it would be up to Council but then there would be no funds available to use as a match for a grant to develop bicycle paths or foot paths.  Evans said that in the last eight years no money has been spent out of this fund.  
Tymchuk said that he would like an amortization schedule include in the budget document for the Water Filtration Debt Fund-011 similar to the existing schedule shown for the Water SPWF Loan Debt Fund-010.

Somers said that $25,000 is budgeted out to the Dunes NRA Lease Fund-016 to replace the roof on the storage shed at that location.

Evans said that fund 016 funds all of the City capital improvement projects.  

Evans said that a Small Cities Allotment (SCA) grant needs to be added to the Street Capital Improvements Fund-026 in the amount of $100,000.00.  

Evans said that all of the System Development Funds have been based on 5 new homes.
