Public input to consider Resolution 95-05: A Resolution establishing a sanitary sewer

system service lateral repair and/or replacement policy for the City of Reedsport.  (Council Letter 006-092)

On January 23, 2006 the City Council held a work session to review Resolution 95-05 which establishes a sanitary sewer system service later repair and replacement policy.  At the work session there was discussion regarding the pros and cons of changing the policy.  The consensus of the Council was that they would like to hold a public hearing and gain citizens input regarding possible changes to the policy.

Council directed staff to prepare a brief presentation for the public on this issue.  

Mr. Tom Hedgepeth said that he was not taking sides on the issue, but the ‘bill’ has to be paid either way.  He suggested that maybe a low-cost loan could help those that were not able to pay.  
Mr. Roy Swift said that the City should be responsible for laterals from the main  to the property line.  He suggested an enterprise zone be formed and if laterals had to be moved then the enterprise fund should pay.

Mr. Dennis Conger said that the City didn’t have money when the policy changed and that there are inequities in the present policy.  He said that the City is not in a budget crunch at this time and reserves have built-up with $1.3 million to spend on laterals.  He would like to have the City responsible to the property line and doesn’t agree with raising the rates.
Community Services Director Janelle Evans reviewed the history of the lateral policy.  ( to 1986 property owner responsible for entire lateral, with no assistance from the City (few exceptions); 1986 to 1996 – property owner was responsible to public improvement; 1996 to present – property owner responsible for entire lateral.).    With the current policy, the City cuts the streets and supplies the rock for fill and paves the street.  The property owner is responsible for plugged laterals.   
Evans said that the City could use the funds from the State (OECDD) to replace laterals within the public right of way as part of the public improvement.  This could only be used in the project areas and not the entire City.

Evans said that to replace all City laterals would cost $1,461,740. $150,000 would need to be generated per year, based on a 10 year period and conditions of pipe.  This would raise the wastewater rates $6.18 per month. 
Evans advised Council of the following options:

1.  
Leave the policy as it currently is where every property owner is responsible for their 
lateral all the way to the sewer main.

2.
Leave the policy as it currently is and include the laterals within the right of way in 
the project areas as a one time fix and leave the policy as it is.

3.
Leave the policy as it currently is and create a fund for low interest loans for property 
owner to replace their laterals.

Change the policy so the City is responsible for the portion within the public right of 
way City wide and increase the sewer rate appropriately.

The Umpqua Discovery Center is nearing completion of the “Pathways To Discovery – Exploring Tidewater Country” natural history exhibits. A new brochure needs to be developed to include both this new wing and the “Tidewaters & Time” exhibit wing. The last time the Discovery Center had a brochure developed and printed was in February of 2000. That brochure stock is nearing depletion. Funds were included in the marketing budget for the Umpqua Discovery Center to develop and print a new brochure this year to include the new natural history exhibits.

On January 10, 2006, a Request for Quotes and specifications for brochure development and the timeline for development was sent to the Copy Cat, The Umpqua Post, Coastal Impressions and Signs Unlimited. These quotes were requested in accordance with Municipal Code 2.16.070  Section 3 (a).  

We received the following quotes back by the deadline on January 25, 2006, for brochure development and the printing of 25,000 brochures:

Although the City only received one quote, it is from a reputable source that has previously developed and printed brochures for the Umpqua Discovery Center.

At the July 11, 2005 Reedsport City Council meeting the Council held a public hearing on the proposed Transportation System Plan (TSP) and reviewed some proposed changes that were identified in the May 24, 2005 work session.  At the conclusion of the hearing the Council voted to approve the draft plan with the changes discussed and to bring the final to Council for approval.

Since the July 11th meeting Chapter 7 of the plan has changed significantly.  At the November 7, 2005 meeting the Council prioritized several options for Highway 101 from 18th Street to 22nd Street.  This information was passed on to the consultant and he revised portions of Chapter 7.

The consultants revisions were reviewed at the December 5, 2005 meeting and Council directed staff to have the consultant list the alternatives in priority order and delete alternative 2a.     

Staff along with Councilors Otis and Macho held a phone conference with the consultant and reviewed the changes.  All the appropriate changes have been made and no new issues were noted.  Therefore, this section should be ready for approval.

Council reviewed the changes at the work session prior to the regular Council meeting and requested that ‘study’ be removed from page 7-22 and Under action plan street projects - Page 7-28 to add ‘Analyze and implement pedestrian safety options in the Uptown area, including the recommended re-striping of US 101 to a 5-lane cross-section’.

Shall the City Council declare the lease between the City of Reedsport and Smith River Inc. in default?  (Council Letter 006-094)
The City of Reedsport leases the property on the Reedsport River Front to Smith River, Inc. The current lease expires on 11-30-08 and includes several requirements including monthly lease payments, payment of property taxes, provide no less than 3 full time jobs year round and operate restaurant and lounge at least six days a week. 

On September 12, 2005 Smith River Inc., sent a letter to the interim city manager that they would be closing the Landing due to a lack of capital investment for the new ownership.  In this same letter assurances are provided that “. . .all outstanding debt will be paid.”

Currently none of the conditions listed in the first paragraph are completed as required by the lease, over $6,000 is owed in lease payments and the county may start foreclosure processes on the land after June 30, 2006.
Hohnbaum made numerous contacts with the Mr. Troy Turney and informed him prior to the last council meeting that he was going to verbally share this matter with the Council in January and again informed him on at least two occasions that this will be on the agenda for a Council determination on February 6, 2006
