Shall the City Council approve an agreement between the City of Reedsport and Douglas County Health and Social Services Department for providing transportation services to seniors and persons with disabilities?
The following information was provided to the Council prior to the meeting:

Early in 2008 Douglas County Health and Social Services Director, Peggy Kennerly, approached the City of Reedsport and asked that the City take over the management of a Douglas County transportation program referred to as "Dial A Ride".  The program is funded by Oregon Department of Transportation (ODOT) Special Transportation Funds (STF) formula funds.   The County proposed to enter into an agreement with the City of Reedsport to provide transportation to senior and disabled persons in the Reedsport area.  A County owned van equipped to transport disabled persons was loaned to the City for this service.

Some minor modifications were made to the structure of the program and the City took over the program on July 1, 2008.  During the last fiscal year a tally of 2,695 one way rides have been recorded for seniors and disabled persons within a 5 mile radius of Reedsport City Hall including rides to doctors' offices, markets and the senior center.    

Douglas County also informed us that our new program could possible qualify for a replacement van within the next two years and that they would help us apply for one when the application became available.  Early in 2009 we were informed that the application process was open and that because of the government stimulus program we were almost certain to receive a grant for discretionary funds.  Working closely with Douglas County we identified a qualified vehicle through the State of Oregon purchasing program and applied for discretionary funds in the amount of $45,853.  Approximately $5,000 of this amount is for capital repairs to the current vehicle until the new one is received.  Due to the large number of programs that qualify for this funding a shortage of new vehicles is predicted.      

The Council is asked to approve an agreement with Douglas County to receive those funds.  The replacement vehicle will be fully owned by the City of Reedsport.  

There is no fiscal impact.  This item is funded by ODOT STF discretionary and formula funds.  These amounts have been included in the 2009/2010 budget document.  
* Approve an agreement between the City of Reedsport and Douglas County Health and Social Services Department for providing transportation services to seniors and persons with disabilities for the biennium.

Councilor Bill Otis said that he wants to make sure that this program is fully funded through outside agencies.  

Administrative Assistant Deanna Schafer said that this program is funded by ODOT Special Transportation Funds on a reimbursement basis.  

Otis said that the he is concerned that Douglas County will eventually stop funding the program.  He said that local seniors have no transportation outside of this community yet the rest of Douglas County does.

Public Works Superintendent presented the following information:

On August 20, 2009 the City received three bids for the above referenced project.

1. Johnson Rock Products

Bid Amount $  94,056.00

2. Knife River



Bid Amount $104,475.50

3. Laskey - Clifton 


Bid Amount $111,341.00

Engineers’ estimate



         $127,061.00

Barbara Negherbon, engineer with Dyer Partnership, has reviewed the bids and recommends that the Bid be awarded to Johnson Rock Products.

On July 1, 2009 the City received confirmation that the Small Cities Economic Grant application had been accepted.  As presented at the April 15, 2009 Work Session, the City will trade the $100,000 in ARRA funds that have been awarded for $94,000 in State funds for the 14th Street reconstruction project.  

Funding from ODOT is $94,000 with the balance of $56.00 being allocated from budgeted funds within the Street Capital Fund.  

Councilor Bill Otis said that Councilor Ginger Anderson had previously brought up an issue with the entrances to the shopping center off of 14th Street.  He said that there are two entrances and the one closest to Highway 101 should be closed.  He said it does not meet standards for entering that parking lot.  There are two entrances leading to the center on that side and therefore the one closest to Hwy 101 should be eliminated or consolidated down to one.  He added, it would be better flow for the traffic.  Otis asked if this has been addressed in the design for the reconstruction project.  

Dollar said to his recollection, that the concern had not been addressed.  He said that the entrance closest to Hwy 101 does, however, meet the design standards for a City street.    He added that Councilor Anderson had requested that entrance farthest from Hwy 101 be looked at because it is narrow and difficult to enter at the current alignment. 
 Somers added that he recalled this being Councilor Anderson’s concern as well.  
Dollar said that this particular entrance will be widened based on the new design.  

Otis said he would request that the City Engineer, Dyer Partnership, look at the State standards for that intersection.  

Dollar reiterated that the entrance closest to Hwy 101 meets City standards since the distance from Hwy 101 is greater than 25 feet.  
Councilor Bill Walker noted that one entrance was already closed during the highway paving this summer.  

Councilor Otis said that if you look at the traffic movement coming in or out of the parking lot, it would be better for our citizens and guests to be able to enter that parking lot at a centrally located and wider entrance off of 14th Street.     

