Regular Business:
1. Shall the City Council award bid for Wastewater Treatment Plant Upgrade? 

In August 2007, the City of Reedsport requested bids for the completion of the wastewater treatment plant improvements and only received one bid which exceeded the engineer’s estimate by approximately 3 million dollars.  In October the Council voted to reject the bid after unsuccessful negotiations with the bidder.  The project was put out for rebid in January with a sealed bid opening date of Thursday February 7, 2008 at 4:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers.  A total of eight bids were received.  All valid proposals received were opened at that time, with the following people present: City Manager Rick Hohnbaum, City Recorder Deanna Schafer, Public Utilities Superintendent Floyd Dollar, Public Works Administrator Janelle Evans, Jack Detweiler of Kennedy Jenks, and Councilor Bill Walker.
