Plant Upgrade?

Mr. Jack Detweiler of Kennedy Jenks Engineering presented the following information:

With a project as large as the wastewater treatment plant it is not unusual to overlook some of the minor details in the plans.  These details often surface when the actual construction begins and you can actually see the building and rooms.   As the construction of the operations building and electrical room progressed it became apparent to staff that there were not enough power and telephone outlets.  In order to maintain efficiency and have adequate outlets for the lab equipment the electrical plan needed to be upgraded.  The upgraded electrical services required an increase in the size of the transformer, circuit panel, circuit breaker, wire and conduit.  However, this was not discovered until after the smaller 1.5” conduit had already been installed. 

Staff has reviewed the change order in detail to insure that the City of Reedsport does not incur any extra cost for the installation of the upgraded electrical services.  If approved the City would only pay for what the larger electrical service would have cost had it been included in the original bid. Any extra cost associated with doing the upgrade through a change order and the cost of the smaller conduit is being absorbed by Kennedy Jenks.

Mr. Detweiler also presented two additional items to the change order that had been discovered since he had last spoke with staff.  

1.  Electrical modifications at operations building.

2.  Miscellaneous changes at operations building.
3.  Pumpdown bypass switches at the Railroad pumping station.  

Councilor Mike Macho moved that the City Council approve change order #5 in the amount of $28,818.00 as amended.
