Planning Commission

Reedsport Ordinance 98-275-D (now Chapter 2.08 PLANNING COMMISSION of the Reedsport Municipal Code (RMC)), established the Reedsport Planning Commission and provides that any un-expired term vacancy of the Planning Commission must be appointed by the Mayor.

Position #3-C which expires on December 31, 2004 and #4-C which expires on December 31, 2003 are un-expired vacant positions.

The RMC requires that appointees be residents of the City for at least one year, but that up to two may reside outside the city limits if they reside within the Urban Growth Boundary (UGB), or one may reside outside the UGB but own property within the city limits.  Currently one Commissioner resides outside the UGB but owns property within the city limits, therefore at least one, if not both, of the appointees being considered must be a resident of the City, and have been one for at least one year.

The Ordinance also provides that no more than two Commissioners may engage in buying, selling or developing real estate, or in the same kind of occupation, business, trade or profession.  Currently Planning Commissioners are employed as follows:

The Budget Committee is responsible for establishing a final tax levy amount, or a tax levy rate, for the City and for recommending an Approved preliminary budget to the City Council.

The terms of Mr. Sid Boddy and Mr. Dennis Conger expired on December 31, 2002.

Senior Citizen Center Advisory Board
The Senior Citizen Center Advisory Board was established by Resolution 87-06.  The primary function of the Board is to advise the City Council and staff on issues concerning the administration and maintenance of the Lower Umpqua Senior Citizens Center.  There are nine members on the board.  Three terms expire each year.  The Resolution provides that seven of the nine members of the Board be residents of the City of Reedsport (at least one per precinct), with the other two members being residents of the Reedsport School District #105.  All Board members must be over 55 years of age.

Shall the City Council adopt an Ordinance establishing a STOP sign on Fir Avenue at the intersection with East Railroad Avenue?  (Council Letter 003-019)
At the November 14, 2002 meeting of the Reedsport Transportation Safety Advisory Committee, the committee reviewed a request from Mr. Dan Carlisle to install a STOP sign on Fir Avenue at the intersection with East Railroad Avenue.  The proposed installation would replace a YIELD sign that is currently installed at the intersection.  After reviewing the proposal and appropriate traffic safety information, the Committee recommended that a STOP sign be installed at that intersection and reported the recommendation to the City Council at the regular Council meeting of November 18, 2002.  The Council received the report and expressed a desire for an Ordinance to be drafted, which would provide for such installation.

A proposed Ordinance has been drafted amending certain provisions of the Reedsport Municipal Code (RMC), directing installation of a STOP sign on Fir Avenue at the intersection with East Railroad Avenue.

It is recommended that the City Council adopt an Ordinance amending certain provisions of the Reedsport Municipal Code establishing a STOP sign on Fir Avenue at the intersection with East Railroad Avenue; and that Ordinance 2003-1037 be assigned as the title.

Pro-Tem City Manager Jay Cable advised that there are certain warrants to determine where stop signs should be placed and according to both past and present engineering firms, the particular intersection in question does not meet the specific warrants which are used to designate the location of a stop sign.  This does not mean that a stop sign can be placed at the location.

Mayor Tymchuk advised that he and Councilors Williams and Henry had attended the Chamber of Commerce annual dinner.

Mayor Tymchuk advised that Winchester Bay Sanitation District had their facilities plan presented and that he and Councilors Henry and Pollard attended and that it was informative.

Councilor Ekstrom inquired about the MAO for the water and wastewater and what the status was and was advised it would be discussed at the February 10th meeting.

City Manager Pro-tem Jay Cable advised the Council that there was damage sustained to the 2000 Crown Victoria police car with approximately $1,962.00 in damages. Chapter V, Section 21 (e) of the City of Reedsport Charter of 1996 specifies the following:

(e)
City Manager Pro Tem.  In case of the Manager's absence from the City, temporary disability to act as City Manager, discharge by the Council, or resignation, the Council shall appoint a City Manager Pro Tem who shall possess the powers and duties of the City Manager.  No City Manager Pro Tem may appoint or remove a City officer or employee, except with the approval of five members of the Council.  No City Manager Pro Tem shall hold his position continuously for more than six months.

With the resignation of the City Manager, effective January 31, 2003, the Council is required to appoint a City Manager Pro Tem, for period not to exceed six months.  It is recommended that the Council appoint an Interim City Manager (Pro Tem) for the period February 1, 2003 to August 1, 2003.

Councilor Hash moved that John D. Cable be appointed as City Manager Pro-tem to July 31, 2003 or until a new City Manager is hired at the same rate as the previous City Manager.
