Capital Projects:

Public Works Superintendant Floyd Dollar gave an update on each of the following Capital Improvement Projects:

A. City Hall and Police/ Fire building roof project - In progress.  
B. Downtown Storm water project - Analysis is done, in grant/loan progress.
C. 14th Street Paving project - In progress, closed driveways to be opened soon.  
D. Arthur Bowman Sewer Collection project - The bid for this project came in under estimate and is beginning in the near future.  
E. Dunes NRA Storage building Roof replacement - This project is scheduled.  No engineering is anticipated.  Project to replace 3-tab roofing shingles with metal roofing material.  

F. Water Reservoir and pump station update - This project scheduled to be completed by October 29, and will automate the system and has incorporated solar power to operate.  
G. City Hall siding replacement - A grant has been submitted to USDA Rural Development for approval.  
H. Wastewater Treatment Plant progress report-The target start date for this project is April 1st , 2010.  A permit from the US Fisheries Department for in-water work has not yet been granted.  The application was submitted over a year ago.  This project is the largest capital improvement project ever taken on by the City of Reedsport and change orders have been kept at 5%.  This number is lower than average because the City participated in Value Engineering before the project began.
