PRESENTATION:

Officer Terry Green was honored by the Police Department for her dedication for service to the K-9 program.  

Mr. Ernie Fegles gave information to the Council and Public concerning the upcoming bond issue the Reedsport School District will be asking for at the next election.  Total amount is $10,106,997.00.
CITIZEN COMMENTS:
This time is reserved for citizens to comment on items that are not on the Agenda.  Maximum of five minutes per item, please.
Josh Savey, President of CDABA, a local not for profit organization that raises funds for Art and Beautification Projects appeared before the Council to ask that the City of Reedsport assume financial responsibility for the Confluence Fountain.  He presented a written statement of the current costs of maintaining and operating the fountain.  Councilor Bill Otis said that he would like to make a recommendation that the City of Reedsport cover the cost of the water for the fountain.   The fountain is on private property and can't be easily transferred to the City of Reedsport.  The ideal situation would have been to have those pieces of property deeded to CDABA.  The Council did not commit to overseeing the entire fountain maintenance and upkeep.  It was noted that the City does currently help with cleaning out the fountain.   The pump only has a few years left on it and will need to be replaced. 
City Manager Rick Hohnbaum asked the City Attorney about a legal issue with giving the water for the fountain away.  When the City of Reedsport applies for grants or loans the applications ask if the City is giving water to anyone and the answer has always been no.  

Mr. Miller will check into this.

Mayor Tymchuk declared the motion passed unanimously.

Kathlene Dunaway Browning presented the Council with a statement prepared by her and Alison Myers representing a group of people who are interested in keeping the vacant parcel of land known as Hawthorne Park, designated as a City park.  Currently the land is undeveloped and has been declared by the Council as excess land pursuant ORS 221.725.  The land has fallen into disrepair of late due to a wind storm that knocked down a number of trees, resulting in the City Council's decision to log the area.  There are no funds in the budget to maintain this area as a park. 
 Ms. Browning said that in the 1950's the park was semi-developed with picnic tables, a bathroom and walking trails.   The group is interested in forming a committee to research funding issues related to the development care and maintenance of the park.  Ms. Browning proposed that the City Council reconsider the proposition to sell at this time.  She mentioned possibly meeting with the Urban Renewal Agency.  

Mayor Tymchuk told her that this project could not be funded with URD dollars because it is out of the district.  He suggested looking into the possibility of a Local Improvement District.  
She assured him that they are not looking for money just expertise.    
Councilor Stan Washington and Mike Macho asked Ms. Browning why they have waited this long to step up.  Approximately two to three years ago the City asked for volunteers for maintenance in the parks and did not see a response.  

Mayor Tymchuk said that he did not see any reason why the Council could not evaluate a proposal by the group at the same time they evaluate the bids received.   The timetable for the Hawthorne bid opening is August 17, 2007.  The bid will then be on the September 10, 2007 agenda.  That gives the group two months to prepare.  

Ms. Browning said that, that is not enough time to research and prepare a proposal.   They would like to ask for one year with updates to be presented to the Council.  The group would like to have the bid proposals delayed.  

Tymchuk said that the at this point it would not be fair to stop the bid process.  The issue has been under public discussion for several months.  

Mrs. Myer asked if there is a chance a commercial development could be developed there.  

Public Words Director Janelle Evans said that the property is currently zoned Public/Semi Public and would most likely be changed to Residential.  No heavy industrial would be developed there.

Shall the City authorize issuance of 1-year blanket purchase orders for various 
purchases during Fiscal Year 2007 / 008? (Council Letter 007-052)

For a number of years, the City has issued  blanket purchase orders for items such as tires and accessories, road maintenance materials, jail supplies, chemicals for treatment plants, etc. based on the fact that most of the purchases are below the amount that requires a formal bid.  In addition, there is a longstanding policy to attempt to purchase locally where possible.  Purchasing locally has realized considerable reduction in the number of delays in obtaining materials as well as additional transportation costs and several of the business bill the City on a monthly basis.  Last year twenty blanket purchase orders were issued for fiscal year 2006-007.  The City staff has reviewed other types of purchases that are suited for issuing a blanket purchase order for more efficient operations. Councilor Walker asked about the increase in water testing cost over the cost presented last year.  

Public Works Superintendent Floyd Dollar explained that the Coos Bay lab no longer tests water and the samples have to be sent out to Myrtle Creek.  The new lab not only cost more there is additional costs for shipping.

