Oregon Statute requires that the City Council appoint a number of registered voters equal to the number on the Council (7) to serve with the Council on a Budget Committee.  The Budget Committee is responsible for establishing a final tax levy amount or a tax levy rate for the City and recommending an Approved preliminary budget to the City Council.  The City Council has the authority to amend the Approved Budget by $5,000 or 10% for each fund, whichever is greater before Adopting the budget.

Shall the City Council adopt an ordinance revising Reedsport Municipal Code 7.16.020 and 7.16.030.B which are included in 7.16 Garage Sales? .  (Council Letter 003-117)
In the past there has been concern regarding the placement of garage sale signs on street signs, stop signs, street lights, etc.  During this past summer there seems to have been a large increase of garage sale signs placed in inappropriate places.  The current ordinance addresses only the placement of signs on utility poles and does not have provisions for time removal of said signs.

The $3.00 fee for a garage sale permit was established in 1974 and was designed to cover the cost of administering the program.  This fee has not been adjusted in almost 30 years and therefore the program is no longer self supporting.  

The new ordinance eliminates the fee amount  in section .020 which currently reads; “The permit will be issued for a fee of three dollars ($3.00)”  and replace it with; “The permit will be issued for a fee.” The new ordinance also expands the prohibited placement of garage sale signs in section .030 B. which currently reads;  “No signs will be permitted on utility poles.” and replace it with; “ No signs will be permitted on any public posts or poles.  All off premise garage sale signs must be removed within 36 hours”
It is recommended that the Council adopt an Ordinance revising Reedsport Municipal Code 7.16 Garage Sales and that Ordinance 2003-1039 be assigned as the title. 

City Manager Pro Tem Jay Cable advised that the garage sale fee would be set at $5.00 in a Resolution and brought before the Council in January 2004.

Shall the City Council adopt an ordinance revising Reedsport Municipal Code 5.20.120 Limited Parking Zones?  .  (Council Letter 003-118)
On August 1, 2003, during the Council meeting, there was concern expressed about the parking situation in the Old Town section of the City. A request was made to establish a 20 minute parking restriction on Fir Avenue. On August 25, 2003 further discussion was held during a Council Workshop after which a draft proposal was requested establishing a two hour parking restriction on Fir Avenue in the Old Town section of the city.  

The new ordinance eliminates section E which currently reads; “E. The south side of Oregon Highway 38 (Fir Ave.) Twenty Minute Parking Limit. From the east right of way line of Fifth Street easterly seventy-five (75) feet.”  and replace it with; “E. The north and south side of Oregon Highway 38 (Fir Ave.) between Third Street and Sixth Street—Two Hour Parking Limit between 8 a.m. and 5 p.m. (except the restricted parking area identified in section B of this ordinance.”

It is recommended that the Council adopt an Ordinance revising Reedsport Municipal Code 5.20.120 Limited Parking Zones and that Ordinance 2003-1040 be assigned as the title. 

Councilor Hash requested to know why the 2 hour signs were removed in the past.
City Manager Jay Cable advised that staff researched this issue and was unable to find anything, but would continue in the research.  Two business owners contacted the City; (1) the owner of Katlyn’s Closet requested the limited parking and (2) another business owner requested to not have the limited parking because he parks his vehicle in front of his business, so that people would know that he is open.
Councilor Williams moved that the City Council adopt an Ordinance revising Reedsport Municipal Code Chapter 5.20.120 Limited Parking Zones; and assign Ordinance number 2003-1040 as the title.
