Shall the City Council adopt a Resolution 2008-006 adopting a Supplemental Budget for Fiscal Year 2007 / 008?  

Budget changes are required at this point in the fiscal year to make adjustments to the Fiscal Year 2007 / 008 Budget.  A Resolution has been drafted (attached) which provides for such year-end changes in the form of a Supplemental Budget.

The following information is provided regarding the recommended adjustments.  These adjustments were not anticipated at the time of adopting the FY 2007 / 008 budget.  None of the recommended adjustments increase the property tax levy.  

This budget adjustment affects pages 91, 101,115, 143 of the current Adopted Budget for Fiscal Year 2007 / 008.

General Fund (001) change explanations:

The Police Departmental unit has had unusual and unexpected expenses regarding personnel this fiscal year.  Due to retiring police personnel and the need to rehire prior to year end, an increase in salary and benefits was previously approved by Council.  Also in conjunction with hiring new personnel is a need to increase materials and services to cover the cost of providing uniforms and mandatory personal safety equipment.  These funds will be covered by a transfer from contingency upon approval of Council.  

The Police Department is the recipient of a Drug prevention grant.  The revenue from this grant is being utilized in the Police overtime line item. Overtime line is increased by $10,000 and the grant line item in the Non Departmental unit is reduced by the same amount.  This creates in increase in the police budget but a decrease in Non Departmental unit budget.

Fire Departmental unit has a proposed adjustment between Personal Services and Material & Services.  Two 40 year old failing fire hose nozzles had to be replaced.  $1,000 is transferred from Personal Services to Materials & Services.  This results in no change in total dollars for this departmental unit. 

Street Fund (002) budget change explanation:

The Central Lincoln PUD franchise agreement was renegotiated and the fee increase was dedicated for the streetlight program.  All street lights were relit in January, 2008.  A new line item is added in street revenue for PUD Streetlights and the line item for street light expense is increased by the same amount.

Public Hearing to accept State Revenue Sharing funds. 

Shall the City Council adopt a Resolution 2008-007 electing to receive State Revenue Distributions in Fiscal Year 2008 / 009? 

City Manager Rick Hohnbaum said that in order to receive state revenues apportioned among cities within the state, the City Council is required by Oregon Revised Statutes (ORS) to establish a process for annually electing to receive the distributions.  At the regular City Council meeting of May 21, 2001, the Council adopted Ordinance 2001-1022 (attached) establishing a process for electing to receive annual state revenue distributions.  The Ordinance provides for hearings before the Budget Committee and the City Council to consider possible uses of state revenue sharing distributions, including offset against property tax levies by the City.  The Ordinance also provides for adoption of a Resolution certifying the process and that the City has levied a property tax for the year preceding the year in which revenue sharing is due to occur.

Mayor Keith Tymchuk opened the public hearing at 7:20pm and asked if there were any individuals that would like to speak in favor or opposition of electing to receive State Revenue Sharing funds.  

There were no citizens that wished to speak.

City Manager Rick Hohnbaum gave the following overview of the project.

The North Library Wall Repair Project consists of, but is not limited to, removing siding and gypsum firewall to expose the wall structure, Repair/replace rotten wall studs and seal plate as needed, replace round window with a new modern leak proof system, sheetrock interior wall around window to match existing interior, replace insulation as needed, treat with mold/rot inhibiting agent, replace siding and gypsum firewall, seal with primer and paint.   An alternate bid item was added to replace the round window with a hexagon window.

A Request for Bids was published in the Umpqua Post, with all sealed bids due by 1:00 p.m. and 1st tier subcontractors submitted by 3:00 p.m. on April 22, 2008.  All valid proposals received were opened at 3:00 p.m., with the following people present: Councilor Bill Walker, City Manager Rick Hohnbaum, Public Works Administrator Janelle Evans, and City Recorder Deanna Schafer.

Shall the City Council grant a right of way easement to Douglas Electric? 

Public Works Administrator Janelle Evans said that in 1951 the City of Reedsport granted a 50 year right of way easement to Douglas Electric for electric transmission lines crossing the City’s property by the Douglas County Transfer site identified on the Assessor maps as T22 R12 S01 TL200. 

The easement has expired and Douglas Electric would like to renew the easement.  A new easement for a 20 year term has been drafted by the City Attorney with a $1,000.00 fee for the easement. 
According to old records the original easement was granted in lieu of a franchise fee to encourage Douglas Electric to lay the lines.  Later Bonneville requested an easement and was charged $1,200 in the late 50's.  Evans contacted Douglas Electric and they did not have a problem with paying a small fee in lieu of a franchise fee being charged.  
It is staff’s recommendation that the Council grant the 20 year easement to Douglas Electric for a sum of $1,000.00 and authorize the Mayor to sign the easement.

