C.  Shall the City Council formally approve the purchase of an excavator for the City 

Public Works Department?  
 
As part of the City’s 2015-2016 budget, $60,000 of funding was set aside for the 
purchase of a new/refurbished excavator to help with the growing list of projects in the 
City.  During the last fiscal year, it was necessary to rent excavators on two separate 
occasions.  A) for a broken sewer line in Bicentennial Park; and, B) a waterline break 
during Thanksgiving, 2014.  During the current fiscal year, we were again required to 
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rent an excavator to accomplish the Elm Avenue Sewer project; and in projecting the 
rental costs for this as well as the Highlands Water Line Project, the costs for a long 
term rental would be very similar to purchasing our own excavator.  That said, staff has 
been shopping and inquiring about type of equipment, capacities, maintenance, etc., for 
the last few months and finally located a pre-owned mid-size unit with low hours, in 
good mechanical condition that meets our needs and appears to be a good value. The 
total price with shipping is $44,000 which was approved by a majority of the City 
Counselors verbally and the purchase occurred based on that, but formal ratification is 
still required.  
 
Staff has expended $44,000 for the purchase of the excavator and delivery.  As the 
budget was set at $60,000, the City is currently $16,000 under the approved budget.

D.  Shall the City Council formally approve an engineering task order?  
 
The State consultant for the HUD grant have instructed the City to focus on the events 
the qualified the City to apply for the grant in the first place. In this case it is the flooding 
experience behind the levee as the result of capacity issues with the storm water 
collection system. Therefore, we will be looking at new pump stations with backup 
pumps and generators, improvement to the collection system, including stormwater 
storage ponds and upgraded gravity drains in our first priority for HUD knowing that is 
what is most likely to be funded.  
 
Since we already had the survey work done on the entire interior drainage system we 
will need to shift our schedule and fund the portion interior drainage analysis that will 
allow Anderson Perry to propose the improvements required for the HUD grant. This 
analysis was not scheduled to be done until the second task order (sometime in the fall 
based on funding availability); however, it is now an essential part of our ask of HUD.  
 
Without this we will be required to throw out an educated guess that may or may not 
solve our flooding problems and that may or may not have enough information for HUD. 
I wish I had more alternatives to bring to you at this point but it appears that this is all we 
have to try and get through this heavy lift by October 27, 2015. 
 
Since we are extremely limited on funds for the levee certification project Staff is 
proposing the following to accomplish this task. In the first Task Order for Anderson 

Perry we identified “pump station as-constructed drawings.” The City actually located 

those original drawings which should greatly reduce the scoped cost of $18,000 that 
said, this may all be moot if we get HUD funds to replace the pump stations; therefore, 
Staff requests that Council put this task on hold and use the funds to go toward the 
$43,000 estimated interior drainage analysis needed for the HUD project (also is 
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required for levee certification). The remainder of the funds will come from the $25,000 
we have remaining in the stormwater capital account.

7. GENERAL BUSINESS 
 

A. Shall the City Council approve the proposal from SHN Consulting Engineers & 
Geologists, Inc. (SHN) to perform investigation, design services and present final 
recommendation report regarding required Water Plant upgrades?  

 
Public Works Director John Stokes said that on August 3, 2015, the City Council 
approved the contract for SHN to perform on call/yearly engineering services to the City. 
 
Directly after this the approval, City staff met with SHN to discuss scope and approach 
methodology to the Water Plant upgrades (i.e.: ultraviolet disinfection system, chlorine 
system upgrade and telemetry design/installation), then issued a Request for Proposal 
(RFP) to SHN for their services.   In summary, their proposal will cover a complete 
evaluation of the existing water system, testing and evaluation of the existing water 
quality and production of a design report outlining requirements to move forward to the 
final design and construction documents.  Additional approval(s) will be required once 
the report and final design direction has been produced. 
 
Currently, the City is under a timeline of October 1, 2016 for the UV upgrades and to 
ensure that implementation meets the State Health Department imposed schedule, 
SHN will develop and design the UV system components first with the Chlorine and 
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Telemetry systems secondly if needed.  The planning and design efforts will not 
interrupt the operation of water production to the City.  
 
