Public hearing on increasing the plumbing, mechanical and building permit fees. (Council 
Letter 006-179)
Mayor Jim Hanson opened the Public Hearing.
Public Works Administrator Janelle Evans gave staff report.

At the August Council meeting the Council reviewed a request from The Building Department LLC (TBD), to increase the plumbing, mechanical and building permit fees.  The process for increasing building fees is regulated by State Building Codes Division and requires 45 days prior to the hearing date.  Therefore, the Council set October 2, 2006 as the date for the hearing.  Notice of the hearing has been sent to interested parties by the State Building Codes Division.  

TBD is requesting to raise some of the permit fees so that they at least cover the cost of the service.  For example, the minimum charge for a structural permit is $13.00 which would equate to $9.75 for the inspectors time and $3.25 for the City’s time.  This is not cost effective for either the City or TBD.  

Charlcie Kaylor explained at the work session on September 11, 2006, the overall increase for a building permit to construct a $220,000.00 house would be $88.00.  The fee structure for both the plumbing and mechanical permits has been simplified.  This will make it easier for both the customer and permit clerk when issuing these permits. 

Charlcie Kaylor, Building Official for TBD was present at the meeting to explain the changes and answer questions.

Mayor Jim Hanson asked if there was anyone present who would like to speak in favor or opposition of the change in charges.  

There was none. 

Mr. Norm Tindall asked for clarification on justification Kaylor used for raising the fees.  

City Attorney Steve Miller said that she was explaining the cost of doing business. 

Mayor Jim Hanson closed the public hearing.

Mayor Jim Hanson opened the Public Hearing.

Public Works Administrator Janelle Evans gave the following staff report. 

Any change to the Reedsport Comprehensive Plan requires final approval by the City Council.  Traditionally, the Planning Commission holds a public hearing and submits a recommendation to the Council for consideration at the Council hearing.  Both hearings require a notice in the paper and individual notice to affected property owners. These notices were sent indicating there would be a public hearing before the Planning Commission on Sept. 26, 2006 and the Council on Oct. 2, 2006.  However, since then some complications have arisen and additional information will need to be submitted. The Planning Commission hearing has been continued to October 10, 2006 therefore, the Council hearing will need to be continued to November.

Oregon Land Use laws allow for the continuance of a public hearing to provide additional information if the following requirements are met:

· The original hearing is opened on the date specified in the notices and 

· the hearing is continued to a specific date, time and location.

The Council is not required to take testimony and it was staff’s recommendation that testimony not be taken unless there is someone who absolutely cannot make the November meeting.  A courtesy notice has been sent to all the affected property owners informing them of the continuance.  Holding testimony until the November meeting will reduce confusion on issues that may be clarified by then.

Public Hearing on System Development Charges-Water (Council Letter 006-181)
Mayor Jim Hanson opened a public hearing on System Development Charges-Water.

Public Works Administrator Janelle Evans gave the following staff report. 
At the March 6, 2006 City Council meeting the Council authorized the City Manager to direct the City Engineer, Steve Majors to complete a study to update the systems development charge for the water.  The current systems development charge (SDC) of $341.76 is inadequate based on the recently completed study.

The study has been completed and the maximum allowable water SDC has been determined to be $4,596.00.  The Council may set the charge at any range between the $341.76 and $4,596.00 after conducting a public hearing.  An important fact to keep in mind when setting the fee is that if the developer is not responsible for the entire charge; the Reedsport Citizens will end up subsidizing the developments.

Steve Majors was present at the meeting and gave a brief presentation to the public. 

Mr. Norm Tindall asked, what if Reedsport does not have the growth that is reflected in the study?
Steve Major said that we are looking at a 20 year plan but it does allow for review and revision every couple of years.  

Ms. Jackie Degman of Gardiner asked if these fees would include new construction in Gardiner.  What about homes that are in the process?  
Steve Majors, City Engineer  said the new SDC charges would only affect new construction, not existing applications in all of the water service areas. 
Mayor Jim Hanson closed the public meeting. 

Councilor Ruth Hash moved that the City Council direct staff to prepare an ordinance to amend the SDC section of the Reedsport Municipal Code and set the fee at maximum allowed.

Shall the City Council establish a System Development Charge for Storm Water and set


date for a public hearing? (Council Letter 006-182)

At the March 6, 2006 City Council meeting the Council authorized the City Manager to direct the City Engineer, Steve Majors to complete a study and methodology to establish a Systems Development Charge (SDC) for the storm water system.  

The City currently has system development charges established for both water and wastewater.  However, there has never been a systems development charge established for the storm water.  Oregon Revised Statute 223.304 governs the criteria and process for establishing a systems development fee.  First a study must be completed establishing the methodology used for the system development fee.  This study has been completed by Dyer Partnership.  According to the study the maximum amount for the storm water system development fee is $878.00. Steve Majors will be present at the meeting to give a brief presentation to the public.

The next step is to hold a public hearing on the methodology used to establish the fee.  ORS 223(6) requires the City to hold the public hearing 60 days after the report is completed. 

It is staff’s recommendation that the Council set December 4, 2006 as the date for the public hearing on establishing a storm water system development charge and setting the fee.

Councilor Mike Macho moved to set a public hearing date of December 4, 2006 for the establishment of a systems development charge for storm water and setting the fee.

Shall the City Council authorize change orders for the Juniper Rehabilitation project? 


(Council Letter 006-183)

Public Works Superintendent Floyd Dollar presented the following information to the Council. 

