Receive briefing from Umpqua Regional Housing Advisory Committee. (Council Letter 003-088) 

The Umpqua Regional Housing Center (URHC) is a program of the Douglas Community Development Corporation, an Oregon non-profit corporation that will serve low/moderate income families directly and indirectly.   The URHC in collaboration with 4 participating agencies, Umpqua Community Action Network (UCAN), Umpqua Community Development Corporation (UCDC), Umpqua Regional Council of Governments (URCOG) and The Housing Authority of Douglas County (HADCO) will provide a regional approach in serving low/moderate income residents housing needs.

 

Ms. Hager from The Umpqua Regional Housing Center will brief the Council on the CDBG Grants.  The Umpqua Regional Housing Center submitted two (2) CDBG Grants to the State of Oregon on behalf of Douglas County, requesting funds for the The Regional Housing Center and for a Rehabilitation Program.  For more information, contact Sharla Hager at the Regional Housing Center at 541-673-6720 or by email shager@umpquacdc.org.

 

Ms. Sharla Hager, Program Specialist with Umpqua Regional Housing Center, spoke to the Council regarding the rehabilitation loan program and provided applications and information.

Receive briefing from URCOG on Hazard Emergency Plans. (Council Letter 003-089)
Umpqua Regional Council of Governments (URCOG) has received a homeland defense grant to help small entities develop emergency plans and procedures.  A representative from URCOG will present a briefing.

Mr. Larry Layton, Executive Director of URCOG, spoke to the Council regarding the community all hazards plan.   He advised that FEMA money was received to update community hazard plans for communities in Douglas County and the need to appoint a representative from the Reedsport area to attend meetings regarding disaster plans.   He also gave a briefing of services that URCOG can provide to the City.

Councilor Oba stated that he was concerned that the City joins with URCOG in designing a community hazards plan.  He further stated that he was concerned about the City’s water supply and sewer system and the location of the systems and the watershed being located next to the river and highway. 

Discussion was held.   

It was decided that URCOG contact Janelle Evans when the meetings commence and it will be decided at that time who will represent the City.

At the regular Council meeting of June 5, 2000 the Council adopted a Resolution amending the City of Reedsport Rules and Regulations (PRR) incorporating revisions to the employee Health Insurance Plan.  The plan and premiums are addressed in Section 42 of the PRR, and the section requires updating to conform to the previously adopted schedule.  

A draft Resolution has been prepared amending the PRR to reflect the required updated changes.

It is recommended that the Council adopt a Resolution revising Section 42 of the City of Reedsport Personnel Rules and Regulations; and assign Resolution number 2003-018 as the title.

Councilor Williams advised that she had a problem with the cap for insurance premiums.  She stated that normally the cap is the coverage for the employee only and any additional premium to cover the spouse and/or family is picked up by the employee.  She further stated that she would like to discuss this further at a work session but had no problem with voting for the adoption of the resolution, as it is a budgeted item.

Shall the City Council accept a long-term license Agreement with Longview, Portland and Northern Railway Company for the Gardiner Waterline Project? (Council Letter 003-090)
City Attorney Steve Miller has been negotiating with Longview, Portland and Northern Railway Company for permission to construct the new Gardiner water line within the railroad right of way.  The water line will be located along the railroad right of way from Bolon Island to Gardiner and attached to the railroad trestle across the Smith River.  Therefore, it is necessary for the City to enter into an agreement with the railroad company. 

It is important that the agreement be approved by July 7, 2003. The contractor is ready to proceed with the installation of the pipe along the railroad right of way.  According to the construction contract, the contractor is entitled to compensation for any delay in their work schedule that is caused by the City. Since obtaining the agreement is the responsibility of the City, we are directly responsible for any additional costs for delay. 

These expenses will not be reimbursed by the grant nor will the County share in the expense. 

This agreement is also essential in order to obtain reimbursement from the Economic Development Administration (EDA) Grant.  According to the terms of the grant the City must obtain all necessary easements and agreements prior to being reimbursed for construction costs.  The contractor's first pay request is estimated to be approximately $250,000.00, which will be due in July. 

