Shall the City Council adopt a Resolution electing to receive state revenue sharing funds in Fiscal Year 2003 / 004? (Council Letter 003-038) 

In order to receive state revenues apportioned among cities within the state, the City Council is required by Oregon Revised Statutes (ORS) to establish a process for annually electing to receive the distributions.  At the regular City Council meeting of May 21, 2001, the Council adopted Ordinance 2001-1022 establishing a process for electing to receive annual state revenue distributions.  The Ordinance provides for hearings before the Budget Committee and the City Council to consider possible uses of state revenue sharing distributions, including offset against property tax levies by the City.  The Ordinance also provides for adoption of a Resolution certifying the process and that the City has levied a property tax for the year preceding the year in which revenue sharing is due to occur.

The proposed Fiscal Year 2003 / 004 operating budget includes the following state collected and distributed revenues, as an offset against property tax levies by the City:

Shall the City Council award Contract #3 for Gardiner Waterline Improvements? (Council Letter 003-039)  

The Gardiner waterline project is segmented into at least three “Contracts” the first contract is to refurbish an existing water reservoir (tank) on Bolon Island.  Contract 1 was awarded on August 19, 2002 and the work has been completed.  Contract 2 for a pumping station and on island piping since the bids all came in over the engineers estimate this contract was never awarded.  Instead the work scheduled for contract 2 was included in contract 3. Therefore, contract 3 includes the boring and installation of an 18" line under the Umpqua river, installation of a new 12" line to Gardiner, new pump station and on island piping.   

A Request for Bids was published in the Daily Journal of Commerce, with a sealed bid opening date of Tuesday, March 18, 2003 at 4:00 p.m. in the City Hall Conference Room.  A total of seven bids were received.  All valid proposals received were opened at that time, with the following people present: Mayor Keith Tymchuk, City Recorder Jay Cable, Public Utilities Superintendent Floyd Dollar, Jack Detweiler of Brown and Caldwell, and Steve Major of Dyer Partnership.  All proposals were deemed to be responsive.

Shall the City Council authorize city staff to advertise for competitive bids for a capital equipment purchase of a street sweeper? (Council Letter 003-040)
At the request of Council members at the March 24th Council meeting, the street sweeper capital purchase was postponed until Public Services Director Dan Welch was in attendance to answer questions regarding the street sweeper issue.  The issue has been brought back at the request of Mr. Welch.

The city’s street sweeper was purchased in 1986.  A street sweeper’s life expectancy is approximately 10 years.  The sweeper is now 17 years old and for the last several years, the sweeper has needed constant repairs.  In view of the recurring repairs, the City purchased a used sweeper from North Bend in 2000 for replacement parts.   The Public Services department began using the replacement sweeper for the actual sweeping as it had more life left in it than the city’s original sweeper.  

Public Services Director Dan Welch reports the North Bend replacement sweeper is leaving behind a large share of the street debris and creating large dust clouds.  It is no long cost effective the repair either sweeper.  If the streets are no longer swept, the storm drains become plugged frequently from the debris washing into the catch basins and drain lines.

Outsourcing the street sweeping is one option.  A local North Bend company has given Public Services Director Welch an estimate for sweeping once per month at a cost of $1,300/monthly or $15,600 per year contingent upon the signing of a 5 year contract.  

The second option available is the purchase of a new street sweeper.  Generally, sweepers range in price from $110,000 to $125,000.  A representative from Ben-Ko-Matic Company has offered the city a vacuum type sweeper that would normally sell for $118,000 for the price of $100,000 due to an order cancellation.  A 5- year lease/purchase plan could be obtained at 4.9% interest with a down payment of $50,000.  This was presented at the March 17th Council Meeting as a viable option.  The window of opportunity may have passed on this street sweeper due to the delay of time since the offer was presented.

To date $29,250 has been reserved as Capital Equipment expenditure for a street sweeper (026) in addition to the reserve for Public Services Machinery of $21,200.  If both the capital equipment allocations were combined, a down payment of $50,000 would be available.  Included in the proposed 2003 / 2004 fiscal budget is $15,000 in contracted services for Streets (002) that could be used for outsourcing the street sweeping or making payments towards the purchase of a street sweeper.  

Reedsport Municipal Code requires any contract for public improvement projects over $5,000 to go out for competitive bid, except in an emergency situations.  It is recommended that the Council authorize city staff to advertise for competitive bids for the capital equipment purchase of a street sweeper 

Dan Welch, Public Services Director, advised the Council that the sweeper purchased for parts was being used as the main sweeper and that it recently broke down with major repairs needed.   He stated that he felt that the City shouldn’t put more money into the old sweeper and that a new one should be purchased instead.

Discussion was held.

Tom Hedgepeth, 100 Riverbend #72, stated that if the driver of the sweeper can’t see due to the dust, that he can’t see other drivers as well.  He strongly suggested that the City purchase a new sweeper.

Discussion was held.

Councilor Ekstrom moved that the Council authorize the City Staff to advertise for competitive bids for the capital equipment purchase of a street sweeper.

Councilor Pollard seconded the motion.

Miscellaneous Items:

(Mayor, Councilors, Student Councilors, City Manager, City Attorney)

Councilor Garth Pollard read a letter he had received regarding the National Day of Prayer under the flag on Thursday, May 1st at Hahn Park from 12:00 p.m. to 12:45 p.m. sponsored by the Lower Umpqua Ministerial Association.  

Councilor Russ Ekstrom stated he was impressed by what the military has done and is supportive.

Mayor Keith Tymchuk commended the Chamber of Commerce on the Wine & Dine.   

Pro-Tem City Manager Jay Cable advised the Council that Central Lincoln PUD had taken the lead in getting an estimate to resurface the parking lot between the police department, city hall and the PUD.  Unfortunately the estimates came in high due to the deteriorated condition of the parking lot.  It seems that there is a great deal of work beyond just a simple resurfacing is needed.  It is the City’s desire to replace the deteriorated storm drain at the same time that the work is done on the lot and to put in a tie line between city hall and the police department for communication and computer services.  

Cable advised that April 15th is rapidly approaching and it is the time when elected officials need to begin looking at their statement of economic interest.  

Cable advised that the new Municipal Code updates are in and there are only two (2) councilors that need to have their books updated.

Cable stated that on April 4th, representatives from the Collins Foundation came to Reedsport for a site visit at the Umpqua Discovery Center.   The center has applied for a $50,000 grant for the new wing. The focus of the Collins Foundation is adding to the quality of life in communities and education.  The center has never received funding from this foundation so the City should be very excited about this new funding source.

Mayor Tymchuk advised that he sat in on the meeting and that it was interesting. 

Cable stated that the bid opening for janitorial work at the Dunes NRA building was March 26, 2003, and Councilor Ekstrom was in attendance.  There was only 1 bid submitted and it came in about 50% higher than budget.  The bid was rejected and it will be re-bid.

Cable advised that Floyd Dollar reports that in the month of March there were no overflows at the wastewater treatment plant and all permits were met.

Mayor Tymchuk asked Councilor Pollard to give an update on Councilor Henry’s condition.

Councilor Pollard advised that Councilor Henry stays with his daughter and son-in-law on the weekends and Monday through Friday goes back to the VA hospital for physical therapy.  He no longer has a speak impediment, he speaks quite clearly.  He is feeling better and his spirits are up.  His son-in-law, however, said that he doesn’t think he’ll ever be back to Reedsport.
