Shall the City Council turn on the street light AG04J-42 located at 950 View Street, 
which 
currently is banded and shut off? (Council Letter 005-032)
During the 2002-2003 budget process, a decision was reluctantly made to turn off one third (1/3) of the streetlights within the City in an effort to save approximately $16,000 a year. This was presented to the budget committee during the budget process and there was little discussion on the issue. It remained in the budget package presented to Council that was approved in 2002. 

Initially the Central Lincoln PUD presented a list of streetlights they recommended be turned off and banded. This list of streetlights was reviewed by the Police Department during the hours of darkness and some changes were made based on safety concerns. Some light were eliminated from the list and new lights were added to maintain the number needed to reduce the budget by $16,000.

As a result of concerns expressed by citizens and business whom had street lights turned off in their area, the City also provided for citizen’s to adopt a streetlight and nine (9) people/businesses have chosen to participate in the program.

Peggy Walker contacted the City indicating the street light in front of her residence was turned off and band. She reported some recent suspicious activity and wanted to have the streetlight located at 955 View Street turned back on. After explaining the reasons for it being initially turned off and the City’s adopt a street light program, she requested that this issue be placed on the Council Agenda for discussion.

Ms. Peggy Walker, 950 View St., said she doesn’t feel that she needs to pay to have her city street light on.  She believes that it is discrimination when certain lights are turned off.  Several retired people live in the area and it is very dark at the end of the street.  She is concerned that home invasions could occur and the $15,000 savings to the City will not be worth it if someone sues. There are two utility poles on View and neither have the lights turned on.
Mr. Joseph Garcia, View St., said that since View Street is a dead end, it is very dark, and there should be a light there.  
Councilor Macho suggested motion sensor lights around the home.

Councilor Pollard said that the City Charter states to protect the citizens as necessary for their well being and safety and a street light would satisfy that.
Councilor Otis said that there are people paying for their lights now through the ‘Adopt a Light’ program and it would not be fair to them if a street light was turned on.  The City would have to reimburse those that already pay if a new light was turned on.
Councilor Washington said that if the lights are turned on, then something else would have to be taken out of the budget.
Councilor Hash would like to have all the street lights on, but it is not an option at this time.
Councilor Hash moved that the City Council decline to turn on the streetlight located at 955 View Street and maintain the current number of street lights turned off during the 2002-2003 budget process.

10 Year Ordinance review. (Council Letter 005-034)
Every year, Ordinances that are ten years old are reviewed.  As in the past, staff has reviewed these Ordinances, made comments or recommendations and presented them to the Council for their review. Ordinances that are no longer enforceable are usually either repealed or in some cases where historical preservation is important, deemed reviewed in perpetuity.  Those that are current are deemed reviewed and in force for another ten years or until some other action is taken to alter or remove them. 

There were six ordinances passed in 1995, most of which are single purpose in nature.   It is staff’s recommendation that these ordinances be deemed reviewed in perpetuity.  Staff further recommends, since Ordinance 741 and 748-A are currently applicable, that they are reviewed again in 10 years.
