Regular Business:

Shall the City Council approve a Resolution supporting renewal of dredging permit for Umpqua River Navigation Company on the Umpqua River? (Council Letter 003-034)

Gravel dredging of the Umpqua River has a long history in the Reedsport area.  Records indicate the Hinsdale family began dredging aggregates out of the river in 1870.  

The gravel produced from the dredging is the major supplier for rock aggregate for Reedsport, Gardiner, Winchester Bay and surrounding area.  Local business and citizens depend upon the aggregate for manufacture of products and maintenance of property.  The continuance of dredging directly affects the local economy.

The Umpqua River Navigation Company supplies an average of eighty-five jobs for the local economy.  In a time of recessed economy, particularly in Douglas County, which currently has an unemployment rate of 10.1%, each job is a valuable asset to our community. 

It is recommended that the Council adopt a Resolution supporting renewal of dredging permit for Umpqua River Navigation Company on the Umpqua River; and that Resolution number 2003-005 be assigned as the title.

John Phelan, General Manager of LTM, gave a background of the dredging permits, the operation of LTM, the support of various kinds given to the community and the impact the discontinuing of dredging would have on the local economy.  He asked for the Council’s support in the passing of a Resolution supporting the renewal of the dredging permit.

Discussion was held.

Councilor Washington declared a conflict of interest.
