Recommendations from the Traffic Safety Committee.

Interim Police Chief John Smart reported the following:

At the December 8, 2005 Traffic Safety Committee meeting, there were two (2) issues reviewed:
1. Westmont Dr. and Fernwood Pl.

At the October City Council meeting Shirley Wilson of 289 Westmont Dr. voiced her concern and presented a petition from neighbor residents regarding speeding in the area and the need for a stop sign at Fernwood Pl. and Westmont Dr. The City Council directed staff to contact Ms. Wilson and neighbors to learn more of their complaint and request for a stop sign.

Smart met with Ms. Wilson and several neighbors in the area. Their complaint is that vehicles that turn onto Westmont Dr. from Fernwood Pl. do so at an unsafe speed and they believe that a stop sign would help slow down this traffic in the neighborhood.

This issue was referred to the traffic safety committee for their review and a recommendation to go to the City Council for consideration. 

TSC Recommendation:
The Traffic Safety Committee recommended after review and discussion that a stop sign be placed at Fernwood Pl. at the Westmont Dr. intersection.

2.
Additional No Parking Ranch Road from Regents Place.

A second issue was referred to the Traffic Safety Committee after being contacted by Delaine Humphreys representing Lower Umpqua Hospital. Delaine advised that the hospital’s Patient Relations committee had discussed the issue of senior citizens who live across from the hospital.  They had concerns about crossing Ranch Rd. at Regents Pl.

Smart met with Delaine and they checked the area from both directions of travel on Ranch Rd. Both concluded that the issue is one of visibility for the pedestrians crossing the street at that location. It should be noted that the crosswalk has been freshly painted and there are crosswalk warning signs for motorists in both directions of travel.

This issue was referred to the Traffic Safety Committee for their review and recommendations. 
TSC Recommendations:

The Traffic Safety Committee recommended after visits by members of the committee and discussion by the committee to have an additional 20’ of yellow painted curb on the east side of Ranch Rd. at the Regents Pl. intersection. The recommendation resulted from the discussion where it was believed that this additional space would allow those using the crosswalk to have better visibility of traffic traveling north on Ranch Rd.  It should be noted that visibility for the south traffic is not at issue and that both pedestrians and drivers have good visibility of the crossing.

The hospital has no objections to the painting of an additional 20’ of yellow curb on Ranch Rd. at the intersection of Regents Pl.
Council directed Staff to draft two ordinances, (1) stop sign at Fernwood Place and Westmont, and (2) additional 20’ of yellow curb on Ranch Road at the intersection of Regents Place.
2.
Shall the City Council adopt a Resolution designating an Alternate Council President for the period January 9, 2006 until January 8, 2007?  (Council Letter 006-086)
Chapter IV, Section 18 of the City of Reedsport Charter of 1996 provides the following:

"..... Whenever the Mayor is unable to perform the functions of his office, the president shall preside.  Whenever the Mayor is unable to perform the functions of his office, the president shall act as Mayor, shall have all the powers of the Mayor, including the authority to co-sign all orders on the treasury with the City Recorder.

Whenever the Council shall find a need to authorize a member of the Council to act as Mayor in the absence of the Mayor and the president of the Council, it may by motion authorize one additional member in addition to the Mayor and the president to act as Mayor, to have all the powers of the Mayor, including the authority to co-sign all orders on the treasury with the City Recorder, so long as the motion specifies a definite, fixed time period during which the authority is to continue."

A Resolution has been drafted outlining the duties of the Alternate Council President, and designating a term of appointment to commence on January 9, 2006 until January 8, 2007 when a new Alternate Council President will be designated.

It is recommended that the Council adopt a Resolution designating an Alternate Council President for the period January 9, 2006 until January 8, 2007; and that Resolution number 2006-001 be assigned as the title.

Councilor Macho moved that the City Council adopt a Resolution designating Ruth Hash as Alternate Council President for the period January 9, 2006 until January 8, 2007; and that Resolution number 2006-001 be assigned as the title.

Shall the City Council award a contract to Benkendorf Associates to complete an Urban Renewal Feasibility Report?  (Council Letter 006-087)
At the request of the Lower Umpqua Economic Development Forum a joint meeting with the various taxing districts within Reedsport was held on April 28, 2005.  The purpose of the meeting was to discuss establishing an urban renewal district within the city.  The consensus of the representatives from the taxing districts was that an urban renewal district was a good idea.  

The first step in establishing a district is to do a feasibility study to determine if an urban renewal district would be beneficial.  If it is determined that an urban renewal district would be beneficial then an Urban Renewal Plan must be developed and a district established.  The Reedsport Council is the only entity that can actually establish an urban renewal district.  Therefore, it is necessary to go through the public bidding process to obtain a consultant even though the Forum is paying for the feasibility study.  If the decision is reached to form a district upon completion of the study, the same consultant will be utilized.

