Regular Business:

Shall the City Council adopt a Resolution appealing the 2003 Public Employee Retirement System (PERS) employer rate increase?  (Council Letter 003-028)
On February 7, 2002 the City of Reedsport was notified by Oregon Public Employees Retirement System (PERS) that as of July 1, 2003, employer contribution rates would be increased.   It is estimated the new contribution rate for the City of Reedsport will reflect an increase of 68% in the city’s PERS contributions for the next fiscal year.  The League of Oregon Cities (LOC) has notified the City of an opportunity to join the League and other cities for an appeal to the increased PERS rates.

LOC has retained the services of attorneys John W. Osburn and Peter W. Mersereau of a Portland firm Mersereau & Shannon, LLP to file an appeal of the 2003 employer rate for cities that wish to participate.  Each LOC member city participating in the appeal will pay a one-time flat fee rate of $150.  This is a minimal cost in view of the potential savings to the City of Reedsport.  

The fee will pay for the following services: 1) the filing of a notice of appeal in Marion County Circuit Court, 2) prosecution of the appeal in circuit court, and 3) if legislative action should affect the litigation, consultation of the participating cities with the LOC regarding subsequent legal action.

For the city to participate in the appeal initiated by the LOC, the Council must adopt the PERS rate order challenge Resolution, notify the LOC of Council’s decision to participate in the appeal, and pay the $150 to the attorney firm.  A deadline has been set of March 21, 2003 for the city to notify LOC.

It is recommended that the Council adopt a Resolution to appeal the 2003 Public Employee Retirement System (PERS) employer rate increase and assign Resolution 2003-003 as the title.
