Shall the City Council adopt a Resolution appointing Municipal Judges Pro Tem?

(Council Letter 005-081)

The City of Reedsport Charter of 1996 provides that the City Council may, as needs dictate, appoint one or more pro tem Municipal Judges.  There are currently three active pro tem Municipal Judge appointments; Mr. Russ Trump, Esq., Ms. Cindy Cable, and Ms. Jeanne Plagmann (limited assignment), all of which expire on December 31, 2005.

Mr. Russ Trump, Justice Court Magistrate for Douglas County, Drain District, has agreed to continue to serve as a pro tem Municipal Judge for the City of Reedsport as has Ms. Cindy Cable, Justice Court Magistrate for western Lane County, Florence.

In addition, Ms. Jeanne Plagmann, the City of Reedsport Court Clerk, desires to continue to serve as limited pro tem Municipal Judge.

A proposed Resolution (attached) has been drafted, appointing Mr. Russ Trump, and Ms. Cindy Cable as Municipal Judges Pro Tem, and Ms. Jeanne Plagmann as limited Municipal Judge Pro Tem.

Receive draft annual audit report for Fiscal Year 2004 / 2005.  (Council Letter 005-085)

The firm of Isler & Co., LLP has conducted the independent audit of the City’s financial records for Fiscal Year 2004 / 2005.  Mr. Paul Nielsen, from the audit firm, presented the draft annual audit report for Fiscal Year 2004/2005.

Shall the City Council approve Chapter 7 of the Transportation System Plan? (Council Letter 005-082)
At the July 11, 2005 Reedsport City Council meeting, the Council held a public hearing on the proposed Transportation System Plan (TSP) and reviewed some proposed changes that were identified in the May 24, 2005 work session.  At the conclusion of the hearing the Council voted to approve the draft plan with the changes discussed and to bring the final to Council for approval.

Since the July 11th meeting, Chapter 7 of the plan has changed significantly.  At the November 7, 2005 meeting, the Council prioritized several options for Highway 101 from 18th Street to 22nd Street.  Community Services Director Janelle Evans passed this information on to the consultant and he incorporated it into Chapter 7. 
Evans said that all alternatives move the traffic signal from 19th Street to 20th.  She also noted that the consultant listed as Alternative #1: Reducing Travel Lanes to Add Left-Turn Lane, but due to future traffic volumes that would exceed standards between 2010 and 2015, this alternative was rejected.  
Alt. #2:  On-Street Parking removal (east side) to add left-turn lane.  Alt.#2-a: On-Street Parking removal (both sides).  Alt. #2-a only suggested due to no bike lanes in Alt. #2.
Alt. #3:  Full ODOT Standard five-lane section.

Alt. #4:  Modify 4-lane US 101.

Mayor Hanson provided an additional alternative.  Eliminate parking on east side, no center left turn lane, add bikes lanes and curb extensions.  This would require a design exception for the two inside lanes and reduces pedestrian safety with no center turn lane. 
Councilor Otis said that the consultant did not prioritize the alternatives as the Council had requested.
Evans advised that the consultant was given the Council’s priority list from the November 7th Council meeting, and he incorporated them according to his expertise.  

Councilor Hash expressed concern that if the traffic light was moved to 20th Street and the crosswalk was not closed on 19th Street, this would create a safety issue for pedestrians, especially in November when the afternoon sun is blinding.  
Evans advised that the consultant did not remove the crosswalks.  He has researched this in other cities and did not recommend removing them according to his expertise.
Council requested that Chapter 7 reflect the alternatives in the order that the Council prioritized at the November Council meeting.

Councilor Washington moved that the City Council table this issue and direct city staff to conduct additional research.

Councilor Otis seconded the motion.

The Mayor appoints all (five) members of the Board, who are to be residents of Douglas County in the Lower Umpqua Hospital District.

Budget Committee (2 vacancies)

Oregon Statute requires that the City Council appoint a number of registered voters equal to the number on the Council (7) to serve with the Council on a Budget Committee.  The Budget Committee is responsible for establishing a final tax levy amount or a tax levy rate for the City and recommending an Approved preliminary budget to the City Council.  The City Council has the authority to amend the Approved Budget by $5,000 or 10% for each fund, whichever is greater before Adopting the budget.  

The terms of Mr. Sid Boddy and Mr. John Lechuga expire on December 31, 2005.  Appointment to the Budget Committee is by Council motion.  We have advertised for applications to the Budget Committee and have received one application from the following:
