Shall the City Council reject all bids for Dunes NRA janitorial services? (Council Letter 003-063)

The City of Reedsport provides janitorial services for the city owned building occupied by the USFS Dunes NRA as specific in the USFS/City contract.  In the past, the City has practiced outsourcing of the janitorial service.  Currently, the City does not have the janitorial services contracted and have provided minimal services by utilizing the City’s half time custodian.   The utilization of the half time custodian has reduced the services received in the other City buildings.  

A Request For Proposal for janitorial services was advertised in the Umpqua Post.  Three proposals were received prior to the deadline of 2:00 p.m., on April 16, 2003.   Sunrise Enterprises of Roseburg, Michael Welch of Reedsport and Sherry Fernbaugh of Reedsport submitted proposals. Present for the proposal opening on April 16, 2003 were City Councilor Garth Pollard, City Recorder John Cable, and Assistant Financial Officer Bob Wagenschutz.

The total amount budgeted for the janitorial services at the Dunes NRA building for the next fiscal year is $8,710.00.  The bid results are as follows:

Sunrise Enterprises

$869.44/monthly

$10,433.27/yearly


Sherry Fernbaugh

$730.40/monthly

$  8,764.80/yearly


Michael Welch

$720.00/monthly

$  8,640.00/yearly

The lowest bidder is less than budgeted, however the following is an alternate proposal that will result in a savings to the City in addition to reinstating hours to the City’s custodian position if the Council were to so consider.  The proposal increases the duties of the City custodian to include providing two hours per day janitorial services at the Dunes NRA building.  The funds allocated for the Dunes NRA janitorial services would be reallocated as City custodian salary and benefits.  This proposal will cost the City approximately $6,755.00/yearly.  This is considerably less than the lowest bidder’s proposal.

The City Manager Pro-Tem Jay Cable stated at the April 21st Council meeting, that as a result of our search for janitorial services for the Dunes NRA, the City was approached by Central Lincoln PUD to investigate the possibility of shared janitorial services.  The City custodian began on May 1st to provide cleaning for two hours daily at the Central Lincoln PUD on an experimental basis and will continue until the end of the fiscal year.  A temporary IGA will be instituted for the janitorial services.  The two hours daily of janitorial service for CLPUD is additional to two hours daily at the Dunes NRA building.  If the temporary IGA is successful, a long-term agreement will be instituted and the City’s custodian position resumes full time employment status.  

The advantages to the City the alternate proposal provides are:

1) Direct supervision of the custodian staff at the Dunes NRA building by City.

2) Savings of over $1,350 in the General Fund.

It is recommended that the City Council reject all bids for Dunes NRA building janitorial services and accept the alternate proposal.
Councilor Hash declared a conflict of interest.

Councilor Ekstrom asked if May through October the landscaping is accomplished at the Dunes NRA building and if there was a pay difference for November through April?  He was advised that the landscaping was part of the contract and there was no difference in the pay scale.   He also inquired if it was correct that $8,710.00 was budgeted for janitorial and that if this matter passed Sherry Fernbaugh would be paid $6,755.00 and was advised that this was correct.   He questioned the difference in the budgeted amount for material and services for the Dunes NRA and the amount stated in Council Letter #003-063 that was budgeted for the janitorial services for Dunes NRA.  He was advised that janitorial was only a portion of the material and services budget.

Councilor Williams moved that the City Council reject all bids for Dunes NRA building janitorial services and accept the alternate proposal.

At the May 16th Council work session and again in the regular Council Meeting, the Council discussed entering into a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) between the City and Reedsport Activity Park, Inc. (RAP) regarding the installation, operation and maintenance of the skate park placed within Lions Park. 

RAP and City staff presented proposed MOU drafts for consideration.  The drafts were very similar but contained language needing clarification of intent.  After discussion, the Council and Rap agreed upon suggested changes.   City Attorney Steve Miller revised the original MOU as submitted by the City with the wording changes bolded and word deletions indicated with a strikethrough line.

It is recommended that the City Council approve the revised MOU between the City and RAP regarding the installation, operation and maintenance of the skate park; and authorize the Mayor to sign on behalf of the City.

Public Hearing to adopt a Resolution adopting the Fiscal Year 2003 / 004 municipal operating budget and the Capital Improvement Plan.  (Council Letter 003-065) 
At the regular Budget Committee meeting of March 24, 2003, the Reedsport City Budget Committee approved a budget totaling $9,732,749 for Fiscal Year 2003 / 004.  The Budget Committee approved the permanent levy rate of $6.1882 per $1,000 of assessed valuation. 

A summary of this approved budget and a notice of the public hearing to consider the budget was published in the City newspaper of record on May 14, 2003.

At the Council meeting, a public hearing will be held for the Council to consider final adoption of the budget for fiscal year 2003 / 004.  State statute requires that a budget be adopted before June 30th of each year.  Additional meetings can be scheduled if the Council wishes to consider any additional information.  The budget also contains the five-year Capital Improvement Plan for the City.

It is recommended that the Council adopt a Resolution adopting the Fiscal Year 2003 / 004 Operating Budget and the Capital Improvement Plan; and that Resolution 2003-013 be assigned as the title.

