Senior Citizen Center Advisory Board (1 vacancy)
The Senior Citizen Center Advisory Board was established by Resolution 87-06.  The primary function of the Board is to advise the City Council and staff on issues concerning the administration and maintenance of the Lower Umpqua Senior Citizens Center.  There are nine members on the board.  Three terms expire each year.  The Resolution provides that seven of the nine members of the Board be residents of the City of Reedsport (at least one per precinct), with the other two members being residents of the Reedsport School District #105.  All Board members must be over 55 years of age.

There is one vacant position on the Board that will expire on December 31, 2006.  An application has been received from Mr. Murray Edeley desiring to be appointed to the Senior Citizen Center Advisory Board.

b.
Budget Committee (1 vacancy)

Oregon Statute requires that the City Council appoint a number of eligible voters of the residents of the City of Reedsport equal to the number on the Council (7) to serve with the Council on a Budget Committee.  The Budget Committee is responsible for establishing a final tax levy amount or a tax levy rate for the City and recommending an Approved preliminary budget to the City Council.  The City Council has the authority to amend the Approved Budget by $5,000 or 10% for each fund, whichever is greater before Adopting  the budget.  

There is one vacant position on the Committee that will expire on December 31, 2004.  An application has been received from Mr. Murray Edeley desiring to be appointed to the Budget Committee.

Resolution 2000-022 established the Beautification Committee.  This Committee has no determined length of time or number of positions.  There are six members presently on the Committee.  One application was received from the following:

Planning Commission (One Vacancy)

Planning Commission

Reedsport Ordinance 98-275-D (now Chapter 2.08 PLANNING COMMISSION of the Reedsport Municipal Code (RMC)), established the Reedsport Planning Commission and provides for the Council to appoint citizens to fill the expired terms.

Position #3-C is vacant and expires December 31, 2004.  The RMC provides that the Mayor appoints members to unexpired terms with Council approval.

The RMC requires that appointees be residents of the City for at least one year, but that up to two may reside outside the city limits if they reside within the Urban Growth Boundary (UGB), or one may reside outside the UGB but own property within the city limits.  Currently one Commissioner resides outside the UGB but owns property within the city limits, therefore the appointees being considered must be a resident of the City, and have been one for at least one year.
The Ordinance also provides that no more than two Commissioners may engage in buying, selling or developing real estate, or in the same kind of occupation, business, trade or profession.  Currently Planning Commissioners are employed as follows:

3.
Shall the City Council approve a change order for the Gardiner Water line project? 


(Council Letter 004-005)

The objectives of this change are to improve staff safety for access to the motorized valve and PRV, provide a long-term installation that is easy to maintain and protected from flooding. The original design called for locating the motorized valve inside the existing below grade booster pumping station structure. After the design was completed, it was brought to the engineer’s attention that the pumping station relies on sump pumps to prevent flooding. The station has experienced flooding during a power outage or when the sump pumps fail. Furthermore, the existing station is a confined space only accessible by ladder. Safe entry requires that one person remain outside the structure while a second person climbs down the ladder. The revised design calls for the valves to be located in a 4-foot deep concrete vault with hinged double door hatch cover. These doors will provide safe easy access without having a second person standing by for safety. The motorized valve is designed for occasional submergence. The electrical controls are located in an above-grade cabinet not prone to flooding. The concrete vault is a better long-term installation because it will not be prone to corrosion as is the existing steel structure. 

Change Item 2. The pumping station was designed with a monorail above the pumps so a hoist could be used during maintenance. The original design anticipated that a hoist would be attached to the monorail when needed for maintenance. This change adds a trolley to the monorail. The trolley will provide a place to attach a hoist when needed.

The total cost for the change order is $11,367.00 which is eligible for grant reimbursement from Economic Development Administration and Special Public Works Fund.

Councilor Washington moved that the City Council approve the change order for $11,367.00 to include the concrete vault and trolley in the current contract and authorize the Mayor to sign on behalf of the City.

