Regular Business:
1.
Shall the City Council authorize the City Engineer to complete a study to update the 
system development charges for wastewater? (Council Letter 004-011)
The purpose of a system development charge (SDC) is to impose a portion of the cost of capital improvements for sewer facilities upon those developments that create the need for or increase the demands on capital improvements. Currently the City of Reedsport charges a system development fee of $355.93 for a residential connection to the sanitary sewer system. This fee is extremely low compared to other Cities on the Coast such as Winchester Bay Sanitary District  who currently charges $1583.00.   

Considering that the City will be spending millions of dollars to upgrade the  sewer plant and collection system it is important that an adequate fee is established.  Establishing an adequate SDC is not part of the sewer master plan and requires a plan of it own.

Oregon Revised Statutes (ORS) Sections 223.297 to 223.314 establishes the frame work for revising and imposing system development charges.  The purpose for the regulations is to provide a uniform framework for the imposition of the fees.  The City must set forth a written methodology in the form of an Ordinance or Resolution for the fee along with supporting documents such as a SDC study.

Community Development Director Janelle Evans spoke with the City Engineer, Steve Majors and he estimates the cost of doing the study will be approximately $7,000.00.  Although the study is expensive, the City will recover the cost quickly with the new fees.  

Councilor Oba moved that the City Council direct the City Engineer, Steve Majors, to complete a systems development study, not to exceed $7,000, and make a recommendation for the fee increase.

2.
Shall the City Council adopt Resolution 2004-002 Establishing policies and procedures 
for the issuance of new sewer connections?  (Council Letter 004-012)
The City of Reedsport received a notice of permit violations from the Department of Environmental Quality in February 2001.  The City has agreed to enter into a mutual agreement order (MAO) with DEQ to correct the permit violations.  A portion of the MAO will restrict future connections to the City’s wastewater treatment plant until major upgrades are completed.

In order to insure fair and equitable treatment for all individuals requesting new sewer connections a resolution has been drafted outlining policies and procedures to be followed.  This resolution was reviewed at a work session with the following changes recommended:

Section 2.  INTERIM LIMITS:  Limits have been added which restricts the number of connections until a new systems development charge can be established. These connections are limited to five residential EDU’s and 10 commercial EDU’s.  A provision has been added for the Council to approve any requests over these limits.    

Section 7.  EXCEPTIONS:  A list of properties which have been exempted from the MAO and therefore are not subject to the restrictions has been added.  These properties have either previously had buildings on them or currently have buildings that are deteriorated and maybe torn down in the future.

These changes have been highlighted on the resolution for your review.

Mayor Tymchuk requested that Section 4:  (Letter of commitment) be amended to include ‘An owner’ or an individual ……

Discussion was held regarding whether Council should have the final review if an individual was to purchase several connections.  The consensus of the Council was to leave at the staff level.      
Evans explained that if a natural disaster (fire, earthquake) destroyed a home, then the owner would have to apply as a new hook-up.

10 year Resolution Review. (Council Letter 004-013)

Fullhart Insurance Agency, Inc. was designated as the City of Reedsport Insurance Agent of Record three years ago for a three year term.  This designation expires this month.

In the past, the City has issued a Call For Proposals (CFP) which was published in the Oregon Daily Journal of Commerce, as well as local and regional print media.  This practice is costly and has had little response.   Agents of Record are not required and are not paid by the City.  The City has received excellent service from Fullhart Insurance Agency and it is our recommendation that we renew their contract for three years.

It is recommended that the Council designate Fullhart Insurance Agency, Inc. as the City of Reedsport Insurance Agent of Record for three years beginning April 1, 2004.

Barrone Park
Mayor Tymchuk asked Ms. Debbie McKinney (Fullhart Ins.) the cost of insuring Barrone Park.
Ms. McKinney advised that it was not a substantial amount.

Councilor Williams would like to have the City disengage from Barrone Park and turn it back over to the School District.  She feels the City can’t afford to keep the park.
Councilor Hash feels that the City is unable to take care of the parks that they own now and that the City is fortunate to have volunteers take care of the parks.  The contracts have not been followed by both parties and the schools should find their own volunteers to take care of  Barrone Park.  The City also provides electricity and police personnel to open and close the restrooms.
City Manager Pro Tem Jay Cable said that the tennis court has to be maintained by the City for 30 years, due to a grant that was received.  He said that basically the cost to the City is 40 hours per year to mow the grass.  It would not result in personnel cost savings to the City if Barrone Park was turned back over to the School District, because the employee will be paid either way.
Councilor Oba said that the Parks and Recreation District should be approached about this issue.  The schools can’t afford to take over the park.

Councilor Williams moved that the City Council direct City Attorney Steve Miller to send a letter to the School 
Board giving 90 days notice terminating the existing contract on Barrone Park and set 
up a time to renegotiate a new contract.

Miscellaneous Items:

(Mayor, Councilors, Student Councilors, City Manager, City Attorney)

Mayor Tymchuk spoke at a meeting of the Legal Advocacy Council Committee of the League of Oregon Cities.  One suggestion that was brought up, for a way that municipalities could save money, was for the League to purchase pharmaceuticals in bulk and then distribute to Cities. 
Councilor Williams expressed concerns regarding the crosswalk near the Umpqua Bank and Hwy. 101 and would still like ODOT to look into moving the light. 
City Manager Pro Tem Jay Cable reported on the following:
The planting on the Crestview site is completed.  It was originally intended to replant with a large number of alders, since that was what was predominantly removed.  Unfortunately alders grow much easier in the wild than in a greenhouse and all the seedlings died.  We ended up planting a mixture of fir, hemlock and cedar on a 3,2,1 ratio.

The scenic Byway Project Committee met last Sunday at the Big K Ranch out of Elkton.  Chamber President Charlie Murphy and Carlene Compton attended and presented a letter of support for the project which was signed by the Mayor and myself.  

The water to Gardiner has been hooked up and the final bugs are being worked out of the system.  The pump station is running on automatic keeping the Bolon Island reservoir full.  American Bridge is hooked up to the new line and Gardiner is scheduled to come on line tomorrow morning. 

The break in the under river crossing for Gardiner’s waste water line has been repaired.  A section of the pipe was removed and replaced.  This is Gardiner’s line and they are responsible for the repairs.  We supplied some of the repair parts, but Gardiner will be billed.

According to our records, the last time we had a washout at the waste water treatment plant was December 13, 2003.  We have had some heavy rain since then with no problems, which demonstrates the good work the crew has been doing to reduce I & I.

Filing closed at 5:00 P. M. for council position for Precinct 5, Forest Hills.  There are three candidates for the position which include Richard Oba, Merv Cloe, and Mike Macho.
