Regular Business:
1. Receive Chamber of Commerce report of motel tax distribution. (CL007-010)

The City of Reedsport has entered into an agreement with the Reedsport / Winchester Bay Chamber of Commerce which provides for the expenditure of transient room tax funds for promotion of the area.  The agreement, last amended in February 2003, provides that the Chamber will make an annual report to the City Council that outlines the expenditure of the funds as well as future budgeting plans for the promotion program.  The report presents an accounting of receipts and expenditures involving the Chamber's obligations under the agreement with the City, and a program report for future budget purposes detailing performance accomplishments, suggestions and any problems occurring under the agreement to this point in time.

Newly elected Chamber of Commerce President Theresa Hart presented Council with a detailed listing of advertising expenditures the Chamber has used to promote the area.  

Ms. Hart said that the Room tax agreement between the City and the Chamber provides a significant service to our citizens.  The funds are distributed between the Reedsport/Winchester Bay Chamber of Commerce, the Winchester Bay Merchants Association and the Umpqua Discovery Center.  Also presented was a short television commercial that is aired all over Oregon promoting the area.  

Receive Chainsaw Carving Placement Committee report. (CL007-011)

Ms. Doris Hedges chair of the Chainsaw Carving Placement Committee reported on placement of a carving of a horse that was donated to the City of Reedsport in the Fall of 2006 at the last Chainsaw Carving Festival.   The carving has now been treated and will be placed at the edge of the property at the Reedsport Coffee House on Longwood Drive next to the ODOT right of way.  The property owners are in agreement.  
Hedges reported that this was the original Rodeo grounds for Reedsport before the creation of Highway 101.  She would like to have a plaque made to commemorate the area.  
Hedges said that the committee is in need of funds to help with maintenance and restoration of the carvings.  A hat was passed and Ms. Hedges was presented with over $100.00.

Mr. Doug Tibbles, owner of the Reedsport Coffee House, was present at the meeting.

Discussion of Street Light funding. (CL007-013)

At the recent Council Goals workshop, the Council identified the Street Lights program as an issue to examine and a status briefing is provided.  

Council was presented with a spreadsheet comparison of active street lights verses inactive street lights.  Currently the City has a total of 254 streetlights active for a monthly charge of approximately $3520.82.  There are approximately 72 inactive lights at an additional cost of $1058.27 per month.  The City also pays $110.00 a month for light in the downtown area.  

Currently there are subdivision developments in the works and the City requires that the developers install street lighting.  The question is how to fund turning them on.  

Hohnbaum presented a funding scenario of a $3.00 surcharge per household to fund all of the lights.     The City will see a loss of revenue due to the Timber Revenue Douglas County is potentially scheduled to lose.  The County helps fund some street repairs.  This is the fund that the street lights are paid out of.  

Hohnbaum also presented a funding scenario in the form of a local fuel tax.  He cited several other Cities that currently have fuel taxes from .01 cent to .05 cents per gallon.  
Mayor Tymchuk asked the City Manager to research how many gallons of gas are sold in a six month period to see how much of a tax it would take to fund the street lighting.  
5.
Receive quarterly financial report from Finance Officer Vera Koch.

Finance Officer Vera Koch presented a power point presentation on quarterly financial figures.  
Mayor Keith Tymchuk asked for clarification of street fund beginning balance.  With the 
carry over of funds he wanted to know if the City could use $24,000 of this fund to turn the 

street lights on for two years so that other options could be explored for permanent 

funding. 

Koch advised that the reason that we had the carry over was because money was used 

out of a different fund that was ear marked for Capital Improvement Projects.   This 

money needs to be replaced.  

Mayor Tymchuk asked what projects would not get completed if some of the street fund 

money was used to light up the City in the short turn?

City Manager Rick Hohnbaum advised that he would get with staff and report back to the 

Council.
