Shall the City Council adopt revised City Manager Performance Goals and Objectives after receiving public comment? (Council Letter 005-079)
Annually, the City Council evaluates the performance of the City Manager.  This performance evaluation is conducted using performance goals and objectives that are developed and adopted by the City Council.

ORS 192.660(1)(i) provides that “ the standard, criteria and policy directives to be used in evaluating chief executive officers shall be adopted by the governing body in meetings open to the public in which there has been opportunity for public comment”.

Revised performance goals and objectives have been drafted by a City Council Personnel Committee and were presented to the City Council at the November 7th City Council meeting.   Public comment was received and a work session followed to discuss the goals. 

Mayor Hanson asked if anyone in the audience requested to comment on the City Manager performance goals and objectives.  None indicated.
City Manager Rick Hohnbaum requested a change to Accountability #2: “…. to more fully understand the regulations and how to properly satisfy their City requirements.”
Council requested that the rough draft of the flow chart for developers includes information as related to outside agencies.
Councilor Pollard moved that the City Council approve the City Manager Performance Goals and Objectives as revised.

Shall the City Council enter into an Intergovernmental Cooperative Purchasing 


Agreement with National Purchasing Partners? (Council Letter 005-080)
The League of Oregon Cities has entered into a pilot program with National Purchasing Partner (NPP) to provide City League members access to negotiated price agreements with national and local vendors using collective purchasing power.  The program is entirely free of charge for the City and works in the same way as the State of Oregon Procurement Program but on a national level.  There is one major difference between the two programs which is that NPP will assist in preparing Request for Proposals (RFP’s) free of charge.

Evans contacted them for assistance in completing the RFP for the sewer camera equipment and they would be happy to assist us.  However, in order for them to write the RFP for the City of Reedsport, they need an Intergovernmental Cooperative Purchasing Agreement with the City.

A copy of the agreement was included with the packet and the City Attorney has reviewed and approved the agreement.  It is staff’s recommendation that Council enter into the Intergovernmental Cooperative Purchasing Agreement with National purchasing Partners.

Councilor Otis moved that the City Council approve the Intergovernmental Cooperative Purchasing Agreement with National purchasing Partners and authorize the Mayor to sign on behalf of the City.

Councilor Pollard seconded the motion.
