Regular Business:

1.
Review of Ordinances and Resolutions. (Council Letter 003-023)
During the 2003 Council Goal Setting Retreat held on December 6 and 7, a change in the method of the annual review of Ordinances and Resolutions was suggested.  Previous practice for the annual review was accomplished through the City staff and referred to Council for revisions upon advisement of the staff.  

As a result of the suggestion from the Goal Setting Retreat, the Council has the opportunity to review a copy of all Ordinances and Resolutions in the annual review. Staff will continue to review the Ordinances and Resolution prior to Council review. 

Resolutions are usually single purpose, meaning they were created for a singular act or commitment and may not have bearing upon current City operation.  Ordinances are either current and in use, need to be revised, or repealed. If either the Council or City staff desire revisions to the Ordinances which effect City operation, a notation must be included on the cover sheet of each Ordinance and Resolution and returned to the City Recorder.  Action will be taken at a later Council Meeting.

Discussion was held.

Councilor Ekstrom commented about Ordinance #93-03 regarding fees for certain police services and on the $30 deposit required for a videotape.   It asked about the total price it costs an individual to obtain a copy of videotape.  

Police Chief Bob Gross stated that he felt that this ordinance was written at a time when if an individual wanted to obtain a copy of a videotape, that the deposit was required to ensure that the video tape was returned.  

Councilor Williams commented about the garage sale ordinance and the fact that the ordinance isn’t enforced.   She stated that she is bothered by the fact that we have ordinances that are not being enforced and that we need to change the ordinances or enforce them.

Miscellaneous Items:

(Mayor, Councilors, Student Councilors, City Manager, City Attorney)

Student Councilor Sarah Williams advised that she would not be available for meetings during Spring Break and might not be available for all the budget meetings.

Police Chief Bob Gross advised the Council that in order to reduce costs, the monthly departmental reports will now be on the Council clipboard in the City Manager’s office rather than being sent out to each of the Councilors.  If this is not acceptable or if individuals would like a copy, staff can make a copy when requested.

Gross also advised that on Tuesday, February 4, 2003, Public Utilities Director Floyd Dollar and Chris Spichtig, a member of the Reedsport Volunteer Fire Department, flushed lines and did flow tests within the City causing some discoloration of the water.   If the situation is noticed in a home or business, simply run the faucet or a hose bib and it will fix the problem, the water is safe to drink.  

Gross advised that City Manager Pro-Tem Jay Cable is out of the country on vacation and that he has appointed Chief Gross as the Pro-Tem City Manager Pro-Tem in his absence.  Jay will be back to work on Tuesday, February 18th.

Gross advised that Fire Chief Tom Anderson’s wife, Barbara, fell on a walk last Monday morning and sustained injuries and is scheduled for surgery to repair broken bones in her face.  

Gross advised that on the back of the City Manager’s miscellaneous matters is a calendar of current events, which may be of interest to the Councilors.  

Gross advised that Monday, February 17th, is a holiday and that City Hall will be closed.  

Mayor Tymchuk commended City Staff, especially the department heads, for their effort in reducing expenditures and to save money in this fiscal year and look ahead to the next fiscal year.
