MEETING CALLED TO ORDER:
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

CITIZEN COMMENTS:
Ms. Debbie McKinney, President Chamber of Commerce, presented the Council with a letter from the Chamber of Commerce requesting that the City Council reconsider the idea of combining the positions of City Manager and Chief of Police with the intent of hiring Police Chief Bob Gross.  Mr. Gross has the management skills and the Chamber feels this would be a good fiscal move for the City.
Councilor Richard Oba advised that the City of Coburg has combined the position of City Manager and Chief of Police.

Councilor Russ Ekstrom said that the Charter does not specify that the City Manager must live in the City and that City Manager Pro Tem Jay Cable has done an excellent job this past year.
Mr. Dennis Swartz advised that one individual should not hold more than one position.
Dr. Robbie Law said that the City Council should consider combining the Police Chief and City Manager positions and hire Police Chief Bob Gross.  This person reports to the City Council and this should relinquish any concerns of having one person in a position of too much power.  Mr. Gross is also qualified and established in the community.
Mr. Jim Unger said that he agrees with Mr. Robbie Law and that Police Chief Bob Gross should be considered for the City Manager position.  He advised that Jay Cable would also be a good candidate, if the Council considered him eligible. 

Mr. R.W. King said that Jay Cable should be considered for the City Manager position.  He also said that two meetings a month is too many for a City of this size.

Ms. Tami Stampfli said that the Council should consider Bob Gross for the City Manager position.  She encourages the Council to be creative and to look at things in different ways.

Mr. Sid Boddy advised that Bob Gross would make a fine City Manager and has the ability.  Mr. Gross also has a political following and this should not be forgotten.

Ms. Delaine Humphrey’s said that the Council should look at Bob Gross or Jay Cable for the position of City Manager and look at them with fresh eyes.  She also said that the position should be looked at in new ways.  No need to try and recruit people from out of the area, when we have qualified people already here.  
Mr. Jeff Vanderkley said that the Council should look at the opportunity that is in front of them and hire Bob Gross for City Manager/Police Chief.  If residency is not an issue, then Jay Cable should be considered.  The City will be facing major issues in the future with rate increases, which the public is not going to like, and the next City Manager will have a difficult task.  

Mr. Charles Rowe requested more information about the City Manager application process.

Councilor Williams said that when Bob Gross was first considered for the City Manager position, he advised the Council of his intentions in organizing the City and is familiar with the budget issues facing the City.   She said that this is no different than when Mr. Hough came to the City and made himself the Finance Officer and a new City Manager may come in and do the same thing.

A fee of $3.00 for a garage sale permit was established in 1974.  This fee was designed to cover the cost of administering the program.  The fee has not been adjusted in almost 30 years and therefore the program is no longer self supporting.

Shall the City Council release the performance bond for property owned by Bill J. 
Grice, 
James P Unger, George H. Weigman, Jr. and Albert E. Lewis? . (Council Letter 
004-002)
In 1977 the afore mentioned individuals developed a planned unit development in Scott Terrace and Vista Court.  As part of the development requirements, the developers were required to bond for improvements that were not yet completed.  This bonding was in the form of a lien against the remaining property.

The required improvements were for completion of landscaping, installation of sidewalks when and as lots are developed, completion of curbs on the cul-de-sac of Vista Court, development of the playground area and patching of the hole at the intersection of Scott Terrace and Vista Court. All of these improvements have been completed except for the development of the playground area.  Therefore the lien has never been released.

The property owners are requesting that the City waive the playground development area since all the property in the planned unit development has been sold and developed over 20 years ago without the development of the playground area.  Most of the current property owners are older and do not require a playground area.

Staff recommends that the City Council authorize the release of the lien and waive the requirement for a playground area.  If the City has not enforced the playground requirement in the last 20 years it seems unlikely that we would ever enforce this requirement. 

Councilor Williams moved that the City Council determine that the playground area is no longer necessary and authorize staff to release the lien against the property.

Councilor Hash advised that the trash at Lion’s Park is horrible and that this will be discussed at a future meeting with RAP.

City Manager Pro Tem Jay Cable advised of the following:

· Burning has begun on the Crestview logging site. Planting will begin after the first of the year.  The wood cutting was a huge success in gaining revenue and removing the wood. 

· With the heavy rains in December, there were reports of flooding in some areas.  Public Services Director Dan Welch has tied two of the storm water systems together to help even the loads and hopefully prevent flooding of our downtown businesses.  
· On December 10th a meeting was held with the County, DEQ, Winchester Bay and all the players who would be involved in a regional waste water treatment plant.  The meeting was to examine the advantages and disadvantages of regionalization.  As yet the jury is still out as to what advantage, if any, there is to the City. 
· Teamsters Local 206 contract comes due in 2004.

· Extension has been filed for the audit.

· Effective January 1, 2004, Debbie  Williams is the Council President and Russ Ekstrom is the alternate.
