Regular Business:

Shall the City Council authorize the immediate purchase of three heat pumps to replace failed units at the Senior Center and the Reedsport Police Department not to exceed $18,000.00?
City Manager Rick Hohnbaum said that in the proposed budget the City has planned for replacement of three heat pumps, two for the Senior Citizen's Center and one for the Police Department.  It has become an emergency requiring immediate replacement because one unit has failed at the Senior Center and one unit has failed at the Police Department.  The Police Department has valuable computer equipment that requires a cool temperature.  Council has previously authorized staff to seek competitive quotes. Three quotes were received.  The lowest bidder was Coquille Sheet Metal, Inc.  with a total bid amount of $17, 995.00.  The heat pumps at the Sr. Center will be a shared cost with Douglas County and LUCC, Inc., a non-profit that raises funds to help run the Senior Center.  

Councilor Tonya Wahl moved that the City Council authorize the immediate purchase of three heat pumps to replace failed units at the Senior Center and the Reedsport Police Department not to exceed $18,000.00.
