Shall the City Council dedicate the Frontage Road fire station in memory of Zack Turner by naming the station "Turner Station"; update by the fire department on emergency generator project? 

Mayor Keith Tymchuk and the Reedsport Volunteer Fire Department are requesting the City Council consider renaming the Frontage Road Fire Station to Turner Station.  The Reedsport Volunteer Fire Department has written a letter recognizing the years and loyalty served by the late retired Reedsport Volunteer Fire Chief Zack Turner.  Chief Turner joined the fire department in 1958 and retired in 1997.

Councilor Mike Macho asked the Fire Department to consider naming the Station "Zack Turner Station" he felt that it would be more personal and appropriate.  

Councilor Bill Otis said that he would also like to see Zack's name on the building.  

Assistant Fire Chief Rose said that he could speak for the fire department and they would have no problem with that.  Rose said that the name would probably be shortened for radio transmission.

Mr. Rose also reported on a major upgrade at the uptown fire hall with cooperation from Douglas County Emergency Management and the Cow Creek Tribal government has completed a construction project to add an emergency generator system to the station.  The fire hall now has the ability to maintain operations during an emergency situation for approximately 72 hours.  With this upgrade the frontage road fire department has now been recognized and designated as the Western Douglas County Emergency Operations Center.

Public hearing for area community development needs and the Microenterprise Community Development Block Grant.  

Interim John Smart presented the following information:

In April of 2007 the City of Reedsport entered into an agreement with the Umpqua Community Developments Corporation a local Micro enterprise Support Organization who serves as an intermediary between the Oregon Economic and Community Development Department.  The purpose of this agreement was to administer a business community development program covering Douglas and Coos County to provide assistance to form a regional microenterprise assistance program.  The City of Reedsport qualified as the lead applicant for an OECDD micro-enterprise grant and with the assistance of Umpqua CDC, applied for and was awarded the grant in the amount of $60,000.  

In April of 2008 the project was amended to change the completion date from July 2008 to January 31st, 2009.  Before completion of the program is it required that a second public be held.  A report of current and past activities that Umpqua CDC has engaged in and the proposed activities submitted for the grant application was presented to Council.  
The public hearing was opened at 7:30pm.
There was no public input.  

Councilor Otis said he has a concern on how successful the program was.  He feels that the community did not take advantage of the training.  He himself attended one of the meeting sessions and did not feel it was what he needed.    
Mr. Mickey Beach of Umpqua Community Development Corporation spoke.  He said that when they first come into a community normally a survey is distributed to access a need.  The surveys normally generate a 10-20% response.  He said that there had been one session canceled and there may be a way to get another training session over here.  Mr. Beach mentioned collaboration with KCBY television for advertising.  
Councilor Wahl said that she did not know that the advertising that KCBY offered was for Charter Communications customers only.

Shall the City Council adopt a resolution, Identity theft, and assign number 2008-019 as the title? 

The Federal Trade Commission has passed a ruling that all entities that have a risk of identity theft must develop and implement an Identity Theft Prevention Program by November 2008. Criteria for the program must include reasonable policies and procedures for detecting, preventing, and mitigating identity theft.  The City of Reedsport is identified as needing to comply as it sells water and wastewater services.

The plan attached is a model plan developed by the State Rural Water Association and modified to fit the needs for the City of Reedsport.  The plan has been developed with the initial approval from City Council for institution of the program. For implementation, continued development and administration, the City Manager has been designated as the program overseer.

An annual report will be given to Council on the effectiveness of the program and recommendations for program changes as needed.  A training outline is being developed and will be implemented as soon as possible.

In 2001, Resolution 2001-016 was adopted revising the rules and regulations for the use of the Umpqua Discovery Center facilities. 

The Umpqua Discovery Center Steering Committee met on September 16th and discussed revising the Center rules and regulations. Research of use fees from similar facilities was conducted.  In order to recoup a portion of the expense of operating the facility and with the completion of the new exhibits ‘Tidewaters & Time’ and ‘Pathways to Discovery’, the Committee revised a draft Resolution which modifies the rules and regulations for operation of the Discovery Center. The last fee change was in 2001.  
It is recommended that the Council adopt the Resolution revising the Umpqua Discovery Center rules and regulations; and that Resolution number 2008-020 is assigned as the title.

Shall the City Council adopt an Ordinance amending certain provisions of the Reedsport Municipal Code, concerning camping in the City Limits and assign 2008-1093 as the title?  
The City of Reedsport and the Reedsport Police department have been faced with several camping complaints where the current ordinance was not useful, and did not apply to the circumstances.   

Shawn Essex Chief of Police began researching the issues and complaints, and after seeking several other Cities' input, it was learned that the State of Oregon has very clear guidelines that are to be followed concerning this issue.  Because the current city ordinance was not in compliance with this State law, and the police department was not able to resolve the complaints without a new ordinance, it was time to write an ordinance to incorporate the needs of the city for enforcement purposes, and meet the State standards set in Oregon Revised statute 203.079.

This Ordinance will allow officials to better deal with the transient type camping and refuse issues that plague our beautiful coastal community.
