Regular Business:

Council determination of catastrophic emergency of Ranch Road wastewater mainline. (Council Letter 006-131)

City Manager, Rick Hohnbaum presented a briefing on Ranch Road wastewater line problems. 

A Video was shown for Council and Audience. Public Work Superintendent Floyd Dollar 
narrated  the video and explained what they were seeing.  It showed a deteriorated waste water line caused by the Chemical Hydrogen Sulfide.  It is a chemical reaction that causes erosion.  
To address the Ranch Road wastewater situation, city staff is recommending a two phase approach.  
PHASE ONE-Council declare emergency to all for the expedient repair of 2000 feet of 8” wastewater line using an interior sealing process and the resealing of 7 manholes.  The price for this phase should be in the $85,000-$95,000 range.  The city attorney will assist you in determining the required process to declare and emergency for us to get three quotes and proceed immediately with this phase.
PHASE TWO-On the Council agenda for June 5th will be a request for authorization to bid for this project through normal city processes.  This phase will be to repair 25 laterals from the main line to the edge of the right of way and install chemical pump units to the Fern Street pump station to prevent the conditions that have created the chemical reaction that as eaten the waste water pipes in this area.  The costs estimate for this phase is still being looked at by engineers especially as it relates to the chemical pump units but is expected to be in the $225,000 to $250,000 range plus $37,000 if we elect to do an overlay of the street which we just cut up for 25 laterals.  
Mr. Merv Cloe said that Forest Hills Subdivision is older, perhaps a problem exists

there also.

There was some discussion about who was to blame for the situation.  
Mayor Hansen said that it did not matter, that we needed to deal with the situation at hand. 

City Attorney Steve Miller said that to declare an emergency the City needs have a description of the circumstances and be able to describe the anticipated harm if you fail to rectify the situation.

Councilor Bill Otis moved to declare the Ranch wastewater line an emergency based on the numerous aforementioned concerns by the Councilors and to direct City staff to obtain as many valuable quotes from as many venders in a timely manner as long as the project does not exceed $100,000.00.  If it does go over that amount there will be another special meeting of the Council.

Councilor Mike Macho seconded the motion.
