Shall the City authorize issuance of 1-year blanket purchase orders for various purchases during Fiscal Year 2005 / 006? (Council Letter 005-053)
For a number of years, the City has issued a blanket purchase order for tires and accessories and a blanket purchase order for road maintenance materials, based on the fact that most of the purchases are below the amount that requires a formal bid.  In addition, there is a longstanding policy to attempt to purchase locally where possible.  Purchasing locally has realized considerable reduction in the number of delays in obtaining materials as well as additional transportation costs.  Last year nineteen blanket purchase orders were established for fiscal year 2004-005.  The City staff has reviewed other types of purchases that are suited for issuing a blanket purchase order for more efficient operations. Shall the City Council award a personal services contract for computer systems 

maintenance? (Council Letter 005-054)
The City’s computer network system frequently requires the services of a maintenance technician.  That capability is not currently available in the city staff. The rapid changes within the computer industry does not lend itself to keeping a city staff personnel trained for this type of computer support.  It is important to maintain the technician that is familiar with the network systems as providing service to the network systems is not easily performed by the average computer technician.

JBA Computer Service is the company hired by the City of Reedsport to provide support for the network system.  They provide service to all of the City operations with the exception of the Umpqua Discovery Center.  It is important to continue with the same service provider, as the network servers require trained and knowledgeable personnel for quick repairs and updates.  

At the August 2, 2004 Council meeting, a personal service contract was awarded to J.B.A Computer services for the yearly amount of $4,920.  A monthly fee was paid to the computer service company during the fiscal year.   Actual time and number of visits has been tracked for the past year in order to provide comparison information.  If the City had been paying per hour/visit, the total cost would have been $7,445 resulting in a savings of $2,525.  In 2003 / 004 the yearly total paid for computer support was $5,071.   

For fiscal year 2005 / 006, JBA Computer Services proposes a personal service contract for $510 per monthly with a yearly total of $6,120.  The City would be saving money by agreeing to the $510/ month rate and would ensure that the City is the first on JBA Computer Services list for emergency response.  City Attorney Steve Miller has reviewed the contract agreement. (attached)  The Reedsport Municipal Code 2.16.070 (2) exempts personal service contracts from competitive bid. 

If an unforeseen time consuming computer project arises, it would be considered outside the contract amount and would be done per purchase order.

The contract of $510 does not cover weekend emergency calls, but is designed to keep those calls to a minimum.  By providing systematic network maintenance and software upgrades, the emergency calls will be minimized. Mr. James Freshman of J.B.A. Computer Services has provided excellent services during past three fiscal years.  It is recommended that the City Council award a one-year personal services contract for computer systems maintenance to JBA Computer Services.

Regular Business: 

1a. 
Shall the City Council award a contract for street overlay paving on Longwood, Greenwood, 7th Street, and Westmont? (Council Letter 005-052)
For a number of years, the Douglas County Commissioners have granted funds to cities in the county, on a per capita basis, for road and bridge improvements within respective city limits.  This fiscal year Reedsport has requested and will receive $84,350 (4,230 population @ $20) under this program.  These funds are restricted to street and bridge maintenance activities and, it should be noted that the program is not guaranteed to continue into the future.  Also available for street improvements is $25,000 from a Special City Allotment (SCA) grant.

The Reedsport Street Maintenance Plan (in the Capital Improvement Plan) lists all of the streets in Reedsport on a priority basis for overlay.  Listed as 1,2,3, & 4 on the list are Longwood Drive, 7th Street - Fir to Winchester, Greenwood - 9th Street to 10th Street, and Westmont Drive.  

It is proposed that these streets be overlayed using Douglas County Street Maintenance Grant revenue and SCA grant revenue.

A Request for Bids was also published in the newspaper of record. Three qualified bids were received and on Thursday, June 30, 2005, the bids were opened in the presence of Councilor Bill Walker, City Recorder Diane Novak, Public Utilities Superintendent Floyd Dollar and Secretary Caryn Kaufmann. LTM Incorporated, dba: Bracelin-Yeager Excavating & Trucking, Inc. is the lowest qualified bidder, and has the ability to perform the work.  It is recommended that a contract for street overlay paving on Longwood Drive from Hwy. 101 to 3100 Longwood Dr., 7th Street from Fir Avenue to Winchester Avenue, Greenwood Avenue from 9th Street to 10th Street, and Westmont Drive be awarded to LTM Incorporated, dba: Bracelin-Yeager Excavating & Trucking, Inc. in the amount of $92,315.25.

Councilor Washington removed himself from the Council during the discussion of this item due to a conflict of interest, due to his employment with LTM.

Public hearing on the draft Transportation System Plan. (Council Letter 005-055) 
Mayor Jim Hanson opened the public hearing.
Hanson asked if anyone wanted to declare a conflict of interest or ex-parte contact.  None indicated.
Community Services Director Janelle Evans presented the staff report:

On May 24, 2005 the Reedsport City Council and Planning Commission met in a work session to discuss the draft Transportation System Plan.  As a result of that meeting and staff review there were some changes proposed to the plan.  The Consultant has provided these changes in a table form for your review.  They will incorporate these changes and any proposed changes which result from the public hearing into the final version.  The final plan will be submitted for your review and adoption, hopefully at the August Council meeting.

Carl Springer from DKS gave a brief presentation to the public regarding the plan.  He noted that the access standards are approved through the State on State property.  He also said that the TSP only applies to new development.

Councilor Otis said that the interchange at Ranch Road and Hwy. 101 needs to be kept in the plan as a project for future study.

Discussion was held regarding the parking between 18th and 22nd Street.  The plan proposes to have parking only on the west side of the street, with a turn lane down the middle of Hwy. 101.

