PRESENTATION:

Highway 38 Bridge Projects

Engineers from Oregon Department of Transportation presented an abbreviated version of  the open house presentation scheduled earlier in the evening.  Went over, in detail, the traffic flow patterns that will occur during construction of five bridges over the next two summers on Oregon Highway 38.

CITIZEN COMMENTS:
This time is reserved for citizens to comment on items that are not on the Agenda.  Maximum of five minutes per item, please.
Connie Baldwin owner of CB Cab and Candace Alexander appeared before the Council to request a reversal of a taxi cab driver permit denial.  
Connie Baldwin said that due to the changes in the Taxi Cab Ordinance Ms. Alexander was denied a taxi cab drivers permit.  She stated that the change was that criminal background checks previously only took in to account the last five years of history whereas the application was changed to take in to account the overall history of the applicant.  

City Manager Rick Hohnbaum advised that the Ordinance did not change and is very clear that it takes in account the applicants complete history.  The only change was that the application only asked the applicant to fill out the last five years of history.  That was deleted from the application to make the intention clearer.   
 Mayor Tymchuk read the appeal process out of the Reedsport Municipal Code book.  
Ms. Alexander will direct a written appeal request to City Recorder and request an appeal.  
Mr. Knox Story, representing the Lower Umpqua Parks and Recreation District addressed the Council with a presentation of the formation of the District and the Budget for running the pool.    The District was formed in 1995 when the school district could not afford to run the swimming pool anymore and were going to shut it down.  Mr. Story stated that the City of Reedsport requested the District to take over the funding of the summer baseball program.  Story stated that this is not in writing, it is a gentleman's agreement.  Story said that the primary purpose of the District is to run and maintain a 50 year old swimming pool and has to continually train and educate a staff of eleven people and that he pursues grants to fund special programs.  The district pursues a grant from Lower Umpqua Hospital to fund the school swim program and manages to fund one half of the expenses.  
Mr. Story said that two thirds of the budget comes from tax dollars and a third is donation and user fees.  The fees are the lowest anywhere and have not had a price increase in ten years.   
Councilor Bill Otis requested a copy of the By Laws and an explanation of how and why the District was formed.  

Mr. Story said that he would provide Councilor Otis with this information.

At the regular Council meeting of March 5, 2007 the City Council conducted a public hearing to consider a Comprehensive Plan Amendment for property owned by Mark Farstvedt etal.  The request was to change the Comprehensive Plan zone designation for a portion of the subject property from Commercial to Residential, rezone approximately 2 acres to Multi Family Residential leaving a 42,111 square foot commercial lot at the south end of the property. The subject property (T21 R12 S34DC TL14000 & 34CD TL200) is comprised of two separate tax lots located immediately north of Les Schwab.

At the conclusion of the public hearing the Council approved the request and directed staff to draft an Ordinance to amend the Reedsport Zoning Map and Comprehensive Plan Map to reflect the changes.  The ordinance has been completed and staff is recommending that the Council adopt the Ordinance.

Mayor Keith Tymchuk opened the Public Hearing.  

Background provided to the City Councilors prior to the meeting.  At the March 5, 2007 Council meeting Tracy Cleverdon of Umpqua CDC gave a presentation to the City Council about the CDBG Block Grant.  At that time the Council gave approval to proceed with the granting process.   The next step in the process is to hold a public hearing to consider input from the community prior to submitting the application.  

Reedsport has seen a steady decline in downtown business activity, and the storefronts have increasing vacancy rates.  With community assets that include a scenic river and developable properties, the CDBG Micro-enterprise funds could provide an opportunity to strengthen efforts to develop new businesses and encourage new business activities.  

Reedsport is not alone in experiencing a declining economy.  In Douglas and Coos Counties, the forest, fishery workers and others have been displaced by companies closing or moving due to the economic downturn.  The unemployment offices help for a while, but without the creation of new jobs, the situation will not improve significantly enough to counteract the economic depression or relieve the financial burden resting on the State of Oregon to supply the unemployment funds.   

