Shall the City Council approve AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTIONS OF TITLE 10 LAND USES OF THE REEDSPORT MUNICIPAL CODE TO PROHIBIT OFF PREMISE SIGNS ALONG HIGHWAY 101 & 38? 
On November 27, 2007 the Planning Commission reviewed the text amendment to prohibit off premise advertising signs along Highway 101 & 38.  At the close of the hearing the Planning Commission unanimously voted to recommend approval to the Reedsport City Council.  

The Reedsport City Council approved the Text Amendment at the public hearing on December 3, 2007 and directed staff to draft an Ordinance to amend the sign section of the Reedsport Municipal Code to reflect the change.  The ordinance has been completed and staff is recommending that the Council adopt the Ordinance.  

Approval of text amendments are considered a land use action and are a binding decision on behalf of the City.  A council decision is appealable to the Land Use Board of Appeals.  However, an appeal must be filed with the Land Use Board within 21 days of the decision. No appeals have been filed.

On November 27, 2007 the Planning Commission reviewed the text amendment to conditionally allow multifamily residential uses in the Commercial C2 Zone between Schofield Bridge and 22nd Street.   At the close of the hearing the Planning Commission unanimously voted to recommend approval to the Reedsport City Council.  

The Reedsport City Council approved the Text Amendment at the public hearing on December 3, 2007 and directed staff to draft an Ordinance to amend the zoning section of the Reedsport Municipal Code to reflect the change.  The ordinance has been completed and staff is recommending that the Council adopt the Ordinance.  

Approval of text amendments are considered a land use action and are a binding decision on behalf of the City.  A council decision is appealable to the Land Use Board of Appeals.  However, an appeal must be filed with the Land Use Board within 21 days of the decision. No appeals have been filed.

City Manager’s evaluation.  


With direction from the City Council City Manager Rick Hohnbaum contracted a consulting firm that provided an online peer evaluation exercise.  Various staff and others were asked to complete a confidential online survey that is an essential tool designed to give a better clarity and understanding of skills as a leader. It also evaluates how others see performance with regard to the critical factors required for successful leadership in the person being evaluated.    A twelve page “LeadView Profile Report” was included in the Council Packets.  
Mayor Keith Tymchuk said that it is his suggestion that this tool be used in addition to the normal evaluation process used in the past.  This new process leaves the Council out; they are not part of the survey.  The normal process is almost exclusively Council input and the thought is to combine the two.  

The Council decided that this survey/report would be used along with the normal evaluation process to complete the City Manager evaluation at the February meeting during an executive session.  

City Attorney Steve Miller said that there are guidelines for the evaluation process and this process would need to be added.  

Miscellaneous Items:

(Mayor, Councilors, Student Councilors, City Manager, City Attorney)
Councilor Diane Essig said that at the training event in Newport she was delighted to find out that the building that now houses the City Hall, Police Department and all city services was originally an old school and that it was renovated with Urban Renewal funds along with a huge activity/recreation center.  Their urban renewal project began approximately 20 years ago and the building was renovated approximately 7 years ago as a culmination of the Urban Renewal process.   

Keith Tymchuk felt that the training in Newport was very helpful in defining the Council Goal setting process and he hopes to implement it on Saturday at the Council Goal Setting Session. 

City Manager Rick Hohnbaum said that police officer Newt Skunkcap has submitted his resignation and will be leaving in two weeks.

Hohnbaum said that the City still has a vacancy on the Budget Committee.  This committee meets two weeks from today and it is very important that the committee has an equal number of citizens and Councilors.
