Public Hearing on the Comprehensive Plan Map Amendment request from Mark Farstvedt to change the designation from Commercial to Residential on a portion the property located north of Les Schwab and west of 16th St. (CL007-018)
Mayor Keith Tymchuk opened the public hearing. 

Public Works Administrator Janelle Evens presented the following staff report:

The applicant owns the entire piece of property that lies north of Les Schwab and west of 16th Street.  The property is currently comprised of two separate tax lots.  Tax lot 200 is approximately 1 acre in size and located in the northern portion of the property.  This area and the vacated Hawthorne Street are zoned multi family residential.  The remaining land south of vacated Hawthorne (3.52 acres) is zoned as commercial.

The applicant is requesting to change the zoning for approximately 2.12 acres of the commercially zoned property from commercial  to multi family residential.  In order to change the zoning a Comprehensive Plan Map Amendment must be approved.  The proposed amendment would change the Comprehensive Map designation of the property from commercial to residential.  Approval of the application will allow the development of a 16 lot subdivision.

All Comprehensive Plan amendments require notification to the affected property owners and a public notice in the newspaper of record.  Affected property owners were mailed a notice on January 23, 2007. A notice of the public hearing before the Planning Commission and the City Council was published in the World Newspaper on January 24, 2007.

The Reedsport Planning Commission held a public hearing on February 13, 2007 and took public testimony regarding the proposed amendment.  After carefully considering the public testimony the Planning Commission voted unanimously to recommend approval of the Comprehensive Plan Map Amendment for the subject property. 

The Reedsport Municipal Code, Chapter 10.68, provides for the City Council to conduct a public hearing on the proposed amendment and make the final decision.  

It is recommended that the City Council approve the Comprehensive Plan Map Amendment as submitted and direct City staff to draft an Ordinance amending the City of Reedsport Comprehensive Plan Map and Zoning Map.

Mike Garrett of Scholfield and Associates spoke on behalf of the applicants.   He stated that  because of easements that they were not aware of the applicants have changed the configuration of the subdivision and would like to ask the Council to consider approving either a subdivision or a partition.  

Evans explained the difference to the Council where as a subdivision would have to go to Council for approval but a partition would not.  A partition would be larger lots and not as many and could be done in phases.  

Councilor Mike Macho asked the applicants what type of housing are they planning.  

Mr. Garrett conferred with the applicants and said that since the configuration has changed they will not be able to put as many homes on the property as originally planned.  This means that the remaining homes built would have to be higher quality homes than first planned.  They are thinking of upper middle income accommodations with covenants to govern them.  

Council discussed the problem of not having new affordable living homes built in Reedsport but support growth.

Mr. Ike Launstein spoke in favor of the Comprehensive Plan change on behalf of the Lower Umpqua Economic Development Forum.  

Mr. Mark Bedard also spoke in favor of the change on behalf of the Reedsport/Winchester Bay Chamber of Commerce.  
There were no citizen comments in opposition.  

Mayor Keith Tymchuk closed the public hearing at 7:25pm.

Shall the City Council adopt A RESOLUTION SETTING BUILDING, ELECTRICAL, 
MECHANICAL, AND PLUMBING PERMIT AND INSPECTION FEES FOR THE 
CITY OF REEDSPORT. (CL007-021)

On October 2, 2006 the Reedsport City Council held a public hearing on increasing the plumbing, mechanical and building permit fees.  At the conclusion of the hearing the Council voted to table the issue and have staff conduct additional research regarding other potential service providers.

Staff completed the additional work and presented the results at a work session held 

on February 5, 2007.  It was decided that, based on the information presented at the work session, continuing the program with The Building Department, LLC is the best option.  Therefore, the original issue of establishing new fees for plumbing, mechanical and building permits has been placed on the agenda.  These fees are established by a resolution and a new resolution has been prepared for the Council to consider.

Since there are new members on the Council I have included in your packet a copy of the original Council letter explaining the fee increase, minutes from the public hearing on October 5, 2006, the current fee schedule and the proposed fee schedule.  The new fee structure has simplified the plumbing and mechanical permits.  The overall increase for a building permit to construct a $220,000.00 house would be a total of $88.00.

Charlcie Kaylor, Building Official for TBD was present at the meeting to explain the changes and answer questions.  
Mayor Tymchuk asked if other building departments use this new fee structure.  

Ms. Charlcie Kaylor said that there are 12 other departments that have already adopted this fee structure.  

Councilor Bill Otis thanked Ms. Kaylor for being available to answer questions regarding the fee schedule changes over the last several months.

5.
Shall the City Council authorize staff to apply for a Micro-Economic Community Development grant? (CL007-022)

Reedsport has seen a steady decline in downtown business activity, and the storefronts have increasing vacancy rates.  With community assets that include a scenic river and developable properties, the CDBG Micro-enterprise funds could provide an opportunity to strengthen efforts to develop new businesses and encourage new business activities.  

Reedsport is not alone in experiencing a declining economy.  In Douglas and Coos Counties, the forest, fishery workers and others have been displaced by companies closing or moving due to the economic downturn.  The unemployment offices help for a while, but without the creation of new jobs, the situation will not improve significantly enough to counteract the economic depression or relieve the financial burden resting on the State of Oregon to supply the unemployment funds.   

Typically the City of Reedsport does not qualify for CDBG project funds as the economic income indicator used by the federal government is not low enough.  If we were eligible there is a limit of having only three CDBG projects open at the same time.  There are no issues with taking up one of the CDBG slots because typically Reedsport is not eligible for most CDBG applications.  According to the Oregon Economic Community Development Department: 

“While Reedsport’s low/mod percentage is (48.9%), this is not an area-wide community facilities project.   This is a community service/limited clientele project.  Each client will be qualified via family wage income, etc., and the project may incorporate other entities as part of a regional program, (so the lead entity's l/m % cutoff is not really applicable).”
 

Umpqua CDC will be responsible to write and administer the grant.  Two public hearings would be held by the City Council and Umpqua CDC will provide to the city a mid term progress report and final report.  Two draws will be executed that will be deposited into the City’s account and Umpqua CDC will invoice the City for the expenses incurred in providing technical assistance to micro-enterprises.  

CDBG funds require a 15% match and Umpqua CDC can provide the matching funds with no additional monetary cost to the city.  

History:

Umpqua CDC provides business training and services to micro-enterprises in these economically depressed areas and has been the service provider performing all of the work outlined in the CDBG applications.  Roseburg, Winston and Elkton City Councils have each volunteered to serve as the lead applicant for Micro-enterprise CDBG funds over the past three years.  Coos and Douglas Counties have agreed each year to form a Regional Micro-enterprise Assistance Program (RMAP) with each of the lead applicants. Umpqua CDC as the service provider has focused the MEDAL Program outreach efforts initially in the lead applicant’s territory before expanding outreach efforts into the other areas of the counties.  

Tracy Cleverdon of the Umpqua CDC gave a brief overview of the grant application process and steps involved.  Cleverdon said that there is staff time involved and wants to make sure that the Council understands this.  Approximately 12 hours a month.  There will be a public hearing required prior to the Grant application. 
Councilor Tonya Wahl moved that the City Council authorize City Staff to apply for a Micro-Enterprise Community Development Block Grant.
