Mr. Larry Meyer, 2149 Elm, said that he is interested in the criminal activity in the area and that the bulletin at the Reedsport Police Department should be readily available to the public without getting hassled.
Police Chief Bob Gross said that the bulletin is available to the public and faxed to the media every morning.  The information is posted in the Coffee Break and Umpqua Post.  Suspects and witnesses are not listed, only those that have been arrested of a crime.

Mr. Dennis Swartz said that the same addresses appear in the police activity section of the Coffee Break and the police only counsel the subjects.  More revenue could be generated by more arrests.

Shall the City Council award a contract for a commercial fueling service? (Council Letter 
004-062)
In 1990 the State of Oregon mandated that all subterranean fuel storage tanks be rehabilitated and new permits be obtained.    At that time the City of Reedsport purchased bulk gasoline and diesel fuel for storage in subterranean tanks and subsequent usage by city vehicles.  The decision was made then to cease this method of operating and purchase fuels for city vehicles direct from a commercial fueling service.

Over the years the City of Reedsport has obtained good service from the commercial fuel providers at noticeable monetary savings.  The Council has expressed a desire to competitively bid the commercial fueling service contract on a two-year basis.

A Request For Bid (RFB) was drafted and advertised in the local media, with a bid opening of 2:00 p.m. on September 7th.  Both local commercial fuelling services were provided with the RFB.  Two bids have been received.  At 2:00 p.m. on Tuesday, September 7th, Councilor Mike Macho, City Manager Pro Tem Bob Gross, Community Services Director Janelle Evans, City Recorder Diane Novak, and Public Services Director Dan Welch were present at the bid opening.  The results of the bid opening are as follows:

Regular Business:

Receive annual report from the Reedsport/Winchester Bay Chamber of Commerce on expenditure of transient room tax funds.  (Council Letter 004-064)
The City of Reedsport has entered into an agreement with the Reedsport / Winchester Bay Chamber of Commerce which provides for the expenditure of transient room tax funds for promotion of the area.  The agreement, last amended in April 1999, provides that within 90 days of the end of the Chamber fiscal year (June 30th) the Chamber will make an annual report to the City Council which outlines the expenditure of the funds as well as future budgeting plans for the promotion program.  The report presents an accounting of receipts and expenditures involving the Chamber's obligations under the agreement with the City, and a program report for future budget purposes detailing performance accomplishments, suggestions and any problems occurring under the agreement to this point in time.

Ms. Nancie Hammond, Chair of the Chamber of Commerce, presented the annual report from the Reedsport / Winchester Bay Chamber of Commerce on expenditures of the transient room tax funds.  The Chamber is in the process of changing to a calendar year and are currently working off of a six month budget, with income projected to be $75,000.  Advertising will be changing from having an ad for each event to a monthly ad, which would notify of all upcoming events.   Co-op ads are also being sold to local merchants.
2.
Shall the City Council declare an emergency and authorize the immediate permanent repair of the wastewater line under the Scholfield? (Council Letter 004-065)
On August 1, 2004 the sewer main under the Schofield Creek broke and discharged raw sewage into the Creek.  A temporary repair was completed on August 3, 2004 by placing a band around the pipe.  However, while the divers were installing the band they noticed other sections of the pipe that have corrosive blisters which appear to be ready to break. 

In order to appropriately assess the situation staff had C-More Pipe Services video the line.  The video revealed that the line is in need of immediate repair or replacement.  Since this is the main line which serves all of the upper portion of Reedsport it is imperative that a permanent repair is done soon.  

Staff has met with the City Engineer, Steve Majors and reviewed three options, pipe bursting, directional drilling and cure in place pipe.  Based on Steve’s recommendation and an analysis of the options, it appears that the cure in place pipe is the preferred option.  The cost of the cure in place pipe is significantly less than the other two methods, can be accomplished quicker and will yield the best results.  

The only two companies that do the cure in place pipe are C-More Pipes and Gelco Pipe Services.  Staff contacted both companies on August 20, 2004 for a job quote.  C-More Pipes has submitted a quote of  approximately $40,000.00 and Gelco Pipe Services informed us that they could not possibly do the work before January 2005.

