That is a positive.  She also said that next year the City will have the need for a Single Audit which is a much more in depth audit. In the Mayor’s absence from a Council meeting, the president shall preside.  Whenever the Mayor is unable to perform the functions of his office, the president shall act as Mayor, shall have all the powers of the Mayor, including the authority to co-sign all orders on the treasury with the City Recorder.”

Councilor Bill Otis was the immediate past President of the Council. 

Chapter IV, Section 17 of the City of Reedsport Charter of 2006 provides the following:

"..... Whenever the Mayor is unable to perform the functions of the office, the president shall act as Mayor, shall have all the powers of the Mayor, including the authority to co-sign all orders on the treasury with the City Recorder.


Whenever the Council shall find a need to authorize a member of the Council to act as Mayor in the absence of the Mayor and the president of the Council, it may by motion authorize one additional member in addition to the Mayor and the president to act as Mayor, to have all the powers of the Mayor, including the authority to co-sign all orders on the treasury with the City Recorder, so long as the motion specifies a definite, fixed time period during which the authority is to continue."

 Alternate President of the Council has been vacant since the resignation of Councilor Stan Washington, April 12, 2008.

Shall the City Council adopt A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING RATES FOR NEW SERVICES FOR THE COLLECTION AND DISPOSITION OF SOLID WASTE IN THE CITY OF REEDSPORT, and assign 2009-001 as the title? 

Currently Southern Oregon Sanitation Inc. holds the exclusive franchise for solid waste collection and disposal within the City of Reedsport.  In July Mr. Pat Fahey came to the Council during a work session to discuss the possibility of automation of the Reedsport area sanitation system.  At that time Mr. Fahey indicated that there was a possibility of discontinuing the single container service and providing a larger container with fewer pickups.  This was suggested due the windy conditions in the Reedsport area.  Since that time SOS has decided to continue the single container service and to add more services than were previously provided. 

Ordinance 79-562 specifies the terms of the franchise and provides that rate amendments will be accomplished by Resolution.  Southern Oregon Sanitation Inc. has requested an adjustment to the current rate structure.  The majority of the service rates are the same.  

The current rate began on June 1, 2004.  A copy of the current rate structure is attached for comparison.  

Resolution 2009-001 has been drafted providing for the requested rate adjustment.

It is recommended that the Council adopt a Resolution providing for an adjustment in the solid waste collection and disposal rate, and that Resolution 2009-001 is assigned as the title.

Through the years reduced staffing level changes have occurred in the operation at City Hall, but the hours open to the public have remained the same. Staff is finding it increasingly difficult to institute the required training sessions, conduct staff meetings and incorporate the increase in work load due to the lower staffing levels.  

At a Council work session on December 1st, 2008, staff approached Council regarding closure of the City Hall office for an hour to hour and half on a predetermined day each month.  After discussion, Council requested staff to bring this item to the attention of the general public and have discussion in a public meeting.  Council suggested City Hall change hours of operation from 8:00 am to 5:00 pm to a new schedule of 9:00 am to 5:00 pm on a daily basis to allow for required trainings and staff meetings to occur.  It was general consensus that a consistent change of hours would be for the benefit of the public.  An infrequent closure of City Hall would be frustrating to the general public as it would not be on a consistent schedule and would not necessarily be remembered prior to arriving at City Hall on business. 

It was the desire of Council and staff for the public to have opportunity to voice concerns or comments regarding the change of open hours of operation for City Hall.

Finance Officer Vera Koch presented the following staff report:

Budget changes are required when unforeseen operations occur during the fiscal year requiring adjustments to be made to the current Fiscal Year Budget.  A Resolution has been drafted which provides for such changes in the form of a Supplemental Budget.

The following information is provided regarding the recommended adjustments.  These adjustments were not anticipated at the time of adopting the FY 2008 / 009 budget.  None of the recommended adjustments increase the property tax levy.  

This budget adjustment affects pages 47, 48, 53, 89, 99, 113, 189, 199, 223, 224 of the current Adopted Budget for Fiscal Year 2008 / 009.

General Fund (001) change explanations:

Revenue 

Add new revenue source:  Comspan Franchise of $1,000.  

Add revenue source:  Car Seat Safety Fund of $1,200.  Funds derived from seat belt safety class.

Increase miscellaneous line item by $1,800.  Reimbursement for efficient lighting upgrade at Turner Fire Hall. 

Add revenue source:  C Giles Hunt Grant of $2,200.  Grant received for police department volunteers.

