(Council Letter 004-

ORS 221.760 provides that cities located within a county having more than 100,000 inhabitants, according to the most recent decennial census (2000), must provide four or more of the following municipal services in order to be eligible to receive state revenue sharing funds:

1.  Police protection,

2.  Fire protection,

3.  Street construction, maintenance, and lighting,

4.  Sanitary sewers,

5.  Storm sewers,

6.  Planning, zoning, and subdivision control,

7.  One or more utility services.

The Oregon Department of Administrative Services (DAS), Office of Business Administration (OBA) has advised (see attached) that Douglas County now has more than 100,000 residents and that municipalities desiring to receive state revenue sharing funds must certify that at least four municipal services are provided.

It is recommended that the City Council adopt a Resolution certifying provision of municipal services, in order to establish eligibility to receive state revenue funds for the fiscal year 2004 / 005; and assign Resolution 2004-004 as the title.

Inventory? 
(Council Letter 004-029)
The driving force behind the “Needs and Issues Inventory” for 2004 is the Oregon Economic and Community Development (OECD) Department.  OECD is active in promoting development in Oregon and plays a significant role in assisting Oregon communities to gain access to the technical assistance and financing needed to accomplish strategic and coordinated community development.  

In the past, this list has been a wish list with as many as 25 projects listed.  Due to the limited funding available OECD has asked everyone to limit their list to projects that will be ready to go within the next 2 to 4 years.  Therefore, the City’s list this year is significantly shorter than last years list.

Although the Needs and Issues Inventory process is not an application for financial assistance, and participation does not in any way guarantee funding, it does provide a mechanism to get projects placed on a statewide recognized regional listing that funding agencies use to make award decisions.  The Needs and Issues Inventory is reviewed by key sources (agencies & staffs) of grant and low-interest loan funding on an ongoing basis each year.  

It is recommended the City Council adopt a City of Reedsport Needs and Issues 2004 Inventory.

Shall the City Council adopt a Resolution electing to receive state revenue sharing funds 
in Fiscal Year 2004 / 005? (Council Letter 004-031)
In order to receive state revenues apportioned among cities within the state, the City Council is required by Oregon Revised Statutes (ORS) to establish a process for annually electing to receive the distributions.  At the regular City Council meeting of May 21, 2001, the Council adopted Ordinance 2001-1022 establishing a process for electing to receive annual state revenue distributions.  The Ordinance provides for hearings before the Budget Committee and the City Council to consider possible uses of state revenue sharing distributions, including offset against property tax levies by the City.  The Ordinance also provides for adoption of a Resolution certifying the process and that the City has levied a property tax for the year preceding the year in which revenue sharing is due to occur.

The proposed Fiscal Year 2004 / 005 operating budget includes the following state collected and distributed revenues, as an offset against property tax levies by the City:

Shall the City Council adopt a Resolution revising the solid waste collection rates? 

(Council Letter 004-032)
Horning Brothers Sanitary Service holds the exclusive franchise for solid waste collection and disposal within the City of Reedsport.  Ordinance 79-562 (attached) specifies the terms of the franchise and provides that rate amendments will be accomplished by Resolution.  The Horning Brothers Sanitary Serviced has requested (letter dated April 19, 2004 attached), has requested an increase to the rate structure.

The current rate increase began on January 1, 2001.  A copy of the current rate structure is attached.  This rate increase was approved to cover increased overhead costs, including fuel costs that had risen 49% since the last rate increase.  The previous rate increase had occurred in 1998.

Resolution 2004-006 (attached) has been drafted providing for the requested rate increase.

It is recommended that the Council adopt a Resolution providing for an increase in the solid waste collection and disposal rate, and that Resolution 2004-006 be assigned as the title.

Miscellaneous Items:

City Manager Pro Tem Jay Cable reported on the following:
Dan Welch and I met with  Don Large of the Forest Service regarding the Dunes NRA building.  The real purpose of the meeting was to make sure that lines of communication remained open concerning the building and its maintenance.  The Forest Service is considering staffing changes in their offices in Florence and Waldport.  The only change being considered for Reedsport is the possibility of up to 5 additional personnel.  The building contract comes due in August.   
The City again had 2 surplus docks which were put up for bid.  Four people submitted sealed bids which were opened on April 21st.    

Even with the torrential downpours we have experienced lately (mid April) still have experienced no washouts at the wastewater treatment plant.  We have come a long way towards correcting our collection system.

The City of Reedsport has again been named Tree City USA.  There were a record number of Tree City USA communities this year demonstrating a growing level of dedication and care for our urban forests.  Tree City USA is sponsored in cooperation with the National Association of State Foresters and the USDA Forest Service.

The water department is working very hard to drain, clean and inspect our water reservoirs.  This is a process that should be done as often as annually.  The Gardiner reservoir was done last week.  Records indicate that this may be the first time it has been cleaned.

Police Chief Bob Gross announced that the Police Department has received several grants in the last few weeks.  Dunes Family Trust $750.00 for bike helmets and bicycle rodeo, ODOT $1,750 for safety seats and bike helmets, and Homeland Security Grant $27,208 for 8 portable radios.  The Douglas County Homeland Security Grant received $500,000 which will provide the City of Reedsport with infrastructure improvements in the radio system, wireless transmission, and the same records management system throughout Douglas County.
