Chapter IV, Section 18 of the City of Reedsport Charter of 1996 provides the following:

"..... Whenever the Mayor is unable to perform the functions of his office, the president shall preside.  Whenever the Mayor is unable to perform the functions of his office, the president shall act as Mayor, shall have all the powers of the Mayor, including the authority to co-sign all orders on the treasury with the City Recorder.

Whenever the Council shall find a need to authorize a member of the Council to act as Mayor in the absence of the Mayor and the president of the Council, it may by motion authorize one additional member in addition to the Mayor and the president to act as Mayor, to have all the powers of the Mayor, including the authority to co-sign all orders on the treasury with the City Recorder, so long as the motion specifies a definite, fixed time period during which the authority is to continue."

At the regular City Council meeting of January 7, 2002, the Council adopted Resolution 002-001 designating Councilor Jim Wells as the Alternate Council President to serve until January 6, 2003.

A Resolution has been drafted outlining the duties of the Alternate Council President, and designating a term of appointment to commence on January 6, 2003 until January 5, 2004 when a new Alternate Council President will be designated.

It is recommended that the Council adopt a Resolution designating an Alternate Council President for the period January 6, 2003 until January 5, 2004; and that Resolution number 003-001 be assigned as the title.

This item was taken care of in Item #1 above.

Shall the City Council adopt the modified Lions Park master plan? (Council Letter 003-008)

Over the years, there has been a great deal of discussion about the highest and best use of Lions Park.  Some have suggested selling the land for commercial purposes and using the proceeds to fund other park operations in the City.  Discussions held in 1984 centered around the need for a plan for the park and a tentative layout was created at that time.  In 1987 the Playground Equipment for Preschoolers (PEP) Committee produced a Master Plan for Lions Park that was adopted by the City Council and essentially implemented.

Part of the Master Plan called for a tennis court to be constructed.  That area of Lions Park was later changed to permit use as a skateboard facility.  In 1993 the skateboard facility was removed to permit construction of a basketball court in an effort to encourage the youth of the community to play in the park rather than in the streets.

In 1997 a Lions Park Task Force was formed to respond to concerns of neighboring citizens about the vandalism and other activity in the Park.  The Task Force suggested a number of modifications to the Lions Park Master Plan in order to make the park more of passive recreation venue for community gatherings.  During the Task Force deliberations, a citizen survey was conducted with the resulting suggestions for the use of the park being delivered to the City Council.  A portion of the survey listed various projects suggested for implementation by the citizens responding.  Of the list of projects, a skateboard facility was listed as the lowest priority at Lions Park.

In 1998 the Lions Park Task Force recommended modifications to the Master Plan.  The Council was reluctant to modify the Plan until complete construction and maintenance costs could be identified.  The Council did pass a motion of support for the Task Force to continue to prepare a plan with appropriate cost estimates for any construction, alteration and on-going maintenance costs, as well as sources of funding.  The Lions Park Task Force was disbanded when the sunset clause of the establishing Resolution took effect in December 1999.  Thus, the Lions Park Master Plan has, essentially, not been modified since 1987.

At the regular City Council meeting of December 16th the Council elected to modify the Lions Park Master Plan to include a skateboard park within the boundaries of the Park.  A proposed modification to the Lions Park Master Plan has been drafted for Council consideration.

It is recommended that the City Council adopt the modified Lions Park Master Plan.

Discussion was held.

Larry Meyer, 2149 Elm Avenue, advised the Council that a skateboard park in Paradise, California had to be shut down after three (3) years due to drug dealing even though it was well engineered and lighted.  He suggested that someone be delegated to keep a close eye on the park and that maybe the City contact Paradise officials to get their opinions on the subject.    He also asked about the pavilion that had been proposed at Lions Park and what had become of that proposal.

Councilor Hash advised that the committee disbanded and it didn’t go any further, but that it was never turned down.

Matt Smart, 345 Bittersweet Ct., advised that he lived in California and worked in law enforcement and that the County where the skateboard park was built was a drug infested community prior to any skateboard parks being constructed.   He further stated that to say that the drug problem moved in after the skateboard park was constructed would be incorrect.   

Jim Wells, 890 View St., stated that he was on the Lions Park Committee and the problem with the pavilion was funding it, there were no funds available to build and maintain it.    Regarding skateboard parks, he has looked into numerous parks, looked at them around the State and drug activity seems to follow activity of young people of a certain age and persuasion and it isn’t necessarily the parks, but any type of area where kids will congregate, that type of activity will happen.  It is not generic with skateboard parks, the community needs to keep that in mind.

