Shall the City Council authorize two change orders for the Arthur – Bowman 
Sewer Rehabilitation project?

At the August 3, 2009 Council meeting a contract for the Arthur - Bowman sewer rehabilitation project was awarded to R&G Excavating for $552,185.00. The Engineer’s estimate for this project was $987,000.00.

As the contractor was replacing the sewer line on Arthur Drive a large void was encountered under the road. When the contractor exposed the sewer pipe in this area it was discovered that the 12 inch sewer pipe was running thru the top of a 36 inch storm drain pipe. Surrounding dirt had been falling into the storm drain pipe creating the void under the road.

It appears that when the area was developed, the sewer line conflicted with the storm line. Instead of rerouting the sewer line, the top of the storm pipe was cut out, the sewer line was placed through it for about 10 feet and then the storm line was patched with concrete. Further, there is a 6 inch water line within 3 feet of this sewer line. Current State Health Department standards require a 10 feet separation between water and sewer lines.

City Engineer Steve Major reviewed this problem and recommends rerouting the sewer line as a change order and repairing the storm drain as a time and materials job. The Project Engineer, Kennedy/Jenks also recommends rerouting the sewer line and repairing the storm drain line. Attached is their recommendation.

Proper correction of this problem requires rerouting the sewer line and installing an additional sewer manhole at a change order cost of $57,032.64 and repairing the sewer line at a change order cost of $27,273.51. 

Funding for this project will come from the Oregon Economic and Community Development Department (OECDD).  The City originally budgeted $1.3 million for this project.  

Councilor Ginger Anderson moved that the City Council authorize two change orders for the Arthur – Bowman Sewer Rehabilitation project. 

Councilor Tonya Wahl seconded the motion.
