Shall the City authorize issuance of 1-year blanket purchase orders for various purchases during Fiscal Year 2008/ 009? 

For a number of years, the City has issued  blanket purchase orders for items such as tires and accessories, road maintenance materials, jail supplies, chemicals for treatment plants, etc. based on the fact that most of the purchases are below the amount that requires a formal bid.  In addition, there is a longstanding policy to attempt to purchase locally where possible.  Purchasing locally has realized considerable reduction in the number of delays in obtaining materials as well as additional transportation costs and several of the business bill the City on a monthly basis.  Last year twenty blanket purchase orders were issued for fiscal year 2007-008.  The City staff has reviewed other types of purchases that are suited for issuing a blanket purchase order for more efficient operations. The Oregon Department of Transportation (ODOT) Local Officials Advisory Committee has recommended that Oregon adopt a public works emergency response mutual aid agreement policy.  A mutual aid agreement would:

Enable public works agencies to support each other during an emergency.


-
Provide the mechanism for immediate response to a Requesting agency if 

and when a Responding agency determines that it can provide the needed 

resources and expertise.


-
Create the documentation needed to seek maximum reimbursement 


from participating federal agencies.  

Participation in the mutual aid agreement program is voluntary and could be cancelled at any time by providing written notice.  ODOT would maintain a list of all parties to the agreement and send an updated list to all agencies whenever an agency is added or removed from the list.  

A copy of the proposed Oregon Public Works Emergency Response Cooperative Assistance Agreement is attached.

The City of Reedsport has historically participated in mutual aid situations with other public agencies in the region.  For the most part, if there have been reciprocal activities, no funds have changed hands.  The attached agreement calls for reimbursement to a Responding agency for worker pay including call back, overtime, and benefits, as well as compensation for equipment (including loss or damage to equipment) and materials and the usual and customary rate(s).  

The key concept of this program is to have a pre-recorded mechanism in place if a disaster were to occur, in that action could be taken and reimbursement could be achieved when the problem/crisis had been resolved.  The key aspect of this concept is whether or not a Responding agency could decline to send any of the requested support.  This is provided for in the agreement draft.

For the past many years, the City and ODOT have had the informal arrangement of trading favors and services between ourselves.  The City would provide use of the street sweeper, vactor, and other equipment and ODOT would provide centerline striping of City streets, cold mix for temporary patching, and other services.  No accounting was ever kept, however the value of the services provided by each entity was about the same.

With the increasing complexity of providing services with fewer resources, the State desires to formalize all of the informal agreements that they have had with other governmental agencies.  The attached Cooperative Improvement Agreement has been prepared by the State for adoption by the State and City.  It is the same form that has been used with other government agencies.

Shall the City Council award a personal services contract for computer systems maintenance? 
The City’s computer network system requires the services of a maintenance technician.  That capability is not currently available in the city staff nor can the city fund a full time position for a computer technician. The rapid change within the computer industry does not lend itself to keeping a city staff personnel trained for this type of computer support.  It is important to hire the technician that is familiar with the City’s network systems.  Maintenance of a network system is more complicated than maintaining personal computers for each individual person.

JBA Computer Service is currently the company hired by the City of Reedsport to provide support for the network system.  They provide service to all of the City operations.  It is important to continue with the same service provider, as the network servers require trained and knowledgeable personnel for quick repairs and updates.  

At the June 4, 2007 Council meeting, a personal service contract was awarded to J.B.A Computer services for the yearly amount of $6,600.  A monthly fee was paid to the computer service company during the fiscal year.   Actual time and number of visits has been tracked for the past year in order to provide comparison information.  If the City had been paying per hour/visit, the total cost would have been $7,589 resulting in a savings of $989.     

For fiscal year 2008 / 009, JBA Computer Services proposes continuing the personal service contract for $550.00 per monthly with a yearly total of $6,600.  The City would be saving money by agreeing to the $550/ month rate and would ensure that the City is the first on JBA Computer Services list for emergency response.  The current contract agreement (attached) will be updated to reflect the new fiscal year as the fee remains the same.  ORS 279B exempts personal service contracts from competitive bid if the estimated service contract price is under $25,000.

If an intensive computer project arises, it would be considered outside the contract amount and would be done per purchase order.

The contract of $550 does not cover weekend emergency calls, but is designed to keep those calls to a minimum.  By providing systematic network maintenance and software upgrades, the emergency calls will be minimized. Mr. James Freshman and staff of J.B.A. Computer Services have provided excellent services during past five fiscal years.  It is recommended that the City Council award a one-year personal services contract for computer systems maintenance to JBA Computer Services.

Shall the City Council approve an agreement between the City of Reedsport and Douglas County Health and Social Services Department for providing transportation services to seniors and persons with disabilities?

