1. Shall the City Council appoint to the vacant Forest Hills Precinct position? (Council Letter 003-069)

At the May 5, 2003 City Council meeting, the City Council declared the Forest Hills Precinct position vacant and requested that applications be received with a decision being made on the June 16th regular Council Meeting. 

The appointee's term of office will continue until the next regular countywide election at which time the position will be open for election.  Any eligible voter that has lived in the City of Reedsport for the last one-year period is eligible to serve on the City Council as long as the voter currently resides in the Forest Hills Precinct.

It is recommended that the Council appoint a Councilor to fill the Council vacancy in Forest Hills Precinct.

Mayor Tymchuk stated that he thought that the City had received three (3) excellent applicants and any of the three (3) would serve the City well.   He supported Richard Oba as he had previously applied for positions on the Planning Commission and he currently represents the City on URCOG and has been active in City issues.

Councilor Ekstrom recommended Merv Cloe, as he has known Mr. Cloe for along time and he is well known in the community and heavily involved in different organizations and is a native of the area.

Councilor Williams stated that all three (3) are good applicants, however she recommended Richard Oba.

Shall the City Council award a Fiscal Year 2003 / 004 contract for Worker's Compensation Insurance? (Council Letter 003-070) 

The City annually awards a Worker’s Compensation Insurance policy contract to an insurance company.  The current policy, with SAIF Corporation, expires on June 30th.  Each year, the City Insurance Agent of Record, Fullhart Insurance, obtains bids for the City of Reedsport employee’s Worker's Compensation Insurance for the following year.  Two insurance companies were solicited.

The SAIF Corporation holds the current contract for Worker’s Compensation insurance with the City.  Ms. McKinney-Sharp will be present to make a presentation summarizing the bids.

Councilors were presented with bid information from Debbie McKinney-Sharp from Fullhart Insurance.   Ms. McKinney-Sharp stated that both bids were close as far as price and the City has been SAIF since approximately 1993-94 and recommended the City continue with SAIF.

Discussion was held.   Mayor Tymchuk stated there was a $13,000 increase in premiums and asked if this was related to the 9-11 incident.

Bob Wagenschutz, Assistant Finance Officer, stated that only approximately $300 was related to 9-11, the remainder of the increase was due to events that occurred during the current coverage year.  

Ms. McKinney-Sharp stated that the Terrorism Risk Act is the new act that is effective this year for worker’s compensation and in property and casualty it is an option.   This is only a small portion of the increase in the premium.

Discussion was held.

Councilor Williams moved that the City Council award a Fiscal Year 2003/004 contract for Worker’s Compensation Insurance to the lowest bidder in the amount of $33,082.00; and authorize the Mayor to sign on behalf of the City.

Shall the City Council accept DSL easement for the Gardiner Waterline Project? (Council Letter 003-072) 

The Division of State Lands has jurisdiction over all the waters of Oregon and an easement is required for any pipeline, which crosses under or over the waters.  The new Gardiner Waterline Project will consist of a pipeline under the Umpqua River and the attachment of a pipeline to the railroad trestle over the Smith River between Bolon Island and Gardiner.  A total of two easements are required from DSL.  Easement #26347-EA is for the pipeline on the trestle and easement #26346-EA is for the pipe under the Umpqua River.  With the exception of the descriptions, both easements are identical.

A draft easement from DSL has been provided to the Council.  These easements have been reviewed by the granting agencies and meet with their requirements.  

Steve Miller, City Attorney, outlined a few minor changes in the easement.

The new Gardiner water line will be located within the railroad right of way, which crosses the American Bridge Company property.  The easement will be a 15' easement centered on the new water line, which will result in the easement exceeding the railroad right of way width in some areas.  Therefore, it is necessary to obtain an easement from American Bridge in addition to the railroad.  The proposed easement will also grant the City ingress and egress across the American Bridge property to the water line.

Steve Miller, City Attorney, briefed the Council regarding the easement and provided a copy.

