2. Shall the City Council adopt A RESOLUTION ADOPTING THE CITY OF REEDSPORT COUNCIL POLICIES, and assign 2008-021 as the title? 
Council Policies detail the City Manager's job, job description, responsibilities, and working relationship with the City Council. The Reedsport City Council has met during the last three City Council Work Sessions to discuss draft Council Policies to be adopted.  The policies have now been revised and are ready for adoption.

3. Shall the City Council adopt A RESOLUTION ADOPTING THE CITY OF REEDSPORT SAFETY POLICIES, and assign 2008-022 as the title? 
It was suggested by the City’s insurance carrier CIS that the City’s Safety Policies be reviewed and updated. With help from our SAIF consultant staff has updated the City’s Safety Policies manual.  

Councilor Bill Otis asked if the City of Reedsport has a designated safety officer by title and who is that employee?
Interim City Manager John Smart said that person is Judy Macho; she is the safety officer for all employees for the City of Reedsport.  

Public Works Administrator Janelle Evans said that the position was occupied by Jay Cable and when he retired from the City and became a contract employee for the Municipal Judge position only his other duties were divided up.  The position was shared by Judy and at that time Floyd Dollar as the department head for the public works department. 

A safety committee was formed with representatives from all of the departments and Janelle is now the department head for public works.  In essence the City does not have one "safety officer".  Judy is the head of the safety committee. 
Otis said that the City should have a designated safety officer that would work with the insurance company and all employees concerning incidents and accidents to make sure that they are reported and taken care of in the proper manner.  

Mayor Keith Tymchuk asked Debbie McKinney what her prospective is.  

Debbie McKinney said that she works with Judy in that role and that Judy has taken that role whether it is her title or not.  

Chief Shawn Essex said that the previous City Manager asked that he make Judy available to fulfill that role.  What Ms. Macho has expressed to him is that if it is an area she is not familiar with or currently does, she does not have a desire to expand that work level.  She is very busy for the police department.  Essex said that the position should be looked at before the City just entitles her.  He is not opposed to her taking on that position but it needs to be looked at closer.  
Councilor Wahl asked Debbie McKinney if the current structure is incompliant with the insurance carrier.  

McKinney said yes.  

Public Works Superintendent Floyd Dollar said that as far as having one person to go to each department has a representative on the safety committee.  

Council directed staff to address this issue as department heads under the new City Manager and report back to the council in 90 days, due at the March 2009 council meeting.

5.  Negotiate Interim City Manager Insurance package.  
Since the Interim City Manager John Smart was hired as a temporary contract employee the insurance coverage has been changed effective the 1st of January, 2009.  Under the new plan the administrative employees will have the high deductable partially funded in January and then a funding schedule to be determined throughout the rest of the year.  The contract for Mr. Smart calls for funding his insurance premiums for two months of 2009. 
Mr. Smart proposed to the City Council to amend the two months of health insurance payments in 2009 in the amount of $2,022 and that the city contributes an additional amount of $1978 to fund his deductible in full.  

Finance Officer Vera Koch said that she has been in contact with CIS and they have informed her that all employee deductibles have to be funded the same amounts at the same increments.  Koch then proposed that the city fund the $2,000 at the first of the year and to pay the premiums for Mr. Smart for the additional $2,000 if the Council agrees to do so.  

Councilor Bill Walker moved that the City Council direct staff to fund $2,000 to a HSA account on behalf of Mr. John Smart and pay $2,000 in additional future premium payments.

City attorney Steve Miller presented Mr. James Hatcher with a land sale contract for property that he is negotiating to sell to the City of Reedsport near the City shop.

This particular easement was created during construction of the dike and is larger than the rest of the easement along the dike.  The City does not have an issue with vacating a portion of the easement; the location just needs to be agreed on.  
Public Works Director Janelle Evans asked Miller if it would help if a meeting was set up between the developer, Mr. Miller, herself and the surveyor.   
Council gave direction to Evans to set up a meeting.