City Manager Scott Somers said that when ODOT closed the other entrance near 1000 Cups there was a complaint received from Safeway addressing the concern of RV traffic not being able to enter and exit that parking lot.  Safeway also said that there should be a public process when these things are done.  The City, in that case, directed them to ODOT, which had conducted the public process and since it was an ODOT project.  If the 14th Street entrance is addressed, Somers said that the City should include the shopping center in the discussion.  

Dollar said that the project would need to be discussed with the owners of the shopping center and redesigned and possibly rebid.  He asked if the Council would like to table this project and do additional research.

Mayor Keith Tymchuk asked if the project would have to be rebid.  

Somers said that it is a possibility that it would not have to be rebid, but a change order could be negotiated instead.  

Councilor Otis said that the traffic flow in that shopping should have been addressed and he would have thought that the engineer would have addressed that already.

Somers said that the City will have Steve Major, at Dyer Partnership reevaluate the entrances.  

Otis said that he knows that Councilor Anderson brought this up before and he wanted to make sure that it had been addressed.
Dollar said that the issue that Councilor Anderson had was the driveway closest to the buildings and that it will be widened to allow better access.  

Mayor Tymchuk said that he does not want to hold up this project, but that Councilor Otis is right in that there should only be one entrance there.  

Councilor Walker said that he did not remember Councilor Anderson addressing 14th Street.

Somers said that there may be some striping costs that the City would have to take on if the traffic flows in the lot are changed. 

Council Otis said that he recommends that the bid be awarded but that the entrance issues should be addressed.   

Councilor Bill Walker moved that the City Council award a bid to the low bidder, Johnson Rock, for the 14th Street improvements.  

Councilor Diane Essig seconded the motion.

Shall the City Council approve a project and authorize City staff to seek funding to re-route storm water runoff generated in the downtown area from the existing Elm Street Storm Water pump station? 
Public Works Superintendant Floyd Dollar presented the following information:

In an effort to resolve flooding in the downtown area, the City asked Dyer Partnership to evaluate an alternative to the plan of installing 54-inch diameter pipe along Winchester Avenue from 6th Street down to the pump station.  

An analysis recommends collecting stormwater from the area of downtown from the railroad tracks to along Fir Avenue – Highway 38 through a new gravity piping system.  The flow would be discharged to the wetwell of a new pump station to be pumped through a new 18-inch diameter forcemain and discharged to the Umpqua River.  The results of this investigation indicate the proposed storm drain system would be a cost effective alternative to the original design.

Funding for this project would be generated through a low interest loan/grant provided by USDA/Rural Development.  If approved, the grant portion would account for 45% of the total project cost.  The interest rate for the loan is 3.5%.  Debt service for the loan portion could be provided by an increase of just over $2.00 per EDU (equivalent dwelling unit) per month.  Somers noted that the Council was not being asked to approve funding for the project at this time, but to only approve the project and allowing staff to seek funding. 
Councilor Bill Walker moved that the City Council approve a project to re-route storm water runoff generated in the downtown area from the existing Elm Street Storm Water pump station and authorize City staff to seek funding.
Councilor Bill Otis seconded the motion.

When Scholfield Estates Subdivision was planned, approved and constructed it was the intent of the developer and the City to construct an extension of Westwood Court to serve the nine lots in this subdivision.  The extension was to be a City Street and to be maintained as a City street.  The extension was built to City standards.

When the plat of the Subdivision was recorded at Douglas County the street extension was recorded as a separate tax lot, instead of as street right of way as intended.  Douglas County Tax Assessors office has asked the City to correct this problem.

Schofield Properties Inc. is willing to transfer this property described in the Bargain and Sale deed to the City at no cost.

Councilor Bill Walker moved that the City Council approve signing a Bargain and Sell Deed for the extension of Westwood Court in the Schofield Subdivision.

Miscellaneous Items:

(Mayor, Councilors, Student Councilors, City Manager, City Attorney)

City Manager Scott Somers said that Contract Planner Melissa Anderson has applied for a grant from Department of Land and Conservation District for a concept design for Rainbow Plaza.  It has been tentatively approved for $10,000 and that item will be brought to Council at the next session.  

Council designated Councilor Bill Walker as a voting delegate and City Manager Scott Somers as and alternative for the League of Oregon Cities conference in October.  

Somers also said that Oregon Department of Transportation has acknowledged the Cities' concern about cross walks that were not restriped during the construction project this summer.  They have analyzed the pedestrian counts in those areas and according to the State standards, the crossing don't warrant cross walks.    

Chief Shawn Essex said that he has organized a group of people to offer a hunter safety course locally.