Public Hearing on Urban Renewal Plan and Report. 
Shall the City Council adopt AN ORDINANCE MAKING CERTAIN DETERMINATIONS AND FINDINGS RELATING TO AND ADOPTING THE REEDSPORT URBAN RENEWAL PLAN? (Council Letter 007-053)

At the December 4, 2006 Council meeting, the City Council authorized staff to enter into a contract with Benkendorf and Associates to complete an Urban Renewal Plan and Report.  The Urban Renewal Plan is the guiding document for projects within the proposed district and the Urban Renewal Report is documentation information.  Working with city staff and an advisory committee of citizens representing several boards and agencies including the port, hospital board, city budget committee chair, local business interests and the UDC, this plan and report has been completed.   The draft plan and report has been provided to all of the taxing districts within the area and an opportunity has been presented to all of them to share their issues and concerns.  No written issues or concerns have been received.  The City of Reedsport Planning Commission has reviewed the plan and report and has found it to be in compliance with the existing comprehensive plan and has provided a recommendation to the City Council to adopt the plan and report.  This plan and report has been reviewed by the Urban Renewal Agency Board and their recommendation is also provided for your due consideration.

As the City Council, the process requires that a council public hearing be conducted and that the plan and report must be adopted by the City Council in order for the Urban Renewal Agency to use it as a plan to move forward with the administering of the Urban Renewal District.

Mayor Keith Tymchuk opened the public hearing. 

Ginger Anderson, chair of the Urban Renewal Advisory Committee spoke in favor of adopting the Reedsport Urban Renewal Plan and Report.

City Manager Rick Hohnbaum spoke on behalf of the Urban Renewal Agency as a staff member. The agency recommendation was given to adopt the Urban Renewal Plan and Report.  One minor change was made to the proposed Ordinance pertaining to displacement of individuals.  

Mayor Tymchuk closed the public hearing at 7:55pm.

1. Facility Capital Improvement Plan

a. The Council just adopted the budget in July that included the 5 year Capital Improvement Plan.  However senior staff concur that it is time that we conduct a more thorough update and review of our city municipal facilities.  
A four step plan has been initiated.

i. The public works facility crew and Floyd are creating a list of facility improvement needs for each city owned facility.  They will create a list of the top 5 items for each facility and/or the top 20 items for the entire city.  This will be completed by July 30.

ii. During the second week of August the senior staff is going to meet and review the prepared report and discuss organizationally the future facility needs for the city.  This will include a review of lands owned by the city for potential relocation purposes.

iii. Throughout September, Lon the architect guy will be in Reedsport numerous times with the NRA project and he will be consulted regarding the estimated costs of the prioritized list developed by senior staff.

iv. During a council agenda (November?) staff will be presenting a report and perhaps some recommendations regarding some changes for the Capital Improvement Plan for council consideration and decision.

2. Vehicle Rotation Plan

a. Attached is an excel spreadsheet showing current city fleet listing and data.

i. 2007-2008 

1. Purchase a new ¾ ton pickup from money in budget 1/3rd water. 1/3rd wastewater and 1/3 streets to replace unit #55

2. Unit #55 will be used in place of #46

3. Unit #46 will be kept and used for seasonal park crews.  Unit #46 has the lift gate unit on the back

4. No police vehicle plans

ii. 2008-2009 Plan

1. Fund and replace unit #59 from water fund

2. Replace P-103

3. Replace P-108 from front line

4. Keep P-108 for detective if position is filled

iii.     2009-2010

1. Fund $5,000 from water, wastewater, streets, storms, parks and use existing vehicle funds in wastewater ($14,000) and street ($8,000) to acquire either a new backhoe or a new flat bed dump depending which is needed the worse

2. Purchase Police SUV

3. Set a fee per fund for regular vehicle replacement 

3. Champion Park Development Plan-Not in place

4. Skate park Long term Management Plan- City Staff is working with RAP representatives with the expectations that once they have a web cam and monitoring set up operationally, they will be making a formal request to the council to be relieved of the existing agreement to take care of the skate park.  Currently they are still pursuing grant opportunities to fund the web cam materials.
   

GOAL 4.  Improve Public Safety: 


1.  Emergency Response Plan Housing and Tsunami Annex

We have been working on the Housing unit as a part of the creation of the emergency awareness flyer.  


2.  Street Lights Program and Financing

Initially the effort from January to June was monitoring the legislative process which had several bills facilitating the process to create a local gas tax or regional gas tax programs. I was advised by League of Oregon Cities (LOC) to hold off on pushing legislature regarding local gas taxes because of their on going efforts.  It did NOT happen in the legislature.  Several cities are instituting a local gas tax and preliminary research indicates that if we did a 3% local gas tax, it would fund the total street light program and we could turn them all back on.


3.  City Signage Review

There has been some significant progress relating to the signage at 38 and 101 and with the UDC.  I would appreciate additional insights from council as to the direction and work they would like to see regarding this particular task.