City Manager Rick Hohnbaum said that due to changing laws dealing with franchise agreements it is recommended to limit the easement agreement to the 20 years. 

Councilor Bill Otis asked when the City started charging for easements.  

Evans said that when she first started researching this issue, it appeared that the City wouldn't charge for the easement; however upon research discovered that it could be a potential revenue source.  

Otis said that we are setting precedence.  

Hohnbaum said the Bonneville set the precedence. 

Otis asked if the City would be willing to pay for easements on personal property.  

Evans said that the City has paid for easements in the past.  She said that the City charged Central Lincoln PUD to use the right-of-ways and for them to have power lines located there.  It is the same situation with Douglas Electric having lines in right-of-way of city owned property outside of the city limits.

Councilor Mike Macho moved that the City Council grant Douglas Electric a 20 year easement for the sum of $1,000.00 and authorize the Mayor to sign the agreement.

Shall the City Council adopt A RESOLUTION 2008-008 REQUESTING SPECIAL CITY ALLOTMENT FUNDS FOR CONSTRUCTION OF SIDEWALKS ON SOUTH SIDE OF WINCHESTER AVENUE AND THE CORP RAILROAD CROSSING? 

The Oregon Department of Transportation (ODOT) administers the Small Cities Allotment (SCA) program wherein cities under 5,000 populations are allocated up to $25,000 on a competitive basis for street repair or reconstruction.  Projects are scored on the basis of traffic volume, surface condition, population growth, and years since last project.  In the past, Reedsport has received SCA funding for Frontage Road, Ranch Road, 16th Street and Hawthorne Avenue, the 10th Street Rehabilitation Project, Longwood Drive and most recently Ranch Road from Frontage to Regence to be overlaid this summer.

This time the City is applying for a sidewalk on the South Side of Winchester Avenue at the Railroad crossing. Discussions with Oregon Department of Transportation have determined that this project would be eligible under this program.

A proposed Resolution has been drafted, requesting funds for a sidewalk at the Railroad Crossing on Winchester Ave., in order to qualify for the award of an allotment under the SCA program.  If the City were to be awarded this allotment, it is anticipated that the project would be accomplished in the spring and summer of 2009.

It is recommended that the Council adopt a Resolution designating a Small Cities Allotment Project for 2009, requesting funds for construction of a sidewalk at the Railroad Crossing on Winchester Ave.; and that Resolution 2008-008 be assigned as the title.

Shall the City Council enter into a Memorandum of Agreement and support 
agreement between the City of Reedsport and the Department of the Army for 
certification of the City’s dike system? 
Public Works Administrator Janelle Evans presented the following report:

In June of 2007 the City of Reedsport entered into an agreement with FEMA stating the City would provide documentation that the dike complies with all the requirements of the Code of Federal Regulations, Title 44, Section 65.10 entitled “Mapping of Areas Protected by Levee Systems”.  This code specifically requires the City to provide design and construction data that is certified by a registered professional engineer or by a Federal agency with responsibility for levee design.  According to the agreement the certification must be completed by July 26, 2009.  

Since the dike was originally constructed by the Army Corp of Engineers, staff has been working with them on certifying the dike system.  A Memorandum of Agreement (MAO) has been completed along with a support agreement which outlines the scope of work to be performed.  The Department of Army regulations require that they must receive funding prior to beginning the work.  The anticipated cost for the certification is $36,000.00 which is basically a deposit.  At the end of the process the City will be provided with a financial accounting and any remaining money will be refunded to the City.  

It is recommended that the City Council authorize the Mayor to sign the MAO and support agreement on behalf of the City.

Conservation and Development for a technical assistance grant? 
Public Works Administrator Janelle Evans said that Oregon Land Use laws require City’s to have an adopted Comprehensive Plan for development within their jurisdiction.  The elements in the required Comprehensive Plan must comply with Oregon law and the adopted Statewide Planning Goals.  Statewide Planning Goal 9 Economic Development, Goal 10 Housing and Goal14 Urbanization all utilize information from the buildable lands inventory and analysis.

It has recently been discovered that the buildable lands inventory and analysis completed for the City by Umpqua Regional Council of Government in 2000 is erroneous.  The error was only recently discovered when an application was submitted which required the utilization of the buildable lands inventory.  While processing the application it was discovered that all the analysis information was for the City of Roseburg and only the name in the document had been changed to say Reedsport.  Further review revealed that there was a flaw in the process that was utilized to determine the amount of acreage available for various zones. Since the base methodology is flawed this carries through the entire document so the best way to correct it is to do a totally new inventory, analysis and maps.