If approved by the City Council, staff will issue a Notice to Proceed (NTP) to SHN to 
immediately proceed with the work. 
 
A Notice to Proceed will not be issued to the SHN without first obtaining City Council 
approval.  Funding specific to the project will be allocated utilizing existing money from 
the Water Capital Enterprise Fund in the amount not to exceed of $45,430.00.   
 
Councilor Frank Barth motioned to approve the SHN proposal so the City may move 
forward with the required Water Plant modifications.

B. Shall the City Council adopt an Ordinance creating a temporary moratorium on 
OMMD sales of recreational Marijuana and assign 2015-1148 as the title?  

 
City Manager Jonathan Wright said that as of July 1, 2015, people aged 21 and older 
may possess certain amounts of recreational marijuana under Oregon law.  However, 
the Oregon Liquor Control Commission, which is the state agency charged with 
licensing the retail sale of recreational marijuana, does not expect to begin licensing 
retail stores until sometime in 2016.  To address the gap between the date when people 
can possess recreational marijuana under Oregon law and the date when people will be 
able to purchase recreational marijuana from a retail store, the Legislature enacted 
Senate Bill 460, which allows for limited sales of recreational marijuana from medical 
marijuana dispensaries starting October 1, 2015.  Under SB 460, cities can adopt an 
ordinance prohibiting those limited recreational sales.   
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Although not required by the statute, the League of Oregon Cities has recommended 
that cities submit early sales opt out ordinances to Oregon Health Authority so that they 
may aid in any enforcement of the ban. 
 
There is no fiscal impact.   
 
City Manager Jonathan Wright said that he is asking for a little time to allow the Oregon 
Liquor Control Commission to adopt draft rules and to be able to adjust our own 
ordinances to comply.

It has been placed on the sidewalk in front of 
his shop.  The City also received a request to approve the placement of a finished 
chainsaw carving, owned by the Chamber of Commerce.   
 
The City of Reedsport Parks and Beautification Committee met on September 9, 2015 
and made a recommendation to not allow the placement of any private chainsaw 
carving sculptures on any public right of way or public land within the City limits.

City Manager Jonathan Wright said that the second carving that the City Council needs 
to consider for placement is a finished carving that was donated to the 
Reedsport/Winchester Bay Chamber of Commerce for placement in the City.  The City 
negotiated an agreement in 2014 in regards to the placement of new carvings.

D. Shall the City Council approve a quote from Laskey/Clifton to perform various 

asphalt patching and repair at multiple locations throughout the City?  
 
Public Works Director John Stokes said that on June 1, 2015, the City Council approved 
the budget for the City which included general operating funds as well as capital 
improvement projects.  As part of the capital improvement budget for streets, paving of 
5th Street was included along with funds for other street related capital outlay projects.   
 
As part of the yearly street maintenance effort, City staff solicited bids from three 
contractors (Johnson Rock, Knife River and Laskey/Clifton) to perform paving on 5th 
Street, and multiple other patch and repair locations throughout the City.  Of the three, 
Johnson Rock opted not to submit a bid; however, of the two remaining, Laskey/Clifton 
submitted the lowest, responsive bid for the work. Further, the City has committed to 
assisting the contractor with traffic control, site preparation and ancillary work in order to 
reduce overall project costs. With regard to time frame, the weather is predicted to 
continue in having somewhat warmer than normal conditions this fall and if this 
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continues to be the case, it is recommended that the work be completed as soon as 
possible.  
 
If approved by the City Council, staff will issue authorization to Laskey/Clifton, schedule 
a preconstruction meeting, and then proceed with the work. 
 
A Notice to Proceed will not be issued to the contractor without first obtaining City 
Council approval.  Funding specific to the project will be allocated from 002 Street fund 
and 026 Street Capital fund, but it is recommended that the Council approve the 
contract and funding not to exceed $60,000, as there may be underground issues in 5th 
Street that will not be exposed until after construction has started.  If items are 
discovered, there may be one or more change orders required to address any 
unforeseen scope. Rather than return to City Council for change order approvals, this 
increased amount will authorize staff to negotiate and process.

5th Street and at locations throughout the City.

The City hopes to 
apply for a grant that will offset around $100,000 from the requested IFA Loan.