As the City proceeds with this project some unanticipated and unknown conditions have arisen which have resulted in the need for additional change orders.  As we stated before this area of town is old and the City does not have good records.  According to the City’s records several sewer mains were shown to have been slip lined in 1980.  The Juniper project included repairing the lateral connections in these areas but not replacing the mains.  However, the contractor is finding that the mains were never actually slip lined and are in bad condition. Another problem encountered is that some of the mains are deeper than depicted and the laterals are not necessarily shown in the correct locations.  These inaccuracies have caused the contractor to have to spend extra time excavating. Therefore, the following change orders are being requested:

Title: RQ-7 Sewer from Ivy and Juniper Ave under Hwy 101 to Hawthorne and 11th
This is an old sewer which has been a maintenance headache for many years. The 300-foot sewer segment includes a 12-foot deep manhole located in the middle of Hwy 101. This line also passes under an existing building. The rehabilitation project intended to insert a sewer line through this manhole so the manhole could be abandoned. However, during construction it was discovered that this sewer segment had not been slip-lined as shown on the 1980’s sewer rehabilitation plans. 

The existing sewer is in poor condition and full of sediment. City crews have been working to clean and TV inspect this segment. The sewer has a low spot under Hwy 101 where an excessive amount of sediment has accumulated. The sewer’s depth, large diameter (21-inches), amount of sediment, and limitation of the city’s cleaning equipment has prevented the sewer crew from completing the cleaning. Water accumulated in the low spot has prevented complete TV inspection.

The proposed solution is to first complete the cleaning and TV inspection. Then, if the condition of the existing sewer allows, enter into a change order with Johnson Rock Products to slip-line this segment. The manhole in Hwy 101 then could be abandoned. 

The cost for this work is expected to be about $50,000.00. However, because of the uncertainty and to reduce contractor’s risk associated with slip-lining, we are considering doing this work on a Time and Materials basis. Slip lining is the most economical approach for a long term solution to this situation.

Councilor Stan Washington asked who the original engineering firm was and if they have been contacted and asked to provide us with a copy of the As-Builts.  

Public Works Superintendent Floyd Dollar said that the firm was HGE, they are still in business but they have not been contacted for a copy of the As-Builts.  

Title: RQ-8 Greenwood Ave between 10th and 11th Streets

The project plans called for replacing sewer laterals within the public right-of-way. However, it was discovered, contrary to what was shown on the plans, that this segment of sewer was not slip-lined during the 1980’s project. TV inspection shows this sewer to be in poor condition. The proposed change is to replace this 300-foot long segment of 8-inch diameter sewer. 

The cost for this work is $25,000.00.  

Title: RQ-9 Sewers on Juniper Ave east of 9th Street

This 200-foot long segment of 8-inch sewer is constructed of asbestos cement (AC) pipe and was not slip-lined as indicated on the 1980’s rehab project drawings. The original project called for replacing the laterals in the public right-of-way. However, because of the poor condition of the pipe, this segment should be replaced. 

The cost for this work is $16,100.00.  

Title: RQ-10 Alley between Fir and Winchester from 11th Street west past 12th Street

Although shown to be slip-lined in the 1980’s project, it was discovered that this 600-foot section of sewer is not slip-lined. This sewer is approximately 15-feet deep and serves basements of houses. It is in poor condition and has a history of problems. However, because of its depth and constrained working space in the alley, sewer replacement will be difficult and costly. 

Therefore, it is recommended that this segment of sewer be deleted from the project. Alternative methods for sewer rehabilitation will be evaluated to determine a more economical approach. Since this work was added back into the contract by council request, it may be deleted by change order for an equivalent credit. 

Credit for deleting this segment of sewer is $65,400.00 

The above noted change orders are critical to the success of the Juniper Basin Rehabilitation.  Approval of these change orders will result in a net increase of $25,700.00 to the project cost bringing the total for the project to around $1.29 million.

Title: RQ-11 Pavement Patching on Juniper Ave between 12th and Ivy

Sewer lateral replacement within the public right-of-way has been completed for this area and the contractor is ready to patch and restore the pavement. However, the existing pavement has been patched numerous times and is in a much deteriorated condition. Additional pavement patching is not advisable because the patch edges will quickly deteriorate leaving bumps and potholes, and will be removed when the pavement is eventually replaced. Repaving this street was budgeted for in the street fund.   The cost for this work would be $19,000.00.

According to the City Attorney, Steve Miller, a change order under this project to pave the street instead of patching it would be appropriate.  The money from the street fund could be used to pay for this portion.  

Councilor Bill Walker moved that the City Council approve RQ 8 and RQ 9 as presented, and RQ 11 with a cap of $30,000.

Councilor Bill Otis seconded the motion.

6.
Shall the City Council adopt Resolution 2006-018 transferring funds from the General 
Fund Contingency to the Police Department Personnel Budget. (Council Letter 006-184)

The City has over $300,000 dollars of unfunded liability in outstanding leave for city employees including $186,164 in sick leave.  Due to budgeting constraints the outstanding leave is not budgeted.  At the end of an employees’ employment with the City, vacation leave is paid, while the unused sick leave is not paid.  When an employee is sick, typically that work is not done or another employee has to cover that assignment or duties.  

The City Police Department has an employee who is on long-term medical leave and will be expending all their sick and vacation leave.  The result is that for the next three months while the police department is rotating police staff through the 5 week long corrections academy and while there are normal vacation, sick days and hunting trips planned, the department needs a replacement officer while the city is also paying out vacation and sick leave to the employee.  It is staff recommendation that $10,000 from the General Fund contingency be transferred by resolution to the police department personnel budget.  The amount of overtime and shift coverage is already over budget due to this situation and this will resolve the problem for at least the next three months at which time the officer on leave will have expired all their available paid leave time.

Councilor Bill Otis  moved that the City Council Adopt Resolution 2006-218 amending the 2006-2007 Budget by transferring $10,000 from the General Fund Contingency to the Police Department Budget.

Councilor Ruth Hash seconded the motion.