City Attorney, Steve Miller, briefed the Council on the easement, which the City is in possession of. 

Discussion was held.

City Attorney Steve Miller has been negotiating an easement with Fred Wahl for the new Gardiner water line.  The valves for the under water crossing will be located on a small section of Fred Wahl's property.  Originally when the project was designed it was believed that the valves would be located on the City's property.  However, after the completion of a survey it has been determined that the valves are actually located on Mr. Wahl's property and a portion of the water line will also cross his property.  Therefore, it is necessary for the City to obtain easement A & B from Fred Wahl Construction, Inc.

A temporary easement from Fred Wahl is also necessary so that the contractor may utilize the area for staging equipment.  City Attorney, Steve Miller, advised the Council that he is still negotiating with Fred Wahl’s attorney and that he should have the easement July 8, 2003.

Shall the City Council accept a temporary license and permanent easement from International Paper Company for the Gardiner Waterline Project? (Council Letter 003-092) 

Although the new Gardiner water line will be located in the railroad right of way an easement from International Paper (I.P.) will still be required.  According to City Attorney, Steve Miller, the actual land is owned by International Paper Company and the railroad only has an easement across the property.  Therefore an additional easement for the actual land is necessary from I. P.

Senior Citizen Center Advisory Board

The Senior Citizen Center Advisory Board was established by Resolution 87-06.  The primary function of the Board is to advise the City Council and staff on issues concerning the administration and maintenance of the Lower Umpqua Senior Citizens Center.  There are nine members on the board.  Three terms expire each year.  The Resolution provides that seven of the nine members of the Board be residents of the City of Reedsport (at least one per precinct), with the other two members being residents of the Reedsport School District #105.  All Board members must be over 55 years of age.

7.
Shall the City Council renew the personal services agreement for City Engineering Services? (Council Letter 003-085)

In June of 2001 the City of Reedsport entered into a personal services agreement with Dyer Partnership, Engineers & Planners, Inc. (Dyer) of Coos Bay to act as the City's engineer of record.  The contract provides for the hourly billing of work performed for the City and there is no monthly retainer involved.  This contract has worked well for the City during the past two years.  Dyer Partnership has been extremely responsive to staff inquiries and often provides basic assistance without any charge.  Projects that have been completed for the City have been done in an efficient professional manner, which minimizes the actual expense to the City.

It is recommended that the Council authorize a personal services agreement, for City Engineering Services, with The Dyer Partnership, Engineers & Planners, Inc. of Coos Bay; and authorize the Mayor, to sign on behalf of the City.

Councilor Oba inquired of Steve Majors from The Dyer Partnership, if their firm would be able to provide a second opinion with the wastewater project and review engineering studies received from Brown & Caldwell?

Mr. Majors advised that they have the expertise to provide this information and typically DEQ requires any project over ten million dollars to go through value engineering.  

Councilor Oba asked Steve Majors to brief the Council on the rates for Lakeside’s water and wastewater users.

Mr. Majors gave a background of Lakeside’s and Coquille’s recent water and wastewater studies conducted by Dyer Partnership.

8.
Shall the City Council audit the financial books of the Chamber of Commerce Transient Room Tax funds? (Council Letter 003-087)

In 1983, the City, in cooperation with the Chamber of Commerce, adopted a tourism promotion program that included a 5 percent transient room tax in the City and a 5 percent fee outside the City. The promotion program has been modified through the years to raise the in-City transient room tax to 7 percent while the 5 percent remains in effect in the areas outside of the City limits.  The City of Reedsport is authorized as the taxing entity to collect and distribute the transient room tax revenue.  Motels and campground owners in the Reedsport/Winchester Bay area, both privately and county owned contribute to the tourism tax program.  At the February 24, 2003 council meeting an updated agreement tourism promotion agreement with the Chamber was approved. 