The Request for Proposals (RFP) was published in the Daily Journal of Commerce and on the League of Oregon Cities website.  Proposals were due December 7, 2005 at 3:00 p.m.  The bids were open at 3:01 by the selection committee which consisted of Mayor Jim Hanson, City Manager Rick Hohnbaum, City Recorder Diane Novak, and Community Services Director Janelle Evans.  Proposals were submitted by Benkendorf Associates,  Charles Kupper and Umpqua Regional Council of Governments.  A maximum amount of $3,000.00 was stated in the RFP and each of the proposers submitted a price of $3,000.00.  However, in order to meet the $3,000.00 maximum, Mr. Kupper changed the scope of work and proposed only 2 meeting instead of the 4 meetings listed in the scope of work.  He proposed an additional $750.00 per meeting which makes his proposal exceed the $3,000.00.

The two remaining proposals from Benkendorf Associates and Umpqua Regional Council of Government both included the 4 meetings within the $3,000.00.  Based on the qualifications and past performance the selection committee is recommending Benkendorf Associates.  Benkendorf Associates has been preparing Urban Renewal Plans for over 20 years.  They have most recently completed or updated plans for City of Lebannon, City of North Bend, City of Coos Bay, City of Waldport, City of Philomath and are currently working with the City of Newport.  Umpqua Regional Council of Governments experience with Urban Renewal districts is limited to one staff member who completed one plan.

Councilor Macho moved that the City Council award a contract to Benkendorf Associates to complete an Urban Renewal Feasibility Report and authorize the Mayor to sign it.

4. Shall the City Council award a contract for capital equipment purchase of a sewer line television inspection system for the wastewater? (Council Letter 006-088)
Public Input:

Mr. Larry Meyer questioned whether the purchase was necessary at this time.  He believed the contractors that did the engineering study viewed the system and identified the weak areas.

Mr. Geoff Hartley questioned if the pricing of the equipment was checked and if leasing the equipment would be a better option.  He also questioned whether other cities could share in the purchase and use of the equipment.

Ms. Pam MacDonald asked where the funding for the camera would come from.  Also, she wanted to know why the City couldn’t continue to contract, as this purchase would require training and possible additional personnel.

Community Services Director Janelle Evans provided the staff report:

For the past two years the sewer department has put money into the capital equipment fund for the purchase of sewer camera equipment.  Having the ability to inspect sewer lines with a camera system will be instrumental in the City’s effort to upgrade the collection system.  In the past the City has had to hire a contractor to video the collection system.  The cost to hire a contractor is $75.00 per hour for mobilization (to and from Rickreall) and $145.00 per hour for video.  Whenever possible we try to coordinate our video inspections  with Winchester Bay’s inspections so we can share the mobilization cost.  A small part of the system was done when doing the Wastewater Facility Plan and the cost was approximately $20,000.  

A Request for Proposals was published in the Daily Journal of Commerce, with a sealed bid opening date of January 4, 2006 at 2:00 p.m. in the City Hall Conference Room.   All valid proposals received were opened at that time, with the following people present: Councilor Bill Walker, City Recorder Diane Novak, Public Utilities Superintendent Floyd Dollar, Community Services Director, Janelle Evans  and City Manager Rick Hohnbaum. 

The results of the proposals were as follows:

Aries Industries Inc.


$47,248.00

Although the City only received one bid; it is within the budgeted price of $50,000.00 

and from a reputable national dealer.  This system has been demonstrated for the staff and meets the needs of the City.  This is a basic system that can be upgraded.  Training will be included.  An old ambulance was purchase to house the equipment.
It is staff’s recommendation that Council award a contract for the capital equipment purchase of a sewer line television inspection system from Aries Industries, Inc in the amount of $47,248.00.

Councilor Walker said that Councilor Pollard requested that this question be presented.  Pollard was in contact with North Bend and they said that they would operate a camera anytime for $.75 a foot, no set up time or show up time.  

Evans said that she has been in contact with North Bend, but the key issue is – How much does the City need to use them and their availability?
Mr. Keith Tymchuk said that this is not a new issue.  The equipment would be cost efficient and is needed for the City.

Mr. Geoff Hartley asked how much pipe the City has?

Evans advised around 30 to 40 miles of pipe.

Mr. Sid Boddy said that this issue has been researched by staff and the Budget Committee.

Councilor Hash said that this is a needed piece of equipment.  Councilor Washington agreed.

Councilor Walker said that maybe this issue should be tabled and have staff check on the feasibility of using North Bend’s camera.