Councilor Williams stated that she felt that the City should not be responsible for Barrone Park, formerly Highland Park and that the money budgeted for that park should go for the upkeep of the other City parks.  Councilors Hash and Washington agreed.

Discussion was held.

Mayor Tymchuk opened the public hearing.   Mayor Tymchuk asked if there were any abstentions or conflicts of interest.  None were noted.

Mayor Tymchuk asked if there was a staff report.  City Manager Pro-Tem Jay Cable advised that there was an alternative to re-writing the budget which would be to pass the Resolution adopting the budget and subsequently do another Resolution to take care of the park situation rather than changing the entire budget.

Shall the City Council reimburse City Manager candidates for travel expenses? Council Letter 003-066) 

At the regular Council meeting of May 5th, the council voted to interview five City Manager candidates of which four of the candidate’s live considerable distance from the City of Reedsport.  It is customary practice to reimburse candidates for reasonable expenditures incurred during an interview invitation.  

Three of the candidates will need accommodations for at least one night in addition to mileage compensation and meals.    It is estimated that reimbursements will be one thousand six hundred dollars.  Currently two thousand dollars is available from the City Council budget, which could be utilized for reimbursements. This will not impact the cash carry over balance for the new fiscal year budget.  

It is recommended that the City Council reimburse City Manager candidates for travel expenses.

Shall the City Council adopt a Resolution removing the Stormwater utility expenditure restrictions? (Council Letter 003-067) 

At the regular Council Meeting of September 23, 2002, City Council adopted Resolution 2002-018, which amended the Stormwater Utility rate schedule.  City Attorney Steve Miller advised Council of a pending case in the 9th Circuit court regarding the legality of Stormwater user fees.  The Council amended the Resolution to limit Stormwater utility expenditures to not exceed $87,400 until the City Attorney could determine if the pending case was applicable to the City of Reedsport Stormwater Utility.  At the regular Council Meeting of May 5th, City Attorney Steve Miller advised Council his report of the case was complete and ready to report to Council.

City Attorney Steve Miller updated Council on his findings.

Councilor Hash moved that the City Council adopt a Resolution removing the Stormwater Utility expenditure restrictions; and assign Resolution 2003-014 as the title.

City Attorney Steve Miller advised that he forgot to add an item to the Agenda, which involves a payment of a sum of money to obtain an easement across some property on the other side of the river between where the trestle ends and the International Paper Company property starts.  He stated he had received an e-mail today from Roseburg Resources stating that they own a little strip of land in that area also.  With the paperwork involved they are estimating $1500.00 for an easement over the entire parcel.  

Janelle Evans, Community Service Director, advised that the easement being talked about is the easements for the new waterline that goes to Gardiner.   When looking back in the records, there were no easements found that the City had received from International Paper and those are in the process of being obtained.   In the process, City Attorney Miller discovered that there was a small piece that was deeded to Roseburg Resources so an easement was also needed from them and that was what he was negotiating.   The easements are needed in order to proceed with the waterline project.  The contractor is ready to start work; a notice to proceed has been issued for anything that is not in the easement area.  

Discussion was held.

City Attorney Miller advised that the American Bridge easement should be signed June 3rd, they have approved the language and asked for the non-redline copy to be sent to them.  The International Paper Company easement is being finalized and they are being sent copies of documents showing where the easement is on their property.   He stated that it is within a week of having some final definite answers from I.P.

Floyd Dollar, Public Utilities Superintendent, advised that the annual drinking water quality report would be mailed out with May utility bills.  He gave the council a briefing on the contents of the report.   He also advised the council that the City’s water source, Clear Lake, is an unfiltered surface water source, one of only three in the state.  To remain unfiltered one of the requirements is a watershed management program.  The City never developed a written program but is protective of the watershed and prosecutes trespassers and does not allow fishing.  The State Health Department stated the City needs to complete the watershed management program and this is being worked on. 

Discussion was held and Councilors asked questions regarding the report.

City Manager Pro-Tem Jay Cable advised that the Reedsport Police Department has taken delivery if its new (used) police car from Salt Lake County.  It is in the process of being outfitted for use as a Reedsport Police car (graphics, cage, rear seat) and should be on the road by early to mid June.

Cable stated that the City crew has taken delivery of its new street sweeper.  It is an excellent machine and has already been put to good use.  The guy with the big smile on his face driving it is Rob Alexander who says its great.

Cable advised that the City auction was May 10th and was very successful meaning that everything was sold.  Quite a few attended and most went home with treasures.  The City grossed about $2900 of which $1,150 has been credited to the police vehicle maintenance fund.  A huge thanks goes to Blair, Bob, and Gerry Sneddon for their hard work and again making our auctions successful. 

Cable stated to be sure to check the flip chart in the City Manager’s office.  Important information is put on it every week.  Also be sure to check the calendar on the back of the Manager’s Miscellaneous for important dates.

Cable advised that the City of Reedsport recently received notice from Assistant Finance Officer Bob Wagenschutz that he intends to retire at the end of July.  We would like to express our appreciation for the service he has provided to the City.

Cable stated that on Monday, June 9th, there will be a ground breaking ceremony at Lions Park for the new skate board park.  The ceremony will be at noon.

Cable advised that he attended Sgt. Macho’s retirement party and he was well roasted.