 Receive draft annual audit report for Fiscal Year 2002 - 003. (Council Letter 004-
006)
The firm of Isler & Co., LLP has conducted the independent audit of the City’s financial records for Fiscal Year 2002 / 003.  Mr. Paul Nielsen presented the status of the audit report to the City Council.  In the audit opinion, the general purpose financial statements present fairly, in all material respects, the financial position of City of Reedsport as of June 30, 2003, and the results of its operations and the cash flows of its proprietary fund types for the year then ended in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States.

Police Chief Bob Gross reported on activity in the police department for 2003.  Due to the increased activity in the community, there was an increase in criminal and civil reports.

Gross advised the Department’s plans for the new year, which includes a new console in dispatch (from timber sales), a Citizen’s Academy, three portable radios (from a block grant), and a reserve officer.  
Gross said that the Department will apply for the Homeland Security Grant to obtain 6 portable radios.   Other funding sources will be pursued in order to obtain a used patrol car.  
Gross said that there is a need to create a county wide records management system and upgrade the communications throughout Douglas County.  Cities are encouraged to apply for the Homeland Security Grant which would add 5 additional towers, 4 in-car mobile data computers, software for 2 desktop computers, microwave unit on Reedsport’s tower and building, County-wide records management system, link to District Attorney’s office and Douglas County Jail.  The cost will be the installation of the MBC’s in the patrol vehicles and an annual maintenance agreement (which should not exceed what the City is paying now).

Gross said that Douglas County is applying for the grant and ask for the City’s support and participation in the project. 

Councilor Oba moved that the City Council draft a letter in support of the Homeland Security Grant application by Douglas County, with the understanding that the cost to the City of Reedsport will be as advised by Police Chief Gross in his report.

Miscellaneous Items:

City Manager Pro-Tem Jay Cable reported on the following:

· The Water Department is in the process of cleaning the underground reservoir, which is located on the Crestview access road.  This reservoir has a two million gallon capacity, which is in two one million halves.  The crew attempted to clean ½ last week, but the valve between the two halves would not completely close so it could be cleaned without draining the entire reservoir.  The valve has been fixed and the draining, cleaning process should begin this week.  When completed, the other half will be done.   The other reservoirs will be scheduled to be cleaned this year. 

· Last Thursday members of City Staff met with DEQ and our engineering firm to review and make final adjustments to the Mutual Agreement and Order.  Consensus was reached and the final draft will be ready for presentation to the Council in February.

· Some recent change orders for the Gardiner water line project include:
1.
The meters, isolation valves and installation of the meters for the dry dock and north end of the rail road trestle.  These were not included in with Gardiner meters. $4534.72
2.
Revise plumbing layout and electrical service to relocate the water heater at the new pump station on Bolon Island.  $1000.00.

· The Public Services Department has been working on storm water problems.  The first in the latest series of repairs is the cross over line in front of Bank of America.  This has been completed and we are waiting for better weather and the asphalt plant to repave.  The second is the line on 7th street.  This storm drain line had deteriorated to the extent that the road collapsed.  This repair should eliminate the flooding which regularly occurs in front of the City Shop.  The third is the installation of a drain line along East Railroad to drain the flooding near Osburn Veterinary Clinic.  Hopefully these three improvements will eliminate or greatly reduce the downtown flooding problems.

· Reminder to Council to fill out the ‘Statement of Economic Interest’.

Councilor Oba advised of a request for proposals by the Oregon Economic and Community Development Department for downtown development and economic opportunity planning services.  Also, grants are available through the Ford Family Foundation to rehabilitate the Library.  
Mayor Tymchuk said that the Skatepark does have a problem with garbage and the City may have to furnish more garbage cans.
6.
Receive the Monthly Financial Report.
Assistant Financial Officer Vera Koch reviewed the quarterly financial report for the months of October, November and December 2003.

Councilor Ekstrom said that his interpretation of the Reedsport City Charter does not require that the City Manager live in the Reedsport City Limits.  He stated that Jay Cable has been doing a fine job as City Manager Pro-Tem for the last year, with the Council’s approval, even though he does not live in the City.  The City Council is now in the recruitment process for a new City Manager.  If a new person were to come into the position, there would be a training period and that would be done by Jay Cable.  He does not think that would be fair.
Councilor Ekstrom moved that the City Council appoint Mr. Jay Cable as Reedsport City Manager effective February 16, 2004.

Councilor Pollard seconded the motion.