Mr. Jeff Hartley asked about placing ‘left turn only’ signs between 18th and 22nd Streets on Hwy. 101.

Springer said that the ‘left turn only’ signs usually do not work and it becomes an enforcement issue. 

Mayor Hanson asked if anyone in the audience wanted to speak in favor or against the TSP.  None indicated.

Public Hearing closed.

Springer said that the TSP is a 20 year guideline and can only be implemented when funding is available.

Councilor Otis said that it is important to have projects in the plan that the Council request, so that when funding through ODOT becomes available, then the projects can be funded.  He wants to add the Ranch Road/Hwy. 101 interchange.  
Councilor Otis moved that the City Council approve the draft Transportation System Plan with the changes discussed and bring the final plan to the Council for approval.

Public Hearing for the text amendments to the Comprehensive Plan, Zoning Ordinance, and Subdivision Ordinance for the TSP.
2b.
Shall the City Council adopt the Comprehensive Plan, Zoning and Subdivision Ordinance Text Amendments for the Transportation System Plan? (Council Letter 005-056)
Mayor Hanson opened the Public Hearing.

Hanson asked if any of the Councilors had a conflict of interest or ex-parte contact.  None indicated.
Community Services Director Janelle Evans presented the criteria and staff report.  She said that everyone in the City received a notice of the public hearing and the changes apply to new development or re-development.  She advised of a few changes that were not included in the Council packet.
As part of the implementation for the Transportation System Plan, the City needs to change the transportation element of the Reedsport Comprehensive Plan and the Zoning Ordinance.  The Comprehensive Plan is the guiding documents for the Cities goals and objectives.  It outlines the City’s policies and goals regarding transportation issues.  These policies are incorporated as regulations in the City’s Zoning and Subdivision Ordinances.

On May 24, 2005 the Reedsport City Council and Planning Commission held a joint workshop to review the proposed language changes to the Reedsport Comprehensive Plan, Zoning Ordinance and Subdivision Ordinance.  A few corrections were noted at this meeting and have been incorporated into the amendment.  The Planning Commission held a public hearing on June 28, 2005 regarding the proposed changes.  At the conclusion of the public hearing they voted unanimously to recommend that the City Council approve the amendment to the text for the Comprehensive Plan, Zoning and Subdivision Ordinance.

Councilor Washington said that on Page 50, #5, ‘such evaluations shall be prepared by a professional transportation engineer and paid for by the applicant.’  He would like to have it say a professional engineer or a professional transportation engineer. 
City Attorney Steve Miller recommended that the wording say ‘by a professional engineer or, if required by State regulation, by a professional transportation engineer.’
No public comments from the audience.

Hanson closed the public hearing.
Councilor Washington moved that the City Council approve the tentative draft, as amended, of the proposed amendments to the Reedsport Comprehensive Plan, Subdivision and Zoning Ordinance, and direct staff to bring back in ordinance form for final City Council action.

Shall the City Council authorize the purchase of two police vehicles from the Portland 

Police Bureau? (Council Letter 005-057)
Recently police vehicle Unit #101 began overheating and was taken to the shops for repair. The City mechanic discovered that the head gasket was cracked and based on the condition of the vehicle and mileage (105,000) that repairs were not cost effective. 

We researched available vehicles in agencies throughout Oregon finding a suitable replacement through the Portland Police Bureau. The vehicle is a 1999 Blue Crown Victoria slick top with 55,015 miles for $6,750. It has all of the necessary emergency equipment except a radio which will be transferred from Unit #101. We also found a suitable replacement for a patrol vehicle which is authorized during the 2005-2006 budget cycle. This vehicle is a 1999 White Crown Victoria with 68,765 miles for $5,750 and equipped with all emergency equipment except a radio. These vehicles have been placed in a "hold" status pending our purchase.

There is currently $22,000 allocated in the Capital Improvement fund for vehicle replacement in the Police Department during the 2005-2006 budget cycle. These funds will allow the purchase of these vehicles and $9,500 will remain in Capital Improvement. 

It is recommended that the Council approve this purchase in accordance with Ordinance 81-533-A, Section 3(1).  This allows for the purchase from a public or Federal agency without requiring competitive bids.  It is further recommended that Council approve this purchase at this time as the window of opportunity to make such a purchase will close and it is not known what vehicles will be available at a later date or the condition of such vehicles.

Councilor Washington moved that the City Council approve the purchase of two 1999 Crown Victoria Police Vehicles from the Portland Police Bureau at a cost of $12, 500.

City Manager Pro Tem Bob Gross reported on the following:

Several weeks ago I sent a letter on behalf of the City asking Representative DeFazio and Senator Smith to support dredging funding for the Umpqua River and Salmon Harbor. I have received responses from both indicating their support and work to find such funding. 

We also received a Resolution from Douglas County disagreeing with the recent U.S. Supreme Court ruling on local government’s ability to take private property for the “public good”. The Resolution urges all municipal jurisdictions within the State of Oregon to encourage the Oregon State Legislature to use all means necessary to strengthen the original purpose of the Rights of Eminent domain within the State constitution. 

Douglas County also announced that they will be funding and placing 4 Tsunami Sirens in Western Douglas County. When we checked, those four sirens did not include the City of Reedsport. I have a call into Dan Van Slyke to see if there is any interest in providing funds or partial funding for a siren in Reedsport. The Cost is estimated at $42,000 per siren.

This past Friday, police officers and other members of the community participated in the annual Law Enforcement Torch Run through Reedsport. We also attended the Special Olympics Summer Games handing out medals. As always it was eye opening and very rewarding.