Typically the City of Reedsport does not qualify for CDBG project funds as the economic income indicator used by the federal government is not low enough.  If we were eligible there is a limit of having only three CDBG projects open at the same time.  There are no issues with taking up one of the CDBG slots because typically Reedsport is not eligible for most CDBG applications.  According to the Oregon Economic Community Development Department: 

“While Reedsport’s low/mod percentage is (48.9%), this is not an area-wide community facilities project.   This is a community service/limited clientele project.  Each client will be qualified via family wage income, etc., and the project may incorporate other entities as part of a regional program, (so the lead entity's l/m % cutoff is not really applicable).”
 

Umpqua CDC will be responsible to write and administer the grant.  Two public hearings would be held by the City Council and Umpqua CDC will provide to the city a mid term progress report and final report.  Two draws will be executed that will be deposited into the City’s account and Umpqua CDC will invoice the City for the expenses incurred in providing technical assistance to micro-enterprises.  

CDBG funds require a 15% match and Umpqua CDC can provide the matching funds with no additional monetary cost to the city.  

History:

Umpqua CDC provides business training and services to micro-enterprises in these economically depressed areas and has been the service provider performing all of the work outlined in the CDBG applications.  Roseburg, Winston and Elkton City Councils have each volunteered to serve as the lead applicant for Micro-enterprise CDBG funds over the past three years.  Coos and Douglas Counties have agreed each year to form a Regional Micro-enterprise Assistance Program (RMAP) with each of the lead applicants. Umpqua CDC as the service provider has focused the MEDAL Program outreach efforts initially in the lead applicant’s territory before expanding outreach efforts into the other areas of the counties.  
Ms. Emily Wecks was present at the meeting in place of Tracy Cleverdon.  Ms. Wecks said that this hearing was just a matter of answering any questions that the audience or the Council might have and going over some paperwork.  

Mayor Keith Tymchuk asked the audience if there were any questions.  

There were none.

Councilor Stan Washington asked if this grant was to help people get into business or to be trained in business?  

Ms. Wecks said it could be either one, it is for Micro-Enterprise development or sustainability.  The goal is to help 24 entrepreneurs through the entire program in Coos and Douglas Counties to assess business ideas and feasibility.   

There were no other comments for or against applying for the grant.  

Mayor Keith Tymchuk closed the public hearing.  

Tymchuk pointed out some corrections that need to be made in the paperwork. 

Emily said that the paperwork given them was in draft form.  The paperwork she brought with her to be signed has been corrected.

Shall the City Council initiate a vacation of 20’ of Elm Ave and 40’ of East Railroad 
adjacent to Dave Anderson’s property?  
Public Works Administrator Janelle Evans presented the following staff report:

Street vacation procedures are regulated by Oregon Revised Statutes 271.  Under the statute there are two procedures for vacating a street.  A street can be vacated by the submission of a petition to vacate signed by 100% of the abutting property owners and accompanied by notarized consents from 2/3 of the affected property owner or the Council can choose to initiate a street vacation by motion.  If the Council chooses to initiate the vacation by a motion, consent signatures do not need to be obtained.

In 1981 Mr. Anderson purchased his existing property from the City of Reedsport. In order to develop the lot Mr. Anderson requested a vacation for a 20’ strip of Elm Street and a 20’ strip of Railroad Avenue adjacent to his property.  The 20’ strip of Railroad Ave. is located at the west end of the property where Railroad, Winchester and Elm all intersect along with the railroad right of way.  There was some question at the time regarding how wide Railroad Ave. actually was so this portion of the vacation request was removed and Council only approved the vacation of 20’ of Elm.  It was agreed that the issue of Railroad Ave. would be revisited at a later date when more information was gathered.  In the mean time Mr. Anderson could develop his parking lot within the right of way.  