Section 2.16.090 of the Reedsport Municipal Ordinance grants Council authority to exempt a contract from the competitive bid process if they determine emergency conditions require prompt execution of the contract.  Based on the information that we received from Gelco Pipe Services it appears the competitive bid process would just delay the project.  Typically it take 30 to 40 days to complete a bid process.

Staff recommends that the Council declare an emergency and authorize the Mayor to execute a contract with C-More Pipe for not more than $40,000.00 (Wastewater Improvement Fund).  

Public Utilities Superintendent Floyd Dollar presented a video of the leak and condition of the wastewater pipe under the Scholfield River.  
Mr. Steve Majors discussed the different options for repair or replacement of the wastewater line, noting that replacement with directional drill would cost between $250 - $300 a lineal foot (or $1,000,000).  The cure in place option would cost $95 a foot (or $38,000).  The pipe would need to be cleaned out, epoxy added,  then the new lining slip lined and heated to adhere to the original pipe.  This process would increase the life of the pipe for 80 to 100 years.

Councilor Macho moved that the City Council declare an emergency and authorize the Mayor to execute a contract with C-More Pipe for not more than $40,000.00.

Shall the City Council authorize the purchase of a police vehicle from Salt Lake County, 

Utah and adopt Resolution 2004-012 authorizing a budget revision? (Council Letter 004-
066)
On Sunday August 16, 2004 police unit #111 suffered an engine compartment fire that created a total loss on the vehicle. The insurance payout on the vehicle was $3,300. Efforts to find a suitable replacement vehicle from other law enforcement agencies in Oregon were not fruitful. The City Police Department needs to replace this patrol vehicle.  Unit #103 mileage is over 107,000 and Unit #108 mileage is over 101,000. Units #101 and  #110 have mileage approaching 100,000 miles and  #109 has mileage in excess of 90,000. Unit #112 purchased in 2003 is the only unit with mileage under 50,000 miles.  

Mr. Kenny Woods of the Salt Lake County, Utah, Sheriff's Department has been contacted regarding availability of used police vehicles.  Mr. Woods advised that a 2003 Ford Crown Victoria police vehicle equipped with all the emergency lights and sirens is available for purchase.  The mileage on the vehicle is 17,000 miles.  The price of the vehicle is $19,900.  Transportation of the vehicle to Reedsport would cost an additional $400.  The vehicle has been placed in a "hold" status pending our purchase.

Using the $3,300 in insurance money and $16,600 of the $20,000 Capital Improvement Contingency Funds will provide the funds necessary to purchase the vehicle. Transportation costs ($400) and re-striping costs will come from the Police Department Vehicle Maintenance Budget.

It is recommended that the Council approve this purchase in accordance with Ordinance 81-533-A, Section 3(1).  This allows for the purchase from a public or Federal agency without requiring competitive bids.  It is further recommended that Council approve this purchase at this time as the window of opportunity to make such a purchase will close and it is not known what vehicles will be available at a later date or the condition of such vehicles.

Councilor Macho moved that the City Council approve the purchase of a used 2003 Ford police vehicle from the Salt Lake County Sheriff's Department and adopt Resolution 2004-012 authorizing a budget revision.

Shall the City Council begin the process for reviewing the Reedsport City Charter? 

(Council Letter 004-067)
In June, 1995 the Council began the process to review the Reedsport City Charter with an eye toward revising it. In November of that year the Charter Review Committee was formed. The committee consisted of three City Councilors and 9 citizens at large, with staff support from the City Attorney, City Recorder and City Manager. On August 5, 1996, the Council adopted Ordinance 96-753 establishing a City Charter Revision Election and on November 5, 1996 the Charter was revised by a majority vote of the citizens of Reedsport.

On February 26, 2001 the issue of establishing Reedsport Charter Review Committee was again brought before Council. After community input and Council discussion a motion was made to decline establishing a committee and passed on a 5 to 2 vote.

There appears to be a desire to consider revisions to the current Reedsport City Charter and this item is presented for your consideration. 

Mr. Dennis Swartz suggested that if the Charter was to be reviewed, then he would like to have the Municipal Judge be an elected position.