Increase grants/donations:  Increase by $60,000.  Community Block Grant  


General Fund Expenditures:

· Increase City Council departmental Unit 001-100 by $1,850.  Conference expenses have exceeded the budgeted amount of $1,600.  The income derived from ComSpan franchise will help to offset this expenditure as well as a reduction of the non-capital expense line item 0001-110-615620 from the non departmental unit.

· Increase Non Departmental unit line item Miscellaneous Grants/Donations by $60,000.  The City has agreed to process a Community Block Grant for Umpqua CDC.  At budget preparation time last spring, it was believed this grant would come to completion during that year.  However, it did not and needs to be added to the current budget.

· The heating and ventilation units in the Community Building, and City Hall unexpectedly failed this summer. At the September 2008 Council meeting, Council agreed to reduce contingency by $8,000 to cover costs for the repair of City building heating systems.  

· The $8,000 is added to General Fund transfer to General Fund Capital Improvements Fund 025.

· Police volunteer supplies line item has been increased by $2,200 to allow expenditure of the C Giles Grant received for the purposes of outfitting the volunteers.

· Car Seat Safety supply line item has been added to allow expenditure for purchase of child car seats.  The car seats are supplied to individuals meeting the criteria as outlined by court policy.

· An increase of $1,800 to Fire Departmental building maintenance line item was included due to the opportunity of upgrading the lighting at the Zack Turner Fire Hall.  A large portion of the upgrade cost is being reimbursed through Central Lincoln PUD and private party purchase of energy credits.

Dunes NRA Lease Fund (016) change explanations:

· The City completed the budgeted window replacement project at the Dunes NRA building as per requested from the United States Forest Service.  The cost of the project was greater than budgeted in capital outlay line item.  This is just a housekeeping item of reallocating an additional $1,235 to capital outlay while reducing Materials & Services by the same amount.

Library Renovation Fund (018) change explanations:

· As budgeted, the City replaced the Heating and Ventilation system at the Library and repaired and replaced roofing at the Library.  The City had awarded the bid for the Heating system but the electrical portion was unknown until the system was actually installed.  Staff had made a cost estimate for the electrical portion from information received from an electrical firm.  At the time of install, the City had to hire a different electrical company and the installation cost was much higher than anticipated.  An additional $4,765 was needed to pay for the project.

General Capital Improvement Fund (025) change explanations:

· In September, City Staff advised Council that the Heating and Ventilation systems in City Hall and the Community Building had failed.  Council agreed to transfer $8,000 from contingency to building improvements in Fund 025, General Capital Improvement Fund.  

· Due to the underestimate for the library HVAC system replacement, $4,765 of the $8,000 is being included as a transfer to the library in the Capital Improvement fund. 

· An additional $5,885 is added to Public Safety to allow for the expenditure of the generator for emergency management at the Turner Fire Hall. 

· An increase of $5,885 was included in revenue line item for miscellaneous.  This amount is due the City from Douglas County for the funding of the emergency management generator.

Shall the City Council adopt AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CERTAIN PROVISIONS OF THE REEDSPORT MUNICIPAL CODE, CLARIFYING THE LOCATION OF WATER METERS AND RESPONSIBILITES FOR MAINTENANCE; assign 2009-1094 as the title? 

Public Works Administrator Janelle Evans gave the following report:

In the past several years the number of water meters requested by customers has increased drastically.  As the staff attempts to install these meters they have encountered some problems.  Under the current policy the City will install the meter within the right of way at the shut off location and bill the customer for time and materials.  However, recently staff has discovered instances where the shut off is not accessible or there is more than one house on the line.  In these cases the only way to meter the house is to locate the meter on private property.  The current ordinance does not allow for the installation of meters on private property.

Staff is proposing to amend the ordinance to provide for the installation of meters on private property through an application process and establish rules for the installation.  Since the Oregon Plumbing code does not allow the City to work on private property all installations would need to be done by a licensed plumber.  The property owner would be responsible for the cost of installation and hiring the plumber.  
Councilor Wahl asked what happens when the City of Reedsport reaches a point mandating meters to be installed.  

Evans said that at that point it will be a large project and the City will hire a licensed plumber to complete it.  The Municipal Code would need to be revised then also because currently the meters can't be installed on private property but if this proposed Ordinance is passed they will be allowed.  There is no guarantee that the City is not going to require homeowners to pay for the installation and meter costs.  
Councilor Otis expressed his concern about the lack of plumbers in the City of Reedsport and the high cost of installation by a licensed plumber.  
 
Councilor Bill Otis moved that the City Council table this issue and direct city staff to conduct additional research and contact The Building Department asking for a variance for city workers to install water meters on private property.