Receive briefing on potential City Project to construct, operate, and maintain a skateboard park. (Council Letter 003-009)
At the regular City Council meeting of December 16, 2003 the Council requested a short analysis of the projected costs of establishing a City of Reedsport project to construct, operate, and maintain a Skateboard Park in Lions Park.

In 2001 the City Council provided a letter to the Reedsport Activity Park (RAP), Inc. supporting the concept of a Skateboard Park in Reedsport.  The Reedsport Activity Park, Inc. is an IRS 501(c)(3) tax-exempt organization formed to construct, operate, and maintain a Skateboard Park in Reedsport.  The RAP has estimated that the project costs would be in the neighborhood of $250,000, including an escrow account to provide for dismantling of the Park in the event of the demise of the RAP.

Unfortunately, the RAP has, to date, not been able to identify sufficient funding to undertake the project.  Informal discussions with RAP representatives indicates that the current cash balance of the organization is $51,500 with an anticipated additional infusion of $20,000 due to occur on January 22nd bringing the total then to $71,500.  The RAP has also received grant commitments of some $55,000 for a project originally scheduled to be constructed in Jim Barrone Park under a lease from the Reedsport School District #105.  Thus, the RAP is projecting that they have, to date, raised $126,000 to construct, operate, and maintain a Skateboard Park in the City.

The RAP has suggested that the project be changed from a 501 (c)(3) tax-exempt project to a City of Reedsport project funded by city funds and grants obtained as the sponsoring municipal unit from the Oregon Parks and Recreation Department (OPRD).  The proposal would require that the City undertake actual construction, operation and maintenance of a Skateboard Park to be placed in Lions Park on the old T-Ball Field (westerly end of the Park).  The RAP is offering to turn over the $71,500 in cash and to transfer the already obtained grant funding to City control.

In addition, two grants have been identified by RAP as being potentially able to provide sufficient funding to undertake the project.  The first is a federal Land & Water Conservation Fund Grant administered by the OPRD, and awaiting appropriations funding by the Congress, which is currently operating under a Continuing Resolution for the current Fiscal Year.  The second grant identified by the RAP is a Local Government Grant also administered by the OPRD, and contingent upon Legislative approval of the OPRD budget for the next biennium.  Eligible agencies include city and county park and recreation departments, METRO, park and recreation districts, and port districts.  Additional information on these two grant opportunities is attached for Council information.

If the City were to undertake the Skateboard Park as a project there are a number of considerations to review.  All projects must be consistent with the outdoor recreation goals and objectives contained in the SCORP as well as the City Comprehensive Plan, and the Park Master Plan.  Analysis of this aspect of the grants is time consuming and expensive and the direct costs expended are not recoverable from grant funding.

With regard to the Land and Water Conservation Grant, the grant requires a 50% match.  It is not clear if the funding available from the RAP is sufficient to meet the required match amount, which would mean that City funds would have to be identified and used.  Since the estimated project cost is over $100,000 it would have to be competitively bid.  City staff would have to create the bid documents using the City Engineer.  It is not clear whether or not this expenditure would be covered by the grant.  It is estimated that this expense would be approximately $1,200.  In addition, the project would require expenditures for selecting the contractor and executing contract agreements.  It is estimated that this expense would be approximately $4,000 and might be considered Pre-Agreement and Engineering costs which may (not for sure) be recovered by grant funds.  The project will also require special inspections, which will add to the total project cost since they would have to be contracted out.  It is estimated that the additional costs could be as much as $1,000.

Since the project would be using federal funds, administered through the OPRD, the total project costs would be increased by the fact that there is a requirement to pay “prevailing wages” as determined by the Oregon Bureau of Labor and Industry.  This particular item could add as much as $5,000 to the overall project costs. 

Another to consider in applying for any grant is a potential project cost overrun.  In the event that project costs exceed the grant amount, the grant is not expandable and the extra costs would be borne by the City.  The uniqueness of this type of project is such that it is quite likely that the project will exceed estimates.

Since this would be a federal grant, the project requires environmental approval from the Oregon Department of Fish and Wildlife (ODF&W), the National Marine Fisheries Service (NMFS), Oregon Division of State Lands (DSL), Army Corp of Engineers (COE) and the City itself even if it is located in an existing park.  According to the application form, an Environmental Assessment (EA) is also required and needs to be a separate document.  The EA must address environmental concerns as well as cultural, aesthetic and socio-economic conditions including increased traffic, noise levels, and lighting.  Much, if not all, of this aspect of the project preparation would require expenditure of City funds for contracting with an outside entity, and may not be covered by the grant as Pre-Agreement and Engineering costs.  It is estimated that this environmental activity would be approximately $12,000.