City Manager Rick Hohnbaum presented the following information, Douglas County is getting out of the transit business entirely.  Douglas County inherited most of the dial-a-ride programs when the Umpqua Council of Governments folded over a year ago.  Most of the operations are being privatized within the valley but the stand-a-lone Reedsport operation is no longer going to be managed by Douglas County.  Knowing this, and being informed by representatives of both the senior citizen community and the local medical community who have shared the significance of this program for our citizens who rely on the dial-a-ride service, city staff set out to review potential options of keeping the program alive.  Deanna Schafer, the city volunteer coordinator and I met with the Director of the Douglas County Health and Social Services Department on one occasion in Roseburg and have communicated frequently in our attempt to continue this program without additional financial expenses to the City.  THERE is city staff time being used especially during the transition period to make this program happen.  It has been repeatedly expressed that the City can only continue this program as long as ODOT is providing the reimbursed expenses for the program. This agreement allows for the reimbursement of transit funds from ODOT to be passed through the Douglas County organization to the City of Reedsport for the funding of this program.  This funding includes some staffing dollars for our dispatch center per the budget already approved by council action.  This agreement is where the City Council has the empowerment to authorize the City’s operation of the Dial-a-ride program.

Sandra Reese LUH Administrator provided the Council with a written letter of support for the program signed by the doctors at Dunes Family Health Care.  

Sylvia Tomasino spoke in favor of the program as a representative of the LUH Emergency Care.

Delaine Humphreys of The Family Resource Center also spoke in favor of the program continuing. 

City Manager Rick Hohnbaum said that in the effort of making the program more affordable the United Presbyterian Church Deacons have offered a donation of $1,000.00.  Also, Lower Umpqua Hospital has made the City aware that they are willing to also support the program monetarily if it is needed.  

City Attorney Steve Miller said that he would like to see the contract modified to include allowing the city mechanic to work on the vehicle and to remove all exhibits and appendixes. 

Councilor Otis asked who would be responsible for criminal background checks of the drivers. 

City Recorder Deanna Schafer said that the County has provided the screening of the current drivers for the next fiscal year and that in the future the City will perform their own and on any new potential drivers.

Shall the City Council adopt Resolution 2008-012 A RESOLUTION APPROVING AN INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT TO REINSTATE THE INTERGOVERNMENTAL 
AGREEMENT FOR TELECOMMUNICATIONS FINANCIAL REVIEW SERVICES? 

Finance Officer Vera Koch presented the following information.  In December of 2002, the Reedsport City Council voted to join forces with a group called the Oregon Municipal Audit Review Committee.  At the time of formation, the Oregon Municipal Audit Review Committee (OMARC), a 24-city consortium solicited customer cities of Qwest and Verizon to determine the degree of interest in conducting a joint franchise audit of both companies.  

December 1998 the telephone franchise agreement between the City of Reedsport and Verizon (then GTE) expired and had not been renewed until just very recently.    In early 2002 Verizon notified the City of Reedsport that they would continue submitting franchise fee or privilege tax funds but under protest in order to establish legal standing of the submission.  

Although Verizon continues to pay franchise fees and in fact have agreed to a very recent increase in franchise fees, the original audit for reviewing the franchise fees paid to cities still has not been totally completed, although it appears it could be close to completion.  The term of the original Intergovernmental contract expired in December of 2007. 

While waiting for the completion of the project, OMARC desires to protect the ability for cities serviced by Verizon to act as one entity when dealing with Verizon and have asked city councils to reinstate the Intergovernmental Agreement until January 1, 2010 by authorizing a Resolution for the reinstatement.

A draft IGA Resolution has been submitted by the OMARC steering committee which has been forwarded to City Attorney Steve Miller for review.  The OMARC is desirous of receiving a commitment as soon as possible.

It is recommended that the City Council approve an Intergovernmental Agreement to reinstate the Intergovernmental Agreement for Telecommunications Financial Review Services authorized by Resolution 2008-012 and authorize the Mayor to sign on behalf of the City.

Shall the City Council award a three-year personal services contract for financial auditing services for Fiscal Years 2007 / 2008 through 2010 / 2011? 
The audit firm of Isler CPA of Eugene, OR has been under contract for the past five years to provide financial auditing services to the City.  The last three-year contract was to expire at the end of this fiscal year but staff received a notice from Isler CPA that due to financial reasons they desired to be released from the current contract.   A Request For Proposal (RFP) to provide municipal financial auditing services for the next three fiscal years was advertised.  

Four proposals were received prior to the deadline of 5:00 p.m., on June 2, 2008.   Grimstad & Associates, Wall & Wall P.C., Koontz & Perdue, P.C. and Steve Tuchscherer, CPA, PC submitted proposals.  Present for the proposal opening on June 9, 2008 were City Manager Rick Hohnbaum, City Recorder Deanna Schafer and Financial Officer Vera Koch.  An analysis to the proposals was conducted using assumptions designed to provide as much similarity of services as possible.

Upon completing the proposal analysis of the proposals, the two proposals with the highest number of points were contacted for an interview by the interview team consisting of the City Manager and Finance Officer.  The intent was to continuing interviewing until the interview team determined the selection to best meet the city’s needs.  All firms are qualified to perform municipal auditing work.  The proposals for the three-year contract are as follows:

The proposed audit team is the owner of the company.