Shall the City Council approve an extra-territorial Fire Protection Agreement with the American Bridge Company?  (Council Letter 003-075)
At the request of the American Bridge Company, discussions were conducted with Reedsport Volunteer Fire Department (RVFD), regarding fire protection at the American Bridge facility on Bolon Island.  A proposed Fire Protection agreement has been drafted which would provide for fire protection by the RVFD to the American Bridge Company.  The draft Agreement is similar to other commercial fire protection agreements (contracts) with the Reedsport Volunteer Fire Department.  Volunteer Fire Chief Tom Anderson and the fire association officers have reviewed the proposed agreement and recommend authorizing the Fire Protection Agreement.  Since the elimination of General Fund revenues to the fire department capitol equipment fund, annual contract fees have been credited to this fund for future equipment purchases. It is recommended that the annual payment made by American Bridge Company be added to the funds already earmarked in the operating budget for Fire Equipment Reserves.

It is recommended that the Council authorize an extra-territorial Fire Protection Agreement with the American Bridge Company; and authorize the Mayor, to sign on behalf of the City; and direct the City staff to budget the annual direct payment amount as an addition to funds already earmarked in the operating budget for Fire Equipment Reserves.

Jay Cable, Fire Marshall, advised that negotiations were entered into with American Bridge Company for fire protection and a contract that is agreeable to everyone has been drafted.  It is at a lower annual fee than originally anticipated but increases are contingent on American Bridge moving into different phases.

Shall the City Council approve the draft Wastewater Utilities Master Facilities plan?  (Council Letter 003-076) 
On February 23, 2001, the City received a notice of permit violation, from Oregon Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ), for the operation of the Wastewater plant.  The notice of permit violation listed numerous problems and violations at the plant and requested to be notified what action(s) would be taken to mitigate the operating permit violation.  Within the required 5-day response time the City provided notification that the items in question will not be quickly solved and requested that the DEQ enter into a Mutual Order & Agreement with the City of Reedsport.  

The City then entered into a contract with Brown & Caldwell (B&C) Environmental Engineering & Consulting, Inc. to evaluate and plan for solutions to the deficiencies through the development of an updated Wastewater Facilities Management Plan.  The draft version of the Wastewater Facilities Management Plan has been completed and is ready to be submitted to DEQ for review.  

Staff has reviewed the plan and recommends that the Council approve the draft version and authorize the submittal of the draft to DEQ for review and approval.  

Councilor Williams advised that she had reviewed the draft but didn’t understand it.

Janelle Evans, Community Service Director, advised that they had put together a highlight video of the sewer lines and Floyd Dollar, Public Utilities Superintendent, narrated the video and pointed out problems to the Council.

Mr. Dollar advised that he thought this was a good plan and that he supports it and it would be nice if the City had the money now to do things right away but that it was going to be spread out for a long time.    He stated staff reviewed the plan and that meetings have been held and staff has made recommendations.

Jack Detweiler stated that DEQ will probably have a number of comments on the plan and that he wouldn’t be surprised if DEQ wanted to see improvements accelerated and/or the priority changed.   

Discussion was held.

Mayor Tymchuk stated that when the facilities plan is accepted that the planned increases are also accepted for wastewater rates.   That the Council can’t accept the plan and then next year state that they aren’t going to pay for it.

Mr. Dollar stated that the plan recommends a 20% increase, which was approved and goes into effect on July 1, 2003, a 20% increase for 2004-2005, 10% increase in 2005-2006 and possibly a 10% in 2006-2007 and then 3% per year after that.

Discussion was held.

Councilor Ekstrom stated that he was going to abstain in the vote on this as he has had a meeting regarding the rates with Mr. Detweiler and Janelle and Floyd and it is being discussed how to make them more equal and Mr. Detweiler is going to get back with him.

Ms. Evans stated that was is being asked of Council is to approve the draft version, not the final, and authorize the submittal to DEQ.

Councilor Williams moved that City Council approve the draft version of the Wastewater Facilities Management Plan and authorize the submittal of the draft to DEQ for review and approval.

Shall the City Council award a contract for the re-roofing of City park restroom buildings? (Council Letter 003-078)
The City park restroom buildings are showing major signs of deterioration attributed mainly to recent vandalism.  In addition to the vandalism, the age of the roofing and the February 7, 2002 coastal windstorm, which the Reedsport area received severe damage all contribute the need to consider the re-roofing of the restroom buildings.