The completion of a buildable lands inventory and analysis is a highly specialized area and will require hiring a consultant.  The City has received a technical assistance grant from the Department of Land Conservation and Development for $22,000.00 to cover the cost of the consultant.

It is staff’s recommendation that the City Council accepts the grant and authorizes the Mayor to sign the grant agreement.

Shall the City Council adopt AN ORDINANCE 2008-1089 REPLACING AND REPEALING ORDINANCE 551-B, THE CITY OF REEDSPORT FRANCHISE AGREEMENT WITH VERIZON NORTHWEST INC. (FORMERLY GTE NORTHWEST INC.) 
Throughout the telephone service history of our community there has been numerous agreements and ordinances granting a telephone company non-exclusive rights to provide service and to use city owned right-of-ways for the purpose of installing and maintaining telephone service.  On April 2, 1929 the West Coast Telephone had an agreement to provide fire department signal service.  In 1958, 1968 and in 1977 ordinances were approved by the council granting agreements to West Coast or GTE franchisee agreements.  The 1977 agreement expired 20 years later in 1997 but it has been the operating document that the City and Verizon has been operating under.  Throughout the past 11 years there have been several legal challenges and court cases regarding franchise agreements which have been settled by court decisions.  Now municipalities and phone companies are renewing and updating franchise agreements in order to re-establish the formal legal relationships between the two parties.  This has been an ongoing discussion which I have re-initiated in the last year and now bring to council with a long-term solution seeking your adoption for a new agreement.  This ordinance was referred to legal counsel on April 24, 2008.
Mayor Keith Tymchuk asked Steve Miller for comments.  

City Attorney Steve Miller said that he has not had time to review the proposed agreement and there are some issues he would like to discuss with the City Manager.  He requested that the item be tabled.

Emergency services staff for the City of Reedsport has been working with Douglas County Emergency Manager in the creation and establishment of more appropriate emergency center facilities should the need arise.  Douglas County staff has been in the position to obtain equipment including communications and generator through granting opportunities if the granted equipment is to be used in a designated operations center.  The purpose of the Intergovernmental Agreement (IGA) to provide a written record for the authorized use of equipment at the uptown fire hall which we have designated as our emergency operations center for the City of Reedsport. Shall the City Council renew a lease for the Sr. Center to Douglas County Health and Social Services for the purposes of preparing and serving meals for seniors and authorize the City Manager to sign? 

Each year the City of Reedsport and Douglas County Health & Social Services Department enter into a contractual agreement for use of the Senior Center kitchen and dining area to serve meals to Senior Citizens.  This is a shared lease with the food contractor Compass USA dba Bateman Food Services.  

Douglas County Health & Social Services Department has requested that the lease be renewed at the same rate as in recent years of $283.00 per month.  Combined with the payment of $300.00 per month from Compass USA, this is a comparable amount for dining site leases in Douglas County.      

It is staff's recommendation to renew the lease with Douglas County Health & Social Services Department in the amount of $283.00 per month.  

Councilor Bill Otis said that he is concerned about the amount of money the City of Reedsport is receiving for rent of the Senior Center.  He referred to the council letter that said the amount was comparable to other leases that the County has with other Senior Centers in Douglas County.  He stated that he was shocked to find out that Reedsport is the lowest paid Senior Center in the County.  He said that the leases state at $283.00 and go up to the Canyonville site of $969.23.  They closest lease amount is with Yoncalla at $291.00.  This information was obtained from Douglas County directly.  His concern was that the City of Reedsport is receiving the least amount and the Senior Center has one of the nicest commercial kitchens in the County.  

Mayor Keith Tymchuk asked City Manager Rick Hohnbaum if he knew how that the center's lease is negotiated, if it was by the square foot.  

City Manager Rick Hohnbaum said that he did not know but thought that it may have to do with the number of days that meals are served.  He said that the lease if for the kitchen and not for the entire facility.  

City Recorder Deanna Schafer said she received information from the County a few months ago and the City of Reedsport was comparable to the other leases at that time. The City additionally receives $300.00 a month from Compass USA the organization that actually supplies the cooks for the meals.  She said that approximately four years ago Douglas County paid the entire amount but requested that the contracts be split and that the City contract directly with Compass for their portion.  Schafer said that the amount that comes from Compass should be combined in comparing the other centers leases.     
Councilor Otis cited an email that he had received from Kathy Stauffer from Douglas County Senior Services.  It stated that the lease amounts do not include amounts paid by Bateman Food Services dba Compass USA.  He said that the same food contractor works for all of the Centers.  His concern is that the City makes the effort to bring the lease with the County comparable with the rest of the cities in Douglas County.   He did not want to hold the contract up for this fiscal year but in the future negotiate a new contract.