Section 4 of the agreement states:

All revenues received under this Agreement shall be disbursed for tourism promotions, telephone, or mailing costs related to tourism promotion as set forth above.  Provided also, that no more than thirty percent (30%) of the revenues received under this Agreement may be used for payroll and supporting operating costs expended in the operation of the Tourist information Center to enable the Center to have expanded hours and to provide internal personnel to manage the promotion program and tourism event coordination.
To maintain the integrity of this agreement, Section 8 specifies 

Services performed by the Chamber hereunder and all tentative or final results thereof shall be subject to performance auditing by the City at any time, upon request and timely notice to the Chamber. 
It is recommended the City authorize an audit of the Reedsport/Winchester Bay Chamber of Commerce financial books of the transient room tax funds and bill the Chamber for the cost incurred with a 90-day advance notification to the Chamber.  

Councilor Oba declared a potential conflict of interest as his wife is on the Board of Directors for the Reedsport/Winchester Bay Chamber of Commerce.

Bob Wagenschutz, Assistant Finance Officer, briefed the Council on the transient room tax rates.

Shall the City authorize issuance of 1-year blanket purchase orders for various purchases during Fiscal Year 2003 / 004? (Council Letter 003-086)
For a number of years, the City has issued a blanket purchase order for tires and accessories and a blanket purchase order for road maintenance materials, based on the fact that most of the purchases are below the amount that requires a formal bid.  In addition, there is a longstanding policy to attempt to purchase locally where possible.  Purchasing locally has realized considerable reduction in the number of delays in obtaining materials as well as additional transportation costs.  Last year eighteen blanket purchase orders were established for fiscal year 2002-003.  The City staff has reviewed other types of purchases that are suited for issuing a blanket purchase order for more efficient operations.

Mayor Tymchuk advised that there was an Oregon Coastal Port’s Summit meeting held in Reedsport on July 1, 2003 and was very well attended with numerous staying overnight in the area.  The dredging of the Umpqua River by Umpqua River Navigation was a topic of discussion. 

Councilor Washington gave a briefing on a boat tour that he conducted from Reedsport to the Douglas County Boat Ramp for biologists and interested parties and provided information on the dredging issue.

Councilor Williams stated there are power scooters that have seats to sit on not the standing scooters being ridden on City streets with no helmets and being ridden down the middle of the streets.  Pro-Tem City Manager Cable advised there is an ORS that covers this and the police department has been getting a number of complaints and patrols will be heightened and tickets issued.

Student Councilor Merschel asked for clarification as to what she can participate in and vote on in the Council meetings.

Pro-Tem City Manager Jay Cable reported that 2 City parks have been adopted for maintenance.  The first was Champion Park, which was co-adopted by the staff of Lower Umpqua Hospital and the Reedsport, Gardiner, Winchester Bay Chamber of Commerce.  Henderson Park has been adopted by the Fir Avenue citizens.  Maintenance has begun on both parks and they are showing real signs of improvement. 

Cable stated that again this year the citywide clean up was a huge success thanks to the Reedsport Police Department and Mast Brothers Towing and numerous other individuals who participated.   Some of the old cars took some time to go away but have all been towed.

Cable advised that Shutter Creek inmates did a wonderful job of cleaning up after the Chain saw Sculpting competition.  It looks better than it did before the event.

Cable gave an update on the to-date expenditures for the City Manager selection process;  $762.55 has been spent for advertising, $1,376.81 for interviews and $525.00 to LOC for background checks for a total of $2664.36.

Cable stated he was happy to inform Council that the Umpqua Discovery Center was recently awarded a $10,000 grant from the Cow Creek Umpqua Indian Foundation for Pathways to Discovery, Exploring Tidewater Country.

Cable advised that there is no budget meeting scheduled for Monday, July 14.

Mayor Tymchuk asked Jay Cable to write a letter regarding the cleanup done by the Shutter Creek inmates to Ken Messerle and Joanne Verger and the Department of Corrections in support of the program.

Councilor Ekstrom stated that Mast Bros. needs to be thanked for their work each year regarding the citywide cleanup.