Mr. Anderson recently decided to have a survey of his property done.  The surveyors found that the property lines were not where they actually appeared to be on the site.  Following the angles of the lot it appears that a significant part of the parking lot lies in the Elm Street right of way beyond the vacated 20’ of Elm and in the Railroad Ave. right of way.  

It is staff’s recommendation that the Council assist Mr. Anderson in resolving these issues by initiating a street vacation.  Initiation of the street vacation by Council motion will expedite the street vacation process.  However, it does not eliminate the public hearing or notification procedures.  Therefore, it will not be detrimental to the public process.

Councilor Stan Washington said that it is a matter of cleaning up, at the Public Hearing the map and all of the details will be shown.

Councilor Mike Macho moved that the City Council initiate a street vacation for 20’ of Elm and 40’ of Railroad Avenue and set a public hearing date of May 7, 2007.

Councilor Tonya Wahl seconded the motion.

Report from City Manager on Evaluation of City Prosecutor, Municipal Judge, and 
City Attorney. 

City Manager Rick Hohnbaum gave a brief oral report of the evaluations of the City Prosecutor, Municipal Judge and City Attorney all three of which have contractual agreements with the City of Reedsport.  A common Goal was established for the Municipal Judge and the City Prosecutor and two Goals were developed with the City Attorney.    The written evaluations will be made available to the City Council.

Council Mike Macho asked if it was possible for the evaluations to be viewed by the Council prior to signing?  

Hohnbaum advised that one has already been signed but yes, they could be viewed by the Council prior to signing.

Macho asked if there was input by all department heads.  

Hohnbaum said yes.     
4.
Shall the City Council award a contract to C-More Pipe to rehabilitate the sewer 
main located in the alley behind Fir St.? 

Public Works Superintendent Floyd Dollar presented the following staff report:

The rehabilitation of the sewer main located in the alley behind the 1100 and 1200 block of Fir Avenue was originally included in the Juniper Basin Rehabilitation project.  The project had to be removed when staff discovered that the main line had not been slip lined as shown on the 1980’s rehabilitation plans and that the main line depth is 15 feet.  Council expressed the desire to fix this line and asked staff to explore alternative methods.

Staff has explored the option of using cure in place (CIP) liner for the sewer main and laterals.  It is staff’s opinion that at a minimum the sewer main must be fixed and the ultimate desire would be to have the laterals also fixed with CIP liner.  The companies that would do the lateral repair work are not the same companies that do sewer main rehabilitation.  There are also a number of issues regarding fixing the private laterals that still need to be addressed.  Therefore, the project has been split into to 2 Phases.  Phase 1 would be to line 550’ of 8” concrete sewer pipe using CIP liner and reinstate laterals that are connected to the main.  Phase 2 would be to line 11 laterals with CIP liner from the customer's home to the main line.  

There are only 3 companies that do the cure in place pipe and quotes were requested from all three.  Two of the companies responded.

It is staff’s recommendation that Council award the contract to the low bidder C-More Pipe for $21,450.00.  This is the same company that did the Ranch Rd. sewer main.

City Manager Rick Hohnbaum shared an update from Robin Morgan, Treatment Plant operator.  He said that due to the Juniper Basin Project last summer, the City has not had any overflows during significant water flow events in the Juniper basin. 

Mr. Steve Miller advised the Council that State Legislature is at the halfway mark for this session and he advised that the League of Oregon Cities has a website that posts the topics and results.  Now is the time to start watching the results and updates.

Keith Tymchuk said that Senator Verger was in Reedsport and spoke last week.  Coos Bay is on the verge of receiving a container shipment facility that would employee hundreds.   The advantage of Coos Bay is the fact that they can dredge 51 feet which is what the ships need and they only need to go 7 miles whereas Portland is not allowed to dredge as deep and has to travel more than 100 miles inland.   His message was that this opportunity will benefit all of the South Coast not just Coos Bay.