Councilor Williams said that there are several issues that need to be addressed in the Charter.

It was the consensus of the Council to establish a Reedsport Charter Review Committee with applications to be received by November 24th and appointments made at the December 6th Council meeting.
5.
Shall the City Council accept a Coastal Management Grant from Department of Land 

Conservation and Development?  (Council Letter 004-061)
Annually the Federal Government allocates money to the Oregon Department of Land Conservation and Development (DLCD) to implement Coastal Planning.  A portion of that money is passed on to the local jurisdictions to fund activities necessary to implement certain provisions of their comprehensive plans and to address coastal goals and issues.

This grant requires a 100% match which can be in kind services provided as part of our required land use planning activities.

It is recommended that the City Council accept a Coastal Planning Grant from the Oregon Department of Land Conservation and Development in the amount of $5,000; and authorize the Mayor to sign the grant agreement on behalf of the City. 

Councilor Williams wanted clarification of what the $5,000 would be used for and since Community Services Director Janelle Evans was not present at the meeting, the Council moved this item to the September 20th Council meeting.
6.
Shall the City Council adopt City Council Goals and Objectives - 2004? (Council Letter 

004-063)
The City Council held a joint Council/Staff Goal Setting Retreat on June 16, 2004.  As a result of the retreat, staff drafted tentative 2004 City of Reedsport, City Council Goals and Objectives. The final draft has been presented to the City Council for review and adoption.

Councilor Hash requested a correction be made to Item 6E – “Actively pursue ordinance enforcement and nuisance abatement enforcement using local ordinances.”

Councilor Hash moved that the City Council adopt the 2004 City Council Goals and Objectives as amended.

Miscellaneous Items:

(Mayor, Councilors, Student Councilors, City Manager, City Attorney)

Councilor Hash advised that the National Night Out was a success.
Councilor Williams requested clarification of the new 20 mph school speed law.

City Manager Pro Tem Bob Gross advised that the new law requires 20 mph ‘at all times’ in the Reedsport school zones.  The new law will be fixed by the legislature next year.  Police will enforce the spirit of the law (to keep kids safe), not the letter of the law.   

Gross reported on the following:

-
On Sunday, August 1st, a leak was discovered in the wastewater line next to Schofield Creek. While repairing that leak on Monday morning a larger leak was discovered to the line running under the river.  The leak was repaired at 11:40 a.m. on Tuesday, August 3rd. All proper parties were notified and DEQ was present throughout much of the repair process. Shell fishing was closed until 8 am on Friday, August 6th. Total cost of repairs was approx. $4,000. The long term solution was discussed here earlier tonight.

-
Installation of outside gutters to the library and replacement of the roof was completed in August.
-
The street overlays were completed a day early and Dan and his crew repainted downtown parking areas, as well as the crosswalks in preparation for the start of the school year.
-
On Sunday, August 8th, officers were on a disturbance call on Crestview Drive when they noticed smoke coming from under the hood of Sgt. Jones' vehicle. By the time the fire department arrived, pried open the hood, and put out the fire, the entire engine department was destroyed. We are working with the insurance company and replacement of the vehicle was discussed earlier this evening

-
City staff had three meetings during the month of August on the Master Heights project. Meetings have included Jim Berg (the realtor) presenting a conceptual drawing of the proposed project which is in three phases. The size of the lots are much bigger that the earlier proposal reducing the traffic on 20th, which will be the entrance to the development. It is still early in the process, but the County is interested in helping with the infrastructure. At this point the realtor is meeting with the owner in England to explain what has been done so far and determine if he wishes to continue discussions about developing the property. Both Lower Umpqua Hospital and the City of Reedsport sent letters of encouragement to continue discussions for development.
-
City staff are currently negotiating a Franchise Agreement with Charter Cable and negotiating a new lease with the Forest Service for the Dunes NRA facility. So far both are progressing fine.

-
Staff developed a new Citizen Concern Form. The form will help us respond to and better track the various concerns expressed by citizens.
-
Bob Gross attended the Fall Oregon Chief of Police Conference in Eugene on September 8th and 9th and Janelle Evans is attending the Oregon Planner Conference in Eugene September 13th and 14th.