As mentioned above, some of the grants obtained by the RAP are from foundations that do not normally fund public projects.  Thus, it is difficult to analyze the costs of the project involved in transferring funding or in identifying additional grants from agencies that do support public projects.

In this grant, some of the project costs will include a charge from the OPRD for their grant administration.  This should be added to the project cost and an increase in the grant amount would have to be solicited in order to not adversely impact on the construction costs.  It is not known what the state grant administration fee amount is but a conservative estimate for a $200,000 grant would be 2% or $4,000.

It should also be noted that federal grant money is not received until the expenditures are actually made by the sponsoring municipal agency.  Therefore, funding needs to be identified to pay for the project even though it will be recovered at a later date.  An additional unknown aspect of this proposal is the expenditure of staff time for the application, competitive bid process, construction oversight, inspection monitoring and grant administration.  The costs associated with this portion of a project are normally taken out of “overhead.”  In the case of current staffing, there is not sufficient expertise or time to be able to dedicate to conducting this grant project.

A review of the Local Government Grant Program indicates that similar costs and requirements exist for the grant as for the Land and Water Conservation Grant program.  A similar cost analysis would seem to be appropriate in this case as well.

These considerations are presented, as requested, in order to permit the Council to set a policy with regard to proceeding with construction, operation, and maintenance of a Skateboard Park as a City project; or whether to acknowledge that while a worthy project the fiscal condition of the municipality does not warrant undertaking the project.

In view of the above, it is recommended that the City Council decline to proceed with construction, operation and maintenance of a skateboard park as a city project.  But continue to support the project as a private endeavor in any way possible.

Anna Lynne Goorhuis, 973 Ranch Rd., read a statement disputing several of the City’s views regarding certain aspects of the skateboard park, its funding and construction costs and the City taking over the project. 

Councilor Henry stated his own agenda and the City’s agenda should be to do what the City can do for the community as a whole and that the skateboard park project is for the community and the Council should be behind it.  

Discussion was held regarding the grant writing for park grants and who is responsible for writing those grants.

Councilor Washington asked about the $20,000 contingency funds that RAP proposes to have above the project cost and that if there were not enough funds to build the park as proposed, it could be scaled down to fit within the funds received.  

Councilor Williams asked why if the Umpqua Discovery Center’s Tide Water and Time exhibit could be a 501 (c)(3) and write grants for the UDC’s exhibits but it’s a City project, why the skateboard park couldn’t be handled the same way?

Discussion was held.

Percy Allpress, 860 Bellevue, stated that as a citizen he felt the City should support the skateboard park and go through the 501 (c)(3) and maintain the park.

Councilor Pollard asked for a definition of what a 501 (c)(3) was, which was explained by Matt Smart.

John Lechuga, 457 Camellia Ct., stated that he had been a member of the Budget Committee and that drastic cuts have had to be made in areas that were critical.    He further stated that he was a proponent for the skateboard park and is on the board of directors and that Twinkie Goorhuis has provided hard work and funding to bring a skateboard park to the community for the kids.    He asked the Council to vote for the project, if not for Twinkie, for the kids in Reedsport.

Jim Wells, 890 View, stated he felt this was in the province of the City staff to assist with the grant, that they have done so for the UDC and hospital and could do so to expand and improve Lions Park and add the skateboard park.   He urged the Council to direct the staff to assist in the compilation of data for the grant application and put the City’s name behind it.   He further stated that every City in Oregon that has a skateboard park has done it through the City. 

Dan Welch, 800 Ranch Rd., Public Service Director, stated he was the one in charge of the parks department for the City and there is no way he would like to see the program stopped, however, he wondered when Ms. Goorhuis’ son gets out of school and she no longer has an interest in the park and no one else does, who is going to responsible for the upkeep, its going to fall back on the City.

Mrs. Goorhuis responded with the fact that there are other parents involved with RAP and that RAP and those parents will follow up.  

Discussion was held.

Ron Mast, 574 Evergreen, asked what the difference was between a skateboard park and a softball field, basketball court or a tennis court and why the City is discriminating between them.

Mayor Tymchuk stated that to say the Council is not in support of the skateboard project is absurd, twice the Council has voted unanimously to support a skateboard project.   Once the Council voted unanimously to provide the insurance for it and tonight voted unanimously to amend a master plan to put the skateboard park at Lions Park.   Both of those are being proponents of the skateboard park.

Councilor Hash stated she was in favor of the skateboard park and her concern is the maintenance.   

Councilor Pollard stated he was in favor of the skateboard park but that money was his main concern.  He asked where the money RAP has received so far has come from.