The Jim Barrone Park, Champion Park and Lions Park restroom roofs were identified as damaged in the February 2, 2002 FEMA survey of the windstorm.  The roofs were patched but not re-roofed. The easy accessibility of the building roofs have allowed vandals to climb upon the roofs and tear off loose shingles, which for the Jim Barrone Park and Lions Park restrooms resulted in large areas of bare roof.  The restroom at the City boat ramp, Waterfront Park is also in need of roofing due to aging and deterioration.  

Recognizing the necessity of re-roofing the restrooms in order to preserve the buildings, Public Services Superintendent Dan Welch has obtained two bids from local contractors.  Dan specified the replacement roofing to be metal roofing with a life expectancy of 30 plus years.  The metal roofing will deter vandals from climbing upon the buildings and causing damage.

Funds for the restroom re-roof proposal have been identified from various accounts.  The Waterfront Park restroom roof will be funded from the State Marine Board grant maintenance funds.  The State Marine annual grant to Reedsport is $6500.00.

The City received FEMA funds in 2002 for the repair of damage to City structures.  The revenue will help offset the cost of re-roofing the restrooms at Jim Barrone Park, Lions Park and Champion.  It is proposed the material cost be paid under the current year and the labor portion in the next fiscal year, thus spreading the impact of the financial burden into two fiscal year budgets.  

As owner of the park facilities, it is the City’s responsibility to maintain the buildings, particularly the Jim Barrone (Highland), and Champion park restrooms that were constructed with grant monies.  

It is recommended that the City Council award the City Park restroom roofing contract to the lowest bidder, Schafer’s Metal & Roofing for the amount of $6,458.00 and authorize the City Manager Pro-Tem to sign on behalf of the City.

Councilor Williams stated that she did not want the City to re-roof Barrone Park at this point and recommended either tabling this matter or awarding the contract without Barrone Park.

Councilor Washington stated that the bid was for all three (3) roofs and that FEMA funds were received for repairs.

Councilor Williams asked if the money for re-roofing was coming out of City funds?  

Pro-Tem City Manager Jay Cable advised that he didn’t know if there was enough FEMA money to complete the re-roofing at Barrone Park and that only $700.00 would come from FEMA funds and the balance would come from the City. 

Discussion was held.

Councilor Washington stated he attended the skateboard park groundbreaking ceremony.

Jay Cable, City Manager Pro-Tem advised that Floyd Dollar, Public Utilities Superintendent, reported that the sludge hauling process began last Wednesday which means that the sludge pond will not require stirring for a while which should eliminate the odor in the down town area.  Some of the goals for the plant improvements are elimination of odors and flies.

Cable advised that the City has entered into an Intergovernmental Agreement with Central Lincoln P.U.D. for janitorial services.

Cable stated that the City has been notified by C.L.P.U.D. that the line crossing Hwy. 38 to power the lights on the City Hall side is improperly installed (not enough clearance to other lines).  There are options for correcting the problem. 1) boar under the highway; 2) put another meter and feed from the City Hall side; and 3) turn off the lights on the City Hall side.

Cable advised he was pleased to inform the Council that the Umpqua Discovery Treasure Chest has received a grant from the C. Giles Hunt Foundation for $8000.  This is for the exhibit wing.   He also advised that the Senior Center received $1,500 from C. Giles Hunt for meals on wheels.

Cable stated that the Chain Saw sculpting over the Father’s day weekend was again a success thanks to Dan and his crew, Portia, and Bob King.  He stated the inmates from Shutter Creek will be here this week to clean the area and return it to its’ normal condition.

Cable advised that on Thursday, June 12th the Reedsport Police Department performed a grueling sergeants examination for two patrol officers.  The two participants were Carey Jones and Jerry Wilson.  After the exam was completed it was determined that both candidates were qualified to be sergeants.  The one selected, however, to fill the position vacated by Sergeant Macho, will be Carey Jones.  Officer Jones will be Sgt. Jones effective July 1st.

Mayor Tymchuk asked that City Staff draft a letter to Bob King for once again securing the Chain Saw Carving event for the City of Reedsport.

Cable advised there was a Special Council meeting on June 30, 2003.    Mr. Wagenschutz stated there were several matters that needed to be addressed before July 1, 2003.  Councilor Williams stated that she didn’t like being put on that close of a deadline and would rather meet on June 23rd instead of the 30th.  It was discussed and decided to have a Special Council meeting on June 23rd.