Councilor Washington stated he has always been in favor of the skateboard park and has always tried to help where he could.  As far as the maintenance is concerned, he felt that through volunteers and fund raising that it could be maintained.

Councilor Henry stated he felt that money should be spent on the community instead of paying $500,000 in salaries.

Student Councilor Williams stated she felt that the City should proceed with the skateboard park but proceed cautiously and look at all aspects of it.

Councilor Ekstrom stated he was for the skateboard park, but is worried about the maintenance also but stated Councilor Washington’s idea makes sense.    He felt that the kids in this community need something to do.

Councilor Williams stated she felt that the skateboard park should be established as a City project and let the 501 (c)(3) build it and maintain it and operate it.  

Mayor Tymchuk stated his concerns are the cost to the City and potential costs down the line.   The immediate costs are seen in staff time and he could justify that but has concerns down the line.  He asked Ms. Goorhuis if RAP was willing to have a bank account that would be kept alive and a minimum level for any maintenance problems.  

Ms. Goorhuis stated that they had signed a Memorandum of Understanding with the school district that RAP would keep a minimum of a $2,000 balance in the school district’s name to take care of any maintenance plus they agreed to make sure the park was kept clean plus agreed to make sure it was always insured for liability.  

Discussion was held. 

Councilor Henry moved that the City Council establish the skateboard park as a City project, the City provide information for the grant application, the 501 (c)(3) construct, operate and maintain the park, the City and RAP enter into a Memorandum of Understanding regarding the maintenance of the park and that RAP maintain a bank account with a minimum balance of $2,000 for maintenance costs.

6.
Shall the City Council declare a public nuisance at 1832 Elm Avenue? (Council Letter 003-010)
The Reedsport Municipal Code (RMC), Chapter 6.08 NUISANCES addresses nuisances, including such things as weeds, outdoor storage, and inoperable vehicles.  The Chapter establishes a process to abate such nuisances when they exist.  There are, from time to time, public nuisances that are detrimental to the public health, welfare, and / or safety, though not specifically enumerated in the Municipal Code.  When such a situation exists, the RMC provides that the City Council makes the determination that it is a public nuisance in order for the abatement process to proceed.

Through the years, various neighbors of the property at 1832 Elm Avenue have registered nuisance complaints with the City concerning the property.  There has been an ongoing attempt to abate the nuisances specified in the complaints and the RMC.  The house on the property is unoccupied, and has been deteriorating for a number of months.  While not yet deteriorated to the point of being a dangerous structure, it is uninhabitable and is a breeding ground for rats and other rodents, which constitutes a serious public health hazard.  By declaring the property at 1832 Elm Avenue as a public nuisance detrimental to the public health, welfare, and safety, the abatement procedures outlined in the RMC become effective.

It is recommended that the Council declare a public nuisance at 1832 Elm Avenue, and direct that the nuisance be abated within 10 days.

Jay Cable, Public Nuisance Officer, provided the Council with some background and pictures of the property.

Discussion was held.

Percy Allpress, 860 Bellevue, stated he looked at the property in question and there is no garbage around the house and the pictures shown by Jay Cable probably show the worst of the property.

Jerry Noel, 1820 Elm Avenue, stated he lived next door to the property in question and that the house has been in the same condition for about three (3) years now.  There is nothing underneath the house, no foundation, so it couldn’t be used as storage.  He has talked to the owners and they have told him that they can’t afford to tear it down or fix it up.   No one has lived in the house for approximately five (5) years.  It brings down the value of other properties in the area.

Councilor Henry moved that the Council declare a public nuisance at 1832 Elm Avenue, and direct that the nuisance be abated within 10 days.

City Council will recall that the City had applied for this loan / grant in the Spring of 2002.

Hough advised the Council that the Wastewater Utility has experienced no washouts during the month of December.  Since the last Council meeting, the City has experienced 8 surcharges on 5 different dates at various wastewater manholes around the city.

Hough reminded the Council that the next Joint Sanitary Board meeting will be held Thursday, January 9th, in the Reedsport Council Chambers at 7:00 p.m.  This meeting was rescheduled from last November 21st.

Hough advised the Council that the Fiber South Consortium Board would meet on January 13th at 10 a.m. in Eugene at Lane Council of Governments (LCOG) offices.

Hough reminded the Council that the new Council briefing and training schedule will continue next Monday through Thursday, January 13th - 16th.  Council members should assemble at 2 p.m. each day at the City Hall.  He asked which Councilors would be able to attend?

Hough advised the Council that the Umpqua Regional Council of Governments (URCOG) quarterly Board meeting would be held on Wednesday, January 15th, in Roseburg.
